our 49th State, the right to *“ex-
clusive control” of its public
schools,

Part of the recent law passed
by Congress reads: “The schools
and colleges provided for in this
act shall forever remain under the
exclusive control of the state, or
its governmental subdivisions, and
no part of the proceeds arising
from the sale or disposal of any
lands granted herein for educa-
tional purposes shall be used for
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the support of any sectarian or

| denominational school, college or
| university.”

According to the new Alaska
law as passed by Congress, the
exception to “‘exclusive
controll” is that the funds de-
rived for the sale of public prop-
erty shall not be used to support
any sectarian or denominational
schools or institutions of higher
learning.
