The pass for two points 
was no good and the Mus­
tangs were back in the game 
trailing by 14-6-

Wheeler began to carry 
the fight to Wei I ington and 
forced the Skyrockets to punt 
after kicking off and had the 
ball at theSkyrocket 42 as 
Mustang fans hopes began 
to rise.

The Mustangs moved for a 
first down on a pass from 
Rodney Weatherly to Darrell 
Honks, who caught the boll 
in a crowd of Wellington de­
fenders ot theSkyrocket 26.
On second down, Weatherly’s 
pass was picked off by Rob­
inson at theSkyrocket 10 and 
as his blockers cleared out 
the only Mustangs with a 
shot at him, Robinson boost­
ed the Skyrockets point total 
to 20. West once more went 
around the Mustangs flank 
for the two points and the 
Skyrockets had o 22-6 margin 
at halftime.

Wellington came back in 
the second half and methodi­
cally chewed up the Mus­
tangs for a touchdown in 
eocn quarter. The Skyrockets 
drove61 yards in the third 
period to score with Ricky 
Nall and Larry Robinson tak­
ing turns in doing the dirty 
work. West carried on the 
first and lastplays of the 
drive and the scoringplay 
come on a seven yard scamp­
er aroundthe Mustangs left 
end.

Taking the
kickoff following the Skyrock­
ets lastTD , theMustangs 
rode the feet of Roy Don Chi­
ck for mo st of the yardage on 
the 66 yard drive. Chick 
carried on eight of the drives 
ten plays with the big gainer 
being a 23 yard scamper.

Soil eriosion affects the 
happiness and the welfare 
of the individual farmer and 
his family, and through them 
the welfare of the community 
of which they are a part and 
the town where they buy and 
sell. From decreased busin­
ess in the towns, the influen­
ce of soil losses widens and 
spreads until it is felt by 
manufacturers and mill work­
ers in distant states.

In 
areas where conservation has

In regions where 
soil conservation has not 
been practiced one finds 
poor crops, poor fences, dilap­
idated buildings, bad roads, 
poor chools, poor churches 
and a low level human well 
being.

It affect, every­
one, directly or indirectly 
whether farmer, merchant, 
teacher, lawyer, doctor, 
banker, old or young.

It influences not only the 
United States, but touches, 
sometimes quite tangibly,

ess. Soil is the basic source 
of wealth and no one, how­
ever remqje from the farm, is 
entirely unaffected by soil 
erosion.
