A lot of 4-H 
and FFA members will be 
participating in livestock 
shows in the next few mon­
ths. Noticed that Marion 
Bryant from Kelton and I. A. 
Brooks from Wheeler will be 
selling cattle at the 21st An­
nual Beckham County Here­
ford Breeders Association 
Sale on February 14 at the 
4-H and FFA Show Barn at 
Sayre, Oklahoma. The an­
nual Wheeler County Pig 
Show and Sale will be on 
March 7 and the Top O’ Tex­
as Show will follow that.
Paul Hathaway from Mobeet- 
ie tells me the 4-H and FFA  
boys over there will have a 
pig show in New Mobeetie 
prior to the County Show.

One of the most striking 
things about the livestock 
shows has been the effort 
that has been put forth by 
those professing to be ex­
pert judges. Not only are 
more records being used but 
they have even employed 
the computer and other sonic 
and electronic equipment to 
assist in attempting to lo­
cate the superior meat type 
cattle while fully clothed 
with hide and hair. This 
game doesn't give much of 
us a second chance once he 
has made a decision on a 
class of steers. All they ho­
ve to do now is to defrock 
the steer, examine the car­
cass and then decide wheth­
er that judge will be invited 
back again or not. Some 
have shown remarkable abili­
ty and others have flunked 
the course.

We had an opportunity to 
observe the loss of 5 head 
of heifers near Wheeler a 
few days ago suffering from 
sweetclover hay poisoning. 
All 5 died and the rest of 
the heifers were sick. If you 
feed swee-clover hay, lets 
be aware of its possible tox­
icity. The death rate is high, 
because in the majority of 
instances, the disease has 
progressed beyond the po­
int where removal of sweet- 
clover will help when the 
first synptoms are noted.

Sweetclover poisoning is 
a hemmorrhagis disease in 
which the animal bleeds to 
death internally or external­
ly. In a typical case, not 
associated with surgery or 
wounds, the course is abrupt; 
death follows within one to 
a few days after appearance 
of symptoms.

The first symptoms on 
these heifers was the sud­
den appearance of a knot or 
swelling which may be lo­
cated on any part of the 
body but commonly occurs 
on either side of the verte­
bral column or on the thighs. 
These heifers were hemmor- 
rhaging internally and ble­
eding from their udders and 
some had bursted eyeballs. 
Contary to popular opinion, 
death occurs not from blood 
cells destruct on but results 
entirely from hemmorhage.

Vitamin K is usually pre­
scribed; however, ifdicou- 
marin, the ingredient of 
w®farin (rat bait) which 
causes rats to bleed inter­
nally, is present in the 
blood at the time of the in- 
lection, it will be to no 
avail.

We urge cattlemen to be 
cautious about feeding 
sweetclover hay. It could 
result in costly death losses.

Foroge testing can take a 
lot of the guess out of the

auality of the forage you are 
feeding.

The nutrient content of 
forage crops varies so wide­
ly that it is difficult to pre­
cisely calculate rations for 
best performance using a- 
verage values for a given 
forage.

Recent analysis of some 
Bermudagrass hays show 
the crude protein content 
varied from 3.3 to 17.2 per­
cent. Protein content of al­
falfa varied from 8.7 to 23.2 
percent. A wide variation 
was also nkted in other 
quality factors.

Thus, it is easy to see 
that averoge values can not 
be used with confidence in 
most cases. Underfeeding 
will result in decreased pro- 
ductivity and overfeeding in 
wasted nutrients. In either 
case, profits will be lower­
ed.

Forage sampling supplies 
and information on how to 
take a sample, including 
sampling instruments, are 
available from our office. 
Samples may be sent to the 
Forage Testing Laboratory 
at Texas A & M University.

Different type tests are 
available. Feeding recom­
mendations are included 
when a complete analysis 
is requested. We would be 
glad to discuss forage 
testing and the fees involv­
ed with any interested 
livestock producer in the 
county.
