Focus On Beet Cattle: 
Nitrates In Hay 

Forage sorghums could be high 
in nitrates. Ranchers that have 
bailed and stored or shipped .n 
potentially high nitrate forages 
such as forage sorghums, hay 
grazer. or hay with johnsongrass, 
need to be aware of the increased 
possibility of nitrate toxicity. Espe-
cially if the cows are fed this hay 
for the first time after a severe 
winter storm. Cattle can adapt to 
a limited amount of nitrate intake 
over time. However, cattlemen 
often feed the higher quality for-
age sorghum type hays during a 
stressful, cold, wet winter storm. 
Cows may be especially hungry, 
because they have not gone out 
in the pasture grazing during the 
storm. They may be stressed and 
slightly weakened by the cold, wet 
conditions. This combination of 
events makes them even more 
vulnerable to nitrate toxicity. The 
same situation happens when 
producers are short of grass in the 
pasture and the only source of 
forage is a constant source of hay. 
The rancher is correct in trying to 
make available higher quality for-
age during severe winter weather

then precautions should be taken. 
Feeding small amounts of the hay 
along with other grass hays dur-
ing the fall and early winter days 
can help to -adapt" the cattle to 
the potential of nitrate.

Nitrates _ 	(from Page 2i 
in an effort to lessen the loss of 
body weight and body condition 
due to the effect of the wind chill. 
But if the forage he provides to the 
cows is potentially toxic, his best 
intentions can back fire. The best 
approach would be to know ahead 
of time the concentration of nitrate 
in the hay. This can be accom-
plished by testing your hay at the 
time it is bailed, or by collecting 
core samples of hay you have 
purchased or stored. Contact the 
Extension office about hay sam-
pling details. For a small fee, 
(Usually $10 to $15) several labs 
can test and determine the 
amount of nitrates in the hay. If the 
producer is confident that the hay 
is very low in nitrate content then 
use of the hay should be safe. If 
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
