organization of the company
which, 4 years later, took
on the name of Southwestern
Public Service Company

The 1921 company which
became today's Southwestern,
was the Roswell Public
Service Company. Among its
ncorporators was Hi Dow,
well-known New Mexico
pioneer and a director and
general counsel for South-
western Public Service Com-
pany until his death in 1969.

The name change to South-
western Public Service Com-
pany ¢ e in 1925, which
was ¢ o the year that ex-
pansi n began with the pur-
chase of electric systems in
Artesia and Carlsbad.

1925 was also the year
the company first began op
erations in Texas, with the
purchase of the electric sys-
tems in Amarillo, Pampa
and Panhandle.

The 1920's are the most
interesting years in the elec
trical development of this
region

The region was then, basic
ally, a cluster of small towns,
each of which had its own
inadequate, and usually an
tiquated, electric supplier
There were few, if any inter

connections, with other com-
munities or electric systems.
Most of the towns were only
large enough to be served by
a single circuit, and if some-
thing happened the whole
town was out of power until
it was repaired.

This was an era which also
brought some communities
electric service for the first
time. In late 1926, for ex-
ample, Southwestern built
a transmission line from Ama-
rillo to Pampa and brought
electric service to White
Deer, Texas for the first time
on Christmas Eve.

There was still consider-
able fragmentation insofar
as electric service was con-
cerned and parts of seven
companies, each of them a
subsidiary of at least one
holding company -were serv-
ing throughout the area.

It was apparent, then, that
the electric service needs
of the area could be met even
more efficiently and econom-
ically if it were served by a
single, independent, operat-
ing company, devoid of hold-
ing company ties, locally
managed and immediately
responsive to area needs.

In short, the region, which
had fairly common agricul-
tural and business bonds,
lent itself to integration, in
the electrical sense of that
word,

The Public Utility Holding
Company Act of 1935 and
cooperation between govern-
ment and business made this
integration possible.

The holding company sub-
sidiaries which had been
serving the region were mer-
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ged into a single entity,
Southwestern Public Service
Company, an independent,
integrated operating com-
pany. |t was the first such
company, incidentally, to re-
sult from the application of
the Holding Company Act.
Thus it was, as the area
embarked on the most rapid
period of its growth - immed.
iately following World War ||

Looks like the rain is
going to help us make o
crop. Noticed a lot of far-
mers were side dressing
maize crops after the rain.
This is a real good idea. On
loose sandy soils, our fer-
tility studies indicated that
the 7 inch downpour in early
June leached out nearly all
of the nitrogen applied earl-
er in the spring. We just
finished top dressing our
grazing study plot with 100
Ib. of 30-0-0. It really
jumped. We're convinced
now that chiseling in liquid
fertilizer is o good practice
before growth starts in the
spring. The breaking of the
subsoil with the chisels
help get air to the roots and
makes a good situation for
moisture retention when rain

falls.

AFRICAN SWINE FEVER-
The possibility of an out-
break of Aftican Swine Fever

Swine Fever.

Natural infection is pro-
duced by direct contact
with infected animals, ex-
posure to infected premises
and ingestion of contami-
nated food and water, Un-

_cooked or improperly cooked _
garbage also serves as a

source of the virus.

Domestic and wild swine
are the only animals known
to be susceptible to African
Swine Fever. Unsuccessful
attempts have been made to
infect as many as 10 dif-
ferent species of animals
including, cattle, sheep,
horses, dogs, cats, doves,
and mice. Man is not sus-
ceptible to the disease.

There is no vaccination
program for cen

program for control of African

Swine Fever. Numerous at-
tempts to develop a useful
vaccine against the disease
have failed. Its eradication,
should it ivade the borders
of the United States, would
e based on a seek out,
destroy and quarantine pro-
gram similar to that current-
ly being used to eradicate
Hog Cholera.

As more and more producers
begin using the flail chopper.

flail mower, and rotary mow-
er to make hay of excess
pasture growth, they may be
experiencing forage losses
that can be reduced.

Use of these machines is
a worthwhile practice and
the losses are caused pri-

marily by chopping the plants

into too many pieces in the
mowing process.

To prevent the excessive
chopping of the plants, the
speed of the cutting mechan-
ism on each machine can be
reduced and ground travel
speed increased. This will
minimize the number of
times the cutting mechanism

has a chance to cut the plants

The slower cutting speed

and faster ground travel speed
will result in a higher stubble
cut. A compromise of the two

speeds is necessary to get
the best results.

We suggest that you re-
duce handling of cut plants

is on the mind of every swine because losses can be high

producer. This is due to a
recent outbreak in Cuba. The
disease has taken its toll in
swine producing areas of
East and South Africa, Port-
ugal, Spain, France, and
Italy. Due to modern methods
of transportation, it is a
threat to all swine produc-
tion areas.

Aftican Swine Fever was
first seen in East Africa in
1910. It has been a contin-
vous problem in the above
mentioned countries, but
the outbreak in Cuba is the
first known case in the Wes-
tern Hemisphere. It is o
highly contagious disease
caused by an exceptionally
stable virus. The mortality
rate is very high and lesions
resemble those of acute
Hog Cholera. However, the
virus is immunologically
distinct from that of Hog
Cholera, and animals immune
to Hog Cholera are fully
suspeptible to African
