Mr. Ellison showed a film 
by Water Inc. which con ■ 
concerned the water s s it 
uation over Texas 

The purpose of Water, Inc.
<s adequate water for all 
purposes for Texas Water 
-«sources available to Texas 
from within the state are 
grossly inadequate to meet 
the future water needs.
Mr. Ellison told those in 

attendance to be expecting 
the Water B ill to be on the 
ballot again in 73 or 74.

The plan to bring water ac­
ross Texas for distribution 
throughout Texas was re­
cently defeated by Texas 
voters.

Representatives from Water, 
Inc., and the Texas and 
Oklahoma legislature w ill 
travel to California and ob­
serve a project there which 
transports water 690 miles 
across California. The pro­
ject is similar to the one 
proposed for Texas, which 
would bring water to the 
Panhandle as well as the 
rest of Texas 

Wafer, Inc. works for an 
area and a cause, not just 
membership. The area is 
Texas and the cause is 
water. The question is not 
whether water w ill be brou­
ght into Texas but when.'

All brands and marks on 

Texas livestock must be re 
corded with County Clerks 
aftei August 30, 1971, oc 
aording to a new law passed 
during the last session of the 
Texas Legislature. Producers 
w ill be given a six-month 
period (August 30, 1971

the firs t day of regular clas 
ses.

through February 29, 1972) 
Monday, August 23rd, w ill be in which to register these

brands ond marks and the 
location on the animal which 
they are currently using, 
after which time any unre­
corded brand w ill be avail 
able for use on a first-come' 
bo s is .

The law further states that 
all such brands and marks 
must be rerecorded e very ten 
years. Each County Clerk 
records for his given county 
only, so many producers may 
need to record their brands 
in additional counties if 
their operations are exten­
sive.

The owner shall hove the 
right during this six-month 
period to file  the mark and 
brand now recorded in his 
name. In the event i t  cannot 
be determined from the re-

It should be noted that it  is
I legal to brand livestock 

without firs t properly recor 
ding the brand with the County
Clerk in the county in which 

the livestock are held.
When the brand or brands 

are recorded, the location 
on the animal on «which the 
brand is to be applied must be 
desighated. If the brand is 
to be applied to more than 
one location on the animal, 
it must be so recorded ond 
each additional location tor 
the brand on the animal shall 
constitute a separate record 
ing of that brand.

There is no lim it to the 
number of brands and or 
marks which may be record­
ed in a county by o person 
as long as requirements of 
this law governing the re­
cording and rerecording of 
livestock brands are met 
Minors may have marks or 
brands separate from that of 
the father or guardian, which 

must be recorded or rerecord 
ed os provided by the new law

The County Clerk of each 
county shall have this act 
published in some newspaper 
of general circulation in the 
county for a period of 30 day& 
The act shall be published 

on the effective date, August 
30, 1971, and thereafter for 
30 days.

It is the obligation of the 
County Clerk to assure that 
no more than one brand of 
a kind be recorded on the 
same location on the animal 
in each county. Therefore, 
no two people in a county 
may record the same brand 
in the same location. It is 
olso the responsibility of the 
County Clerk to make cer­
tain that in recording any 
brand for a person, that the 
part of the animal on which 
the brand is to be placed be 
designated. Failure to do so 
is punishable by a fineable 

offense of not less than $10 
or more than $50 (Article 
1486 P.C.)

The law as outlined above 
applies to all counties in the 
state of Texas and shall take 
precedence over any special 
statutes heretofore applying 
to individual counties per 
taining to recording ond re­
recording of bronds.

Joe Waldrop, Inspector for 
the Texas Dep t of Agricul­
ture is checking livestock 
scales this week. Said they 
would have been here sooner, 
but the floods down near Lub­
bock and that viejnity slowed 
them down. If you have scales 
you want checked, try to stay 
available to show them to 
the checker.

Livestock owners need to 
record all livestock brands 
and marks with the county 
clerk’s office after August 
30, according to the new brand 

law passed in the last ses­
sion of the Texas Legisla­
ture.

Linder the new law all 
brands now recorded w ill ex­
pire six months after the 
effective date of Sept. 1.

This means that persons 
now using a registered brand 
or mark must register within 
this six-month period (Sept.
1, 1971 through Feb. 29,
1972). After this time any 
unrecorded brand becomes 
available on a first-come 
basis. The brands and marks 
must be re-recorded every 10 
years.

Periodic reregistrations are 
enacted to clear the records 
of brands no longer being used 

Beef Cattle Co. is spon­
soring the 1972 4-H Calen­
dars.

Hays cut at an early stage 
of growth hove a higher pro­
tein content that those har­
vested at a mature stage, so 
when making hay, don't for­
sake quality for quantity.

The stage of growth and the 
time of year greatly influ­
ence quality. Harvest your

hay young and expect slight­
ly lower yields per cutting.
In many cases, the total yields 
per year w ill be just as high 

as if the crop had been allow­
ed to grow tall.

Midland bermuda grass 
should be cut when it  reach­
es a height of 12 to 14 in­
ches. Sorghum-Sudan hy­
brids, johnson grass, and 
native grass hays should be 
cut in the boot stage, just 
before blooming.

Oice the crop is cut and 
baled, it  gets no better. It is 
never any better than the day 
it was cut.

An excellent peach crop is 
coming off in Wheeler Coun 
ty. We ve never seen as many 
quality peaches. The Jef­
ferson variety is now in its 
prime.
