LUBBOCK, March 29 UP—With
an average dally cash turnover of
$350,000 during the peak of the

Buying Front

People may have been suffering
from “meat hangovera” Monday
morning or else thelr pocket hooks
or consclences wouldn't permit
another buying spree after Batur-
day for grocery stores reported
sales of meat, butter and fats to
be almost non-existent today.

A few storea which had received
shipments of meat this morning
reported they had sold only a small
amount to patrons. Many of the
other stores whose stock was
drained by Saturday's spree, sald
that they had had a few Inquiries
for meats which they couldn't fill.
However, these stores weres hoping
for shipments In by Tuesday any
WAaY.

One of the "bulchers urged that
customers not wait untll the end
of the month to purchase all their
points in meats, fats, and cheese
ns the stores have only two weeks
in which to bulld up thelr stock
of coupons which they must ex-
change with wholesalers before
they can purchase more of the ra-
tioned articles. By holding out on
buying, the stores will be left with-
out enough coupons to purchase
the commodities which patrons
will want to buy by the last of the
month.

The few stores which reported
meat sales sald that the first sales
were practically legal proceedings
with clerks, managers and house-
wives poring over instructions and
point sheets in order to make ths
sale right. But the majority of
the buyers, mas In other rationed
sales, throw themselves on the
mercy of the clerks as to what to
buy, how many points to surron-
der and how to comply with regu-
lations.
