ORDIANCE #131 
An ordinance Supplementing Chap-

ter 15, Creating Article 3 Sections 
15-19 through 15-24 of the Code of 
Ordinances of the City of Wheeler, 
Texas, 	Entitled 	"Alcoholic 
Beverages-Consumption and 
Possession" making It unlawful to 
consume any Alcoholic Beverage in 
any Publicly Owned Place or to 
possess any Alcoholic Beverage for 
the Purpose of Consuming same In 
such Publicly Owned Place within the 
Corporate Limits of the City of 
Wheeler, Texas; Defining Terms; 
Declaring a Violation of this ordinance 
to be a Misdemeanor and Providing a 
Penalty upon Conviction Thereof; 
Providing for a Savings Clause, and 
Providing For Publication. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the 
City of Wheeler has determined that 
the ordinance set forth below would 
bean the best interest of the citizens of 
the City of Wheeler, now, therefore; 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
OF WHEELER, TEXAS: 

Art. 3 Alcoholic Beverages-Con-
sumption and Possession 
Section 15-19. Definitions 

As used in this ordinance, the 
following definitions will apply: 

(a) "Alcoholic Beverage" means 
alcohol, or any beverage containing 
more than one-half of one percent
