But the hour cometh, and 
now is, when the true wor-
shippers shall worship the 

Father in spirit and in truth: 
for the Father seeketh such 

to worship him. God is a 
Spirit: and they that wor-
ship him must worship in 

spirit and in truth. 
(..In. 4:23.24) 

In spirit and in Truth -
contrary to some modern 
religious thoughts, these 
two terms are not mutually 
exclusive. There are many 
who think that if you stress 
the strict adherence to the 
commandments and the 
teaching (doctrine) of the 
New Testament that your 
worship will enevitably 
become formalized and 
nothing except an empty 
shell. And while it may be 
true that some religious 
groups have turned their 
worship into a stylized set of 
formulas and rituals for 
most any occasion, others 
have gone equally far in the 
opposite direction. They 
have emphasized the 
"spiritual", which to them 
is the emotions. If I feel 
good, or if it causes my 
heart to jump or skip a beat, 
then it must surely be 
acceptable to God. 

But take a close look at 
what Jesus told the samari-
tan woman at the well in 
John four. The true wor-
shippers shall worship in 
spirit and in truth. The 
samaritans worshiped God, 
and, I'm sure that the belief 
of many fo them was sin-
cere. But Jesus told the 
woman that she worshipped 
that which she did not 
know. Their worship was 
also mixed with worhsip to 
heathen Gods as well as the 
God of heaven. The Jews, 
on the other hand, had the 
oracles of God. Yet through 
their traditions their wor-
ship, in many instances, 
had become an exercise in 
seeing how far they could go 
in keeping the law, even to 
the point to keeping the 
letter while subverting its 
true purpose. In one in-
stance, Jesus accused them 
of setting aside God's law in 
order that they might keep 
their traditions (Mk. 7:9). 

The real truth of the 
matter is that in order to 
worship acceptablly we 
must have both. We must 
be completely dedicated 
and sincere in our worship 
to Him. And we must at the 
same time seek in accord-
ance to the truth, which is 
His word (Jn. 17:17). It is 
not a matter if it makes me 
feel good then it must be 
right. Rather. I feel good 
because it is right; accord-
ing to the word. There is a 
lot of difference in the two.
