WHY DO WE HAVE A CHRISTIAN SCHOOL?
[Part 4]

Another reason we have a Christian school is
because of textbooks. Every educational program
has a philosophy that it is built upon and that
permeates it. In reality, there are only 2
philosophies, and the curriculum in every school
stems from one of those two. Teaching is either
done from God’s point of view or man’s. So, you
have either a Theistic philosophy or a humanistic
philosophy. The curriculum either centers around
God or it centers around man.

Government textbooks are designed around
the philosophy of humanism. Humanism teaches
our children that man can solve all of his own
problems. It also teaches that we evolved from
lower forms of life instead of teaching the truth
that God created mankind. Creation is usually
ignored in secular humanistic textbooks, but if it
is mentioned, it is taught as a theory or treated as
a myth. Evolution, on the other hand, is usually
referred to as fact. A few mavericks in the
teaching profession will teach Creation as the
truth, but this teaching is not in the textbooks.
Most teachers teach what they are trained to
teach by humanistic professors. If someone ever
complains about one of those who dares to
deviate from the textbook and teach the truth, that
teacher is then in trouble.

In a Christian school, we teach children that
Creation is true and that evolution is a lie. We
teach children that we are dependent on God --
that we cannot solve our own problems. The
Bible is our textbooks and all subjects stem from
it. (I will give an example of what I am talking
about in next week’s article). To close this article,
I gqoute Col. 2:8 for the benefit of anybody who
may think the philosophy of the curriculum does
not matter. ‘“‘BEWARE lest any many spoil you
THROUGH PHILOSOPHY and vain deceit, after
the tradition of MEN, after the rudiments of the
world, and NOT AFTER CHRIST.”

TOO LITTLE DETERGENT
CAUSE OF POOR WASHING

Under use of detergents is
the most common cause of
poor washing.

Too little detergent may
remove soil, but it allows the
soil to redeposit causing gray
or yellowed clothes.

It will also cause gray-white
streaks which show on dark
clothes.

In addition, not enough
detergent can cause linting,
mainly in hard water.

If the water is extremely
hard, add one-third to one-half
cup of a packaged water
softener with the detergent.

Use more than the recom-
mended amount of detergent
for these conditions:

--very hard water

--very dirty clothes

--large loads of clothes

--the extra water volume in
large size automatic washers
--and lower water temperature

Use the lower water temper-
ature in the washing machine
for special washing purposes;
however, in general, the cold-
er the water, the more difficult
lt is to get the clothes clean.

One reason is that the
performance of laundry pro-
ducts is reduced as water
temperatures decrease.

For this reason, the most
useful means of saving hot
water is to use cold water for
rinsing most loads.

However, the washer will
spin more water out of the
clothes from warm rinse water
than from cold water.

In addition, warm clothes
dry more quickly than cooler
clothes rinsed in cold water.
