Roy has served his chapter as
greenhand treasurer, vice
president and president. He
received awards for showman-
ship, sheep proficiency and
scholarship, as well as the
Boys Ranch leadership award.
As a member of the chapter
conducting and livestock judg-
ing teams, Roy competed at
the local, district and area
levels.

The only requirements made
of the students are that they
major in some form of agri-
culture at a college or univer-
sity within the confines of the
state.

Of the 102 four-year, $6,000
scholarships presented this
year, only two were donated
by private concerns under the
auspices of the Houston Live-

stock Show and Rodeo.

All other funds for the
scholarship program are de-
rived directly from proceeds
generated by spectators at the
Houston Livestock Show and
Rodeo, a civic, charitable
organization whose efforts,
actions and revenues are used
directly to benefit youth and to
support education.

In presenting the scholar-
ships, Show President E. Nor-
win Gerhart said that the
presentation of each scholar-
ship is far more than just a
gesture of good will.

‘“The Show's concern for

Avoid buttonholes and zippers
if possible.

Since velour knits vary in
degrees of stretch, compare
the stretch of the fabric to the
stretch gauge on the pattern
envelope. The fabric stretch
should fit with the stretch built
into the pattern.

Before Sewing

Before sewing, preshrink
the fabric by washing it as
you would the final garment or
have it dry cleaned. This helps
‘“‘relax’’ the fabric and remove
chemical residue which can
cause skipped stitches when
sewing.

Also, gather all the neces-
sary equipment for making a
velour knit garment. These
include:

—long staple polyester
thread or cotton covered poly-
ester thread

—ball point or all-purpose
needle, size 11 (or 70-75)

—a roller or even-feed pres-
ser foot to assist in making
pucker-free seams

—sharp shears

—pattern weight or long,
thin, ball-point pins.

Layout

Use the ‘‘with nap'’ direc-
tions on the instruction sheet
for layout. All pattern pieces
should go the same direction,
either with the nap or against
it.

When cut with the nap, the
fabric will look smooth and
shiny. The surface will look
darker and rougher when cut
against the nap.

Decide which appearance
you like best, and cut all pieces
going that direction.

Consider using pattern
weights instead of pins to hold
the pattern in place. Pins
often get lost in the pile.

Use sharp shears to cut out
pattern pieces. Transfer
markings with chalk or use
tailor’s tacks.

Machine Setting

Set the machine correctly for
velour fabrics. Experiment
with a double thickness swatch
of fabric before tackling the
““real thing.”’

In general, set the machine
for 10-12 stitches per inch (or
per 2.5 cm). This coresponds
to a number three on most
machines.

Slightly reduce thread ten-
sion and decrease presser foot
pressure.

If fabric slips when stitching
after the above adjustments,
use an even feed presser foot
or stitch with a layer of tissue
paper between feed dog and
fabric.

Also, be sure to pin the
fabric carefully on the seam
line to control the fabric at the
seam when sewn.

Sewing

Stitch with a straight stitch
or narrow zig zag in direction
of nap.

To finish seams, press to
one side and make a second
row of straight or zig zag
stitches. Trim excess allow-
ance to prevent rolling.

If using fusible interfacing,
test the results on a fabric
scrap. The fusing process may
crush the pile, so a sew-in
interfacing may work better.

Finishing

Nylon or polyester zippers
which are lightweight, strong
and flexible are recommended
for stretch velours.

Before hemming a garment,
let it hang for 24 hours in case
stretching occurs. Then level
and hem the garment with
stretch lace, tape or sew
one-fourth inch from edge
and catch stitch.

Velour is hard to topstitch
on, but if carefully done, hems
can be double top stitched.

To press velours, use a
scrap of velour, a terry cloth
towel or a needle board.

Press lightly on the wrong
side. Light steam held over
the fabric right side will re-
store the nap.

Use strips of paper under
seam allowances to avoid
press marks.
