The North Wheeler County 
Volunteer Ambulance service 
is accepting donations for the 
purchase of Lifepak 5, a por-
table piece of equipment for 
use in the treatment of those 
patients suffering from heart 
problems. In the case of heart 
and trama patients, the heart 
can be monoritored from the 
time the ambulance arrives at 
the scene of the incident until 
the patient arrives at the 
hospital, and in the case of 
complete heart failure, Lifepak 
5 will provide the electrical 
shock which may result in the 
saving of the patient's life. 

In 1979 with the completion 
of the training of seven para-
medics in the county, the 
commissioners approved the 
purchase of two Lifepak 5's—
one for each of the two 
ambulance services; 	these 
have been in continuous use 
since installation in the am-
bulances. The local ambulance 
answered 176 calls in 1980 
with sixty of those patients 
requiring the use of the Life-
pak 5. 

Both Wheeler and Shamrock 

have an ambulance equipped 
with Lifepak 5 and a third 
ambulance (without Lifepak 5) 
which was used as a "backup" 
when either of the ambulances 
made a transfer. The commis-
sioners recognized the need 
for a fourth ambulance after 
several double transfers left 
the county with only one 
ambulance; a new ambulance 
was purchased in October and 
placed in Wheeler. 

The North Wheeler County 
Volunteer Ambulance crew 
would appreciate your co-
operation in purchasing a 
second Lifepak 5 for Wheeler. 
An effort is made to always 
leave the Lifepak in Wheeler if 
it is not needed in transfer, but 
the case may arise when the 
equipment is needed in two 
places at the same time. (Both 
ambulances were in service 
Monday. but neither needed 
Lifepak). 

Lifepak 5 will cost in the 
neighborhood of 56500. '54 
Study Club has kicked off the 
drive with their donation. 
Again, these donations are tax 
deductible.

BIKE HIKE FROM FIRST

When men first began to 
travel westward, they used 
unusual features of the terrain 
as signs to identify their trail 
rather than lettered signs or 
directions. One such trail 
marker in the last century was 
Bankhead mound or Bankhead 
mountain. Today, Bankhead 
Mound still dominates the 
countryside where once it was 
a valuable marker along the 
old Mobeetie-Dodge City trail. 
In fact, the deep ruts of the old 
trail are still visible across the 
pastures near Bankhead 
mound. 

The mountain, it is believed, 
was used as an observation 
post by the soldiers of Fort 
Elliott because of the view 
from it's height covered so 
vast an area. Some say that 
word of approaching wagon 
trains or Indians crossing the 
plains was flashed by mirrors 
to sentrys at the Fort near 
Mobeetie. The mound was 
named after one of the early 
officers of the fort, Major, H. 
C. Bankhead of the United

Fifteen small trucks and five 
compact automobiles which 
run on electric batteries in-
stead of gasoline have been 
put into service by General 
Telephone Company of the 
Southwest. 

Ten of the quarter-ton pick-
up trucks are part of the fleet 
at the company's operations at 
the Dallas/Fort Worth Re-
gional Airport. The other five 
trucks are used by the Irving 
Division. The automobiles will 
be part of the motor pool at the 
company's general office in 
San Angelo. 

The trucks provide main-
tenance and repair service 
transportation for the northern 
area of General Telephone 
Company of the Southwest, a 
part of General Telephone & 
Electronics. 

The electric vehicles will be 
operated under regular work-
ing conditions as part of the 
electric and hybird vehicle 
demonstration program con-
ducted by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy. The company 
will maintain detailed records 
on the vehicles and their 
electrical systems and provide 
quarterly reports to DOE. 

"We expect GTE's partici-
pation in the Energy Depart-
ment's program will help 
stimulate greater public 
awareness of electric vehicles 
and alternate energy 
sources," said R. Rex Bailey, 
vice president of General 
Telephone Company of the 
Southwest. 

The gasoline engines and 
assoicated parts are removed 
from production-line vehicles 
and replaced by electric mo-
tors. Each motor runs on 20 
large storage batteries. The 
vehicles were converted by Jet 
Industries Inc. of Austin, 
Texas. 

The batteries can be re-
charged over a period of six to 
eight hours from a charging 
unit connected to a 220-volt 
wall outlet. This provides for a 
cruising range of at least 50 
miles at speeds up to SO miles 
per hour. 

The charging process con-
sumes about the same amount 
of energy per hour as 12 hair 
dryers or 12 household steam 
irons, according to Bailey. 

The 20 vehicles join a grow-
ing fleet of electric cars, trucks 
and vans operated by GTE 
under the DOE program. By 
the end of 1981, at least 10 
GTE companies will be 
operating a total of 170 such 
vehicles. 

General Telephone Com-
pany of the Southwest, a part 
of General Telephone & Elec-
tronics, is headquartered ' in 
San Angelo and provices tele-
phone service to 450 cities in 
Texas, Oklahoma, New Mex-
ico and Arkansas.

In October 1895 a small blue 
eyed nine year old boy was 
waiting at the train station in 
Jacksboro, Tex., along with all 
the other kinfolk from far and 
near. 

His fathers cousin, Mary 
Christian had received a tele-
gram from her oldest son, Jim, 
who was the ranch foreman of 
the J.A. ranch, way out in 
West Texas. He would arrive 
today, with the body of his 
nineteen year old brother Bob 
who was struck by lightening 
along with his fellow worker. 
Warren Reed and twenty-two 
head of cattle, all was killed 
instantly. 

Cousin Mary had so much 
tragedy in her life, losing her 
husband when her children 
were all small, now this. All 
the relatives wanted to be near 
her in this new tragedy. 
Neighbors and friends were at 
the cemetary digging the gra-
ve. 

Jim would be on crutches, 
since he had broken a leg only 
a few weeks earlier, when a 
horse fell with him. 

The ranch and all the excit-
ing things that happened away 
out west fired the boys imag-
ination. A dream was born, 
some day he would see the 
J. A. ranch that he was hearing 
so much about since the 
telegram came. 

The long drawn out train 
whistle was heard in the 
distance. The boy felt tears 
well up in his throat, he could 
barely ramember Bob, a hand-
some boy not much older 
than himself. As the train 
came to a shuddering stop Jim 
appeared in the doorway of a 
passenger coach. Everyone 
soon learned the latest heart-
breaking news, Bob hadn't 
been brought back to be 
buried by his father. The body 
had been burned to bad to 
bring home. Jim hadn't 
realized this when the tele-
gram was sent. He and his 
cowboy partner were buried 
near where they were killed, in 
what is now the Silverton 
Cemetary where special tri-
bute is paid to their memory 
every memorial day. 	The 
markers are still there that the 
owners of the J.A. ranch had 
put at their graves. 

Fourteen years later in the 
early morning light, a young 
man was hitching his team to a 
covered wagon. His sixteen 
year old bride of a few months 
was already seated on the high 
spring seat. His younger 
brother was waiting a few 
miles down the road. He was 
going with them. The boys 
dream was about to be realiz-
ed. They were starting their 

the horses in stalls. The man 
pointed to the cellar and told 
the younger boy and girl to run 
and get the door open and the 
lanp lit in the cellar. The older 
brother went with him to help 
carry the invalid to the cellar. 

Most storm cellars, at that 
time were furnished with a 
bed, table and coal oil lanp. 
The girl found matches and 
quickly lit the lamp, and 
turned back to blanket on the 
bed. They had the woman 
comfortable on the bed when 
the storm struck. The three 
young people were very 
thankful to be in the storm 
cellar instead of the covered 
wagon. As they listened to the 
storm rageing outside. 

At last all was quite. The 
farmer opened the cellar door 
and looked out. "Oh!, My 
God," he exclaimed and it was 
a prayer. 

The three young people 
quickly crowded to the door. 
The farm home was complet-
ely gone, blown away. Every-
one had the same thought, 
Thank God we were here. 
They quickly looked at the 
barn. It was fine, nothing was 
damaged but the house. 

When other help arrived the 
next morning the young trio 
left, never to see the farm 
couple again, but they never 
forgot them. And I'm sure 
they were never forgotten by 
the farm couple. 

After this harrowing exper-
ience the travelers tried to stay 
in wagon yards in the small 
towns along the way, espec-
ially if it was stormy. One of 
those small towns was Sham-
rock, Texas. 

The girl dressed in her long 
dress and high top buttoned 
shoes, and best bonnet where 
she couldn't succeed in pinn-
ing all the stray curls out of 
sight, walked gayly up town 
with her young husband and 
brother-in-law. They went to a 
diner and enjoyed a good meal 
instead of camp fire. 

The country was very differ-
ent to these young folk, who 
had never been out of the 
sticks as Jack County was 
commenly called. Tall grass 
and wild flowers were ever 
where, but they missed the 
trees and hills covered with 
rocks. 

The girl was from a singing 
family. She entertained the 
boys a lot, on the long lazy ride 
by singing the old songs she 
had heard her parents sing all 
her life. To name a few, On 
the Banks of the Old Tenne-
ssee, The Old Man Lived In 
the West. and I'm Determined 
to be an Old Maid, and many, 
many more. 

Perhaps they all felt a touch 
of home sickness, when she 
sang the old hymns they sang 
in church back home, where 
she always sang alto. Some-
time the boys joined in, on a 
rolliking tune like, 0, Mr.

Finally they reached Clau-
de.

Tax Statements 
TAX STATEMENTS 
By Charles Buzzard 

Two amendments to the 
Texas Constitution 	permit 
agricultural and open-space 
land to be taxed generally at 
its productivity value rather 
than its market value. These 
provisions are effective only if 
applications are filed with the 
tax office in a timely manner. 

The first change in the 
Texas Constitution 	permits 
agricultural-use valuation of 
land. Under this provision, 
certain qualifications must be 
met. These include: 

1. The land must be owned 
by a natural person, (not 
agencies, such as corporations 
or organizations). 

2. The land must have 
been in agricultural use for 
three years prior to claiming 
this kind of valuation. 

3. The owner must apply for 
this designation each year. 

4. The owner must file a 
sworn statement about the use 
of the land. 

5. The tax assessor must 
determine that the land-
owner(s) qualifies. 

6. The agricultural business 
must be the primary occupat-
ion and source of income.

R Texas Constitution mandates 
open space valuation of land. 
Qualifications for designation 
under this law are somewhat 
less strict. Most farmers or 
ranchers who are unable to 
qualify for agricultural-use 
valuation will qualify for open-
space land valuation. 

Under this provision, the 
following qualification must be 
met: 

1. The land must be 
currently devoted principally 
to agricultural use to the 
degree of intensity generally 
accepted in the area. 

2. The land must have been 
in agricultural use for at least 
five of the last seven years. 

3. A valid application must 
be filed each year during the 
rendition period on a form 
provided by the tax assessor 
For good cause, the tax asses-
sor may extend the deadline 
for not more than 60 days. 

Under open-space land 
valuation, there is no require-
ment that the land be owned 
by a natural person. Loan 
owned by corporations or par-
tnerships may qualify. The 
agricultural use need not be 
the primary occupation or 
source of income of the owner. 
A sworn statement is not 
required. 

Under both the agricultural-
use valuation and the open-
space whether the applicant 
qualifies. 

For the next couple of 
weeks, my column will focus 
more on the reappraisal that 
will begin in April.
