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Here are  brief descriptions 
of the 16 ammendments which 
voters will flavor or reject at 
the Nov. 8 election. The 
summaries below were p re­
pared by the Texas P ress  
Association.
AMENDMENT NO. 1 P ro­
vides that all land owned by 
natural persons and designated 
for agricultural use shall be 
assessed for all tax purposes 
on the consideration of only 
those factors relative to such 
agricultural use.
AMENDMENT NO. 2 Would 
authorize creation of airport 
authorities composed of one 
or more counties. 
AMENDMENT NO. 3 Would 
withdraw Arlington State Coll­
ege from participating in the 
Permanent University Fund. 
AMENDMENT NO. 4 In­
creases the permissible term 
of office for directors of con­
servation and reclamation d is­
tricts from two to six years 
and validating present statu­
tory term s of office for such 
officials.
AMENDMENT NO. 5 Would 
authorize the legislature to pro­
vide for a system of re tire ­
ment, disability and death 
benefits for county officials and 
employees and others. 
AMENDMENT NO. 6 P ro ­

vides for payment of assistance 
to survivors of law enforce­
ment officers, custodial per­
sonnel of the Texas Department 
of Corrections and full-paid 
firemen.
AMENDMENT NO. 7 Would 
repeal the Constitutional pro­
vision requiring a poll tax as 
a prerequisite to voting and 
requiring the Legislature to 
provide for annual registration 
of all voters.
AMENDMENT NO. 8 Would 
authorize the Legislature to 
enact laws permitting persons 
to vote for state officers and

Weatherman J.R. Klump got 
at least some of the honors 
due him this past week. The 
long-time Muleshoe weather­
man who has served this year 
so successfully, was cited by 
the U.S. Department of 
Commerce, Environmental 
Science Services Administra­
tion for his "45 years pro­
viding exceptionally accurate 
and complete weather obser­
vations to the Weather Bureau.”

In a letter to The Journal 
Saturday, Charles G. Thomas 
called Klump’s work “ . . . a 
record of public service to 
be envied. ” Thomas is head 
of the public information de­
partment for the ESSA, s ta ­
tioned in Silver Springs, Md. 
He added: “ We of the ESSA 
are  very proud of Judge Klump 
and we know your community 
is too.”

The announcement said

Klump has been “ selected to 
receive the John Campanlus 
Holm award, according to Dr. 
Robert M. White, adm inistra­
tor of the Environmental 
Science Service Administra­
tion, Department ofCommerce.

In the citation, signed by 
Dr. White, Judge Klump was 
cited “ for over 46 years of 
providing exceptional weather 
observations to the weather 
bureau from Muleshoe, Texas.”

The Holm award was c rea t­
ed by the weather bureau in 
1959 to honor voluntary ob­
servers for outstanding accom­
plishment in the field of 
meteorological observations,” 
the citation explained, adding:

’66 Forecast; 
63,000 Bales

Bailey county’s 1966 cotton 
crop will average a bale to 
the acre , but there’s just not 
as many acres as last year.

Last year the county had 
103,000 acres in cotton but 
produced only 87,000 bales. 
It was definitely NOT a good 
cotton year here.

This year, however, the 
county has only 63.000 acres 
devoted to cotton and the yield 
will be 63,000 bales.

The forecast was issued this 
past week by the Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., the first county- 
by-county prediction for the 
season.

Of course, the bale-to-the 
acre yield here is based on 
present conditions; a bad hail 
between now and gathering time 
this autumn could knock the 
predictions sky-high, gowers 
were quick to point out. For 
that matter, a farm expert here 
pointed out this past week, 
"There already has been con­
siderable-late summer hail 
damage, and that may not have 
been taken into consideration 
when the first forecasts were 
issued by PCG.”

In general, the county has an 
exceptionally good cotton crop. 
Irrigated land is in splendid 
condition, and most of the 
county’s dryland cotton has best 
prospect it has had in years, 
although an area around Stegall 
is an exception.

One fa rm er, in discussing 
the 1966 prospects, said, “ I 
have never seen the dryland 
cotton look so good at this 
time of the year. Baring a bad, 
late turn, we should have a

record year acreage-wise.”
Although total acreage in 

cotton is lower than previously 
the fa rm er’s income may be 
as great as in previous years, 
he said. “ The government, 
I believe, will more than make 
up the difference.”  Neverthe­
less, actual cotton acreage is 
far below last year’s 103,000 
bale mark.

SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 19 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 49-d, 
Article III of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, 
declaring state policy regard­
ing optimum development of 
water reservoirs; providing 
for the use of the Texas Wa­
ter Development Fund under 
such conditions as the Legis­
lature may prescribe by Gen­

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 49-d 

of Article III of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended to read as fol­
lows:

"Section 49-d. I t  is hereby 
declared to be the policy of 
the State of Texas to encour­
age the optimum development 
of the limited number of 
feasible sites available for the 
construction or enlargement 
of dams and reservoirs for 
conservation of the public wa­
ters of the state, which wa­
ters are held in trust for the 
use and benefit of the public. 
The proceeds from the sale of 
the additional bonds author­
ized hereunder deposited in 
the Texas W ater Development 
Fund and the proceeds of 
bonds previously authorized 
by Article III, Section 49-c 
of this Constitution, may be 
used by the Texas W ater De­
velopment Board, under such 
provision* as the Legislature 
may prescribe by General

Law, including the require­
ment of a permit for storage 
or beneficial use, for the ad­
ditional purposes of acquiring 
and developing storage facili­
ties, and any system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatm ent and transportation 
of water from storage to 
points of treatment, filtration 
and/or distribution, including

purchasers, or for any one 
more of such purposes oi 
methods; provided, however 
the Texas W ater Develop­
ment Fund or any other state 
fund provided for water 
development, transmission, 
transfer or filtration shall not 
be used to finance any project 
which contemplates or results 
in the removal from the basin 
of origin of any surface water 
necessary to supply the rea­
sonably foreseeable future 
water requirements for the 
next ensuing fifty-year period 
within the river basin of ori­
gin, except on a temporary, 
interim basis.

"Under such p ro v is io n s_
the Legislature may prescribe 
by General Law the Texas 
W ater Development Fund 
may be used for the conserva­
tion and development of water 
for useful purposes by con­
struction or reconstruction 
enlargement of reservoirs 
constructed or to be con­
structed or enlarged within 
the State of Texas or on any 
stream constituting a bounda­
ry of the State of Texas, to ­
gether with any system oi 
works necessary for the fil­
tration, treatm ent and/or 
transportation of water, by 
any one or more of the fol­
lowing governmental agen­
cies: by the United States of 
America or any agency, de­
partment or instrumentality 
thereof; by the State of Tex­
as or any agency, department 
or instrumentality thereof; by 
political subdivisions or bodies 
politic and corporate of the 
state; by interstate compact 
commissions to which the 
State of Texas is a party; and 
by municipal corporations. 
The Legislature shall provide 
terms and conditions under 
which the Texas W ater De­
velopment Board may sell, 
transfer or lease, in whole or 
in part, any reservoir and as­
sociated system or works
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which the Texas W ater De­
velopment Board has financed 
in whole or in part.

“Under such provisions as 
the Legislature njay prescribe 
by General Law, the Texas 
W ater Development Board 
may also execute long-term 
contracts with the United 
States or any of its agencies 
for the acquisition and devel­
opment of storage facilities in 
reservoirs constructed or to 
be constructed by the Federal 
Government. Such contracts 
when executed shall consti­
tute general obligations of the 
State of Texas in the same 
manner and with the same ef­
fect as state bonds issued un­
der the authority of the pre­
ceding Section 49-c of this 
Constitution, and the pro­
visions in said Section 49-c 
with respect to payment of 
principal and interest on state 
bonds issued shall likewise ap­
ply with respect to payment 
of principal and interest re­
quired to be paid by such con­
tracts. If storage facilities are 
acquired for a term of years, 
such contracts shall contain 
provisions for renewal that 
will protect the sta te’s invest­
ment.

shall not exceed $200,000,000 
and shall be in addition to the 
aggregate of the bonds pre­
viously authorized by said 
Section 49-c of Article III of 
this Constitution. The Legis­
lature upon two-thirds (2/3) 
vote of the elected members 
of each House, may authorize 
the Board to issue all or any 
portion of such $200,000,000 in 
additional bonds herein au­
thorized.

“The Legislature shall pro­
vide terms and conditions for 
the Texas W ater Development 
Board to sell, transfer or 
lease, in whole or in part, any 
acquired storage facilities or 
the right to use such storage 
facilities together with any 
associated system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatm ent or transportation of 
water a t a price not less 
than the direct cost of the 
Board in acquiring same; and 
the Legislature may provide 
terms and conditions for the 
Board to sell any unnappro- 
priated public waters of the 
state that might be stored in 
such facilities. As a prerequi­
site to the purchase of such 
storage or water, the appli­
cant therefor shall have se­
cured a valid permit from the 
Texas W ater Commission or 
its successor authorizing the

acquisition of such storage fa ­
cilities or the water impound­
ed therein. The money re­
ceived from any sale, transfer 
or lease of storage facilities 
or associated system or works 
shall be used to pay principal 
and interest on state bonds is­
sued or contractual obligations 
incurred by the Texas W ater 
Development Board, provided 
that when moneys are suffici­
ent to pay the full amount of 
indebtedness then outstanding 
and the full amount of inter­
est to accrue thereon, any 
further sums received from 
the sale, transfer or lease of 
such storage facilities or as­
sociated system or works may 
be used for the acquisition of 
additional storage facilities or 
associated system or works or 
for providing financial assis­
tance as authorized by said 
Section 49-c. Money received 
from the sale of water, which 
shall include standby service, 
may be used for the opera­
tion and maintenance of ac­
quired facilities, and for the 
payment of principal and in­
terest on debt incurred.

“Should the Legislature en­
act enabling laws in anticipa­
tion of the adoption of tnis 
Amendment, such Acts shall 
not be void by reason of their 
anticipatory character.”

“Section 6. (a) No appro­
priation for private or indi­
vidual purposes shall tie made, 
unless authorized by this Con­
stitution. A regular state­
ment, under oath, and an ac­
count of the receipts and ex­
penditures of all public mon­
ey shall be published annual­
ly, in such manner as shall 
be prescribed by law.

“ (b) State agencies charged 
with the responsibility of pro­
viding services to those who 
are blind, crippled, or other­
wise physically or mentally 
handicapped may accept mon­
ey from private or federal 
sources, designated by the 
private or federal source as

Legislature Faces Problems H i-P lains

AUSTIN-Never has the Texas 
Legislature had money pro­
blems like those It will face in 
1967.

Although the fact has been 
little publicized, state agencies 
a re  requesting an unprecedent­
ed $1,200,000,000 in appropria­
tions from the general revenue 
fund during the next biennium. 
This figure does not Include 
activities financed by extensive 
special fund revenues and fed­
era l aid. Neither does it allow 
for the $120,000,000 pay raise  
sought by school teachers.

By way of comparison, 
present general revenue app­
ropriations add up to $623,900, 
000 so the agencies are  seeking 
almost twice as much as they 
now are  getting from tax 
sources controlled by the 
Legislature.

Sharp pruning is inevitable 
before official budget proposals 
a re  submitted to lawmakers by 
Gov. John Connally and the 
Legislative Budget Board. 
Making the task more difficult 
is the fact that the bulk of re ­
quested increases would go to 
such worthy purposes as:

Improved education, new

community action programs for 
mental health and mental re ­
tardation, tuberculosis control, 
Medicare Implementation, park 
improvements, a $50,000,000 
mental hospital and special 
school building program, water 
facilities and pollution control, 
new prison buildings and a pay 
raise for state employees.

Financial authorities estim ­
ate state taxes would have to 
be raised $400,000,000 to meet 
the new spending demands.

Most of the demands, of 
course, will not be met. But 
high ranking officials, includ­
ing House Speaker Ben Barnes, 
see a tax bill in the magnitude 
of $200,000,000 shaping.

Although most forecasters 
are  predicting that a sales tax 
hike of one per cent is in­
evitable, look for a “ su r­
p rise” revenue bill with top- 
level backing.

LUBBOCK, The U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture now plans 
to issue regulations which would 
result in the loss of some 
75,000 to 85,000 cotton acres 
to the state of Texas in 1967 
and probably more in 1968 and 
1969.

The acres involved a re  those 
acres not planted in the state 
in 1966 as a result of pro­
ductivity adjustments on allot­
ments transferred between 
growers last year by sale or 
lease. Nationwide, estim ates 
run from 150,000 to 200,000 
acres that will be lost to pro­
ducers in the same manner.

And Donald Johnson, Execu­
tive Vice President of Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc., who 
learned of the development on 
a recent trip  to Washington 
D.C. says the procedure by 
which these acres a re  to be 
“ frozen’’ appears to be com­
pletely illegal.

As an example, a High Plains 
farm er with a projected yeild 
of 800 pounds lint per acre  
who purchased a 100 acre 
allotment from a producer with 
only 200 pounds projected yeild, 
could only plant one-fourth of 
that allotment in 1966 . So 
there were 75 acres that went 
unplanted. And this was the 
case in almost all High Plains 
purchases.

Original Agricultural Sta­
bilization and Conservation 
Service regulation said this 
unplanted acreage was to be 
put into a “ productivity pool” 
by State ASCS offices, and would 
be used to calculate future state 
and county allotments.

And since state and county 
allotments a re  figured on the 
basis of past planted acreage 
history, observers on the Plains 
had thought this would work to 
their advantage.

Now however, it is under­
stood these acres will be used 
to figure the state’s share of 
the 16 million acre minimum 
national allotment, but will not 
be in the total state allotment 
when county allotments are  
computed. So, the acreage 
will be "frozen” at the state 
level.

Johnson says this has the 
effect of reducing the nation­
al allotment below the legal 
minimum of 16 million acres 
set by Congress in 1958.

Selection 342 of the law 
■states: “ Notwithstanding any

other provision of this Act, the 
national marketing quota for 
upland cotton for 1959 and sub­
sequent years shall be not less 
than the number of bales r e ­
quired to provide a national 
acreage allotment for each such 
year of 16 million ac re s .”

And Johnson pointed out that 
this section has not been 
ammended or repealed. In 
addition to the law Itself, he 
said, there is an abundance of 
legislative history to show the

SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 39 proposing an 
amendment to Section 18, Ar­
ticle VII, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, to withdraw 
Arlington State College from 
participation in the Permanent 
University Fund.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 18, 

Article VII, Constitution of 
the S tate of Texas, be amend­
ed to read as follows:

“Section 18. For the pur­
pose of constructing, equip­
ping, or acquiring buildings or 
other permanent improve­
ments for the Texas A & M

at Prairie View, Tarleton 
State College a t Stephenville, 
Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Stations, Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, Texas

Engineering Extension Serv­
ice a t College Station, and the 
Texas Forest Service, the 
Board of Directors is hereby 
authorized to issue negotiable 
bonds or notes not to exceed 
a total amount of one-third 
(1/3) of twenty per cent 
(20%) of the value of the 
Permanent University Fund 
exclusive of real estate a t the 
time of any issuance thereof; 
provided, however, no building 
or other permanent improve­
ment shall be acquired or con­
structed hereunder for use 
by any part of the Texas 
A & M  University System, 
except a t and for the use 
of the general academic in- 
situtions of said System, 
namely, Texas A & M  Univer­
sity, Tarleton State College, 
and Prairie View A & M  Col­
lege, without the prior ap­
proval of the Legislature or 
of such agency as may be au­
thorized by the Legislature to 
grant such approval; and for 
the purpose of constructing, 
equipping, or acquiring build­
ings or other permanent im­
provements for The Univer­
sity of Texas System, includ­

ing The Main University of 
Texas at Austin, The Univer­
sity of Texas Medical Branch 
at Galveston, The University 
of Texas Southwestern Medi­
cal School at Dallas, The Uni­
versity of Texas Dental 
Branch at Houston, Texas 
Western College of The Uni­
versity of Texas at El Paso, 
The University of Texas 
M. D. Anderson Hospital and 
Tumor Institute at Houston, 
The University of Texas Post­
graduate School of Medicine, 
The University of Texas 
School of Public Health, 
McDonald Observatory at 
Mount Locke, and the Marine 
Science Institute at Port 
Aransas, the Board of Regents 
of The University of Texas is 
hereby authorized to issue 
negotiable bonds and notes 
not to exceed a total amount 
of two-thirds (2/3) of twenty 
per cent (20%) of the value 
of the Permanent University 
Fund exclusive of real estate 
a t the time of any issuance 
thereof; provided, however, no 
building or other permanent 
improvement shall be acquir­
ed or constructed hereunder for 
use by any institution of The 
University of Texas System, 
except a t and for the use of 
the general academic institu­
tions of said System, namely. 
The Main University and Texas 
Western College, without the 
prior approval of the Legisla­
ture or of such agency as may 
be authorized by the Legisla­
ture to grant such approval. 
Any bonds or notes issued 
hereunder shall be payable 
solely out of the income from 
the Permanent University 
Fund. Bonds or notes so 
issued shall mature serially 
or otherwise not more than 
thirty  (30) years from their 
respective dates.

“The Texas A & M  Univer­
sity System and all of the in­
stitutions constituting such 
System as hereinabove enum­
erated, and The University of 
Texas System, and all of the 
institutions constituting such 
System as hereinabove enum­
erated, shall not receive any 
General Revenue funds for 
the acquiring or constructing 
of buildings or other perma­
nent improvements, except in 
case of fire, flood, storm, or 
earthquake occurring at any 
such institution, in which case

an appropriation in an amount 
sufficient to replace the un­
insured loss so incurred may 
be made by the Legislature 
out of General Revenue funds.

“Said Boards are severally 
authorized to pledge the 
whole or any part of the re­
spective interests of Texas 
A & M University and of The 
University of Texas in the in­
come from the Permanent 
University Fund, as such in­
terests are now apportioned 
by Chapter 42 of the Acts of 
the Regular Session of the 
42nd Legislature of the State 
of Texas, for the purpose of 
securing the payment of the 
principal and interest of such 
bonds or notes. The Perma­
nent University Fund may be 
invested in such bonds or 
notes.

“All bonds or notes issued 
pursuant hereto shall be ap-

approved shall be incontest­
able. This Amendment shall 
be self-enacting provided, 
however, that nothing herein 
shall be construed as impair­
ing any obligation heretofore 
created by the issuance of any 
outstanding notes or bonds 
under this Section by the re­
spective Boards prior to the 
adoption of this Amendment 
but any such outstanding 
notes or bonds shall be paia 
in full, both principal and in­
terest, in accordance with the 
terms of such contracts.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
a t an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, a t which election all bal­
lots shall have printed on 
them the following:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment withdrawing 
Arlington State College 
from participation in the 
Permanent U n i v e r  s i t y 
Fund.”
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment with­
drawing Arlington State 
College from participation 
in the Permanent Univer­
sity Fund.”
Sec. 3. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for 
the election and this Amend­
ment shall be published in the 
manner and for the length of 
time as required by the con­
stitution and laws of this 
state.

the assumption of outstanding 
indebtedness secured by gen­
eral obligation bonds and as­
suming the obligations of the 
city or cities under ordinances 
and bond indentures under 
which revenue bonds have 
been issued and sold; to enact 
zoning regulations and other 
measures to protect the air­
port facilities from hazards 
and obstructions; providing 
for the adding of an additional 
county or counties to the Au­
thority.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article IX 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding thereto a new Section 
to be known as Section 12, 
reading as follows:

"Section 12. The Legisla­
ture may by law provide for 
the creation, establishment, 
maintenance and operation of

Aii-port Authorities composed 
of one or more counties, with 
power to issue general obli­
gation bonds, revenue bonds, 
either or both of them, for 
the purchase, acquisition by 
the exercise of the power of 
eminent domain or otherwise, 
construction, reconsti-uction, 
repair or renovation of any 
airport or airports, landing 
fields and runways, airport 
buildings, hangars, facilities, 
equipment, fixtures, and any 
and all property, real or per­
sonal, necessary to operate, 
equip and maintain an airport; 
shall provide for the option 
by the governing body of the 
city or cities whose airport 
facilities are served by cer­
tificated airlines and whose 
facility or some interest 
therein, is proposed to be oi 
has been acquired by the Au 
thority, to either appoint oi 
elect a Board of Directors of 
said Authority; if the Di;

the County Commissioners 
Court after consultation with 
and consent of the governing 
body or bodies of such city or 
cities, and if the Board of 
Directors is elected they shall 
be elected by the qualified 
taxpaying voters of the coun­
ty which chooses to elect the 
Directors to represent that 
county, such Directors shall 
serve without compensation 
for a term fixed by the 
Legislature not to exceed six 
(6) years, and shall be se­
lected on the basis of the 
proportionate population of 
each county based upon the 
last preceding Federal Census, 
and shall be a resident or 
residents of such county; pro­
vide that no county shall have 
less than one (1) member on 
the Board of Directors; pro­
vide for the holding of an 
election in each county pro­
posing the creation of an Au­
thority to be railed by the 
Commissioners Court or Com­
missioners Courts, as the case 
may be, upon petition of five 
per cent (5%) of the quali­
fied taxpaying voters within 
the county or counties, said 
elections to be held on the 
same day if more than one 
county is included, provided 
that no more than one (1) 
such election may be called in 
a county until after the ex­
piration of one (1) year; in 
the event such an election has 
failed, and thereafter only upon 
a petition of ten per cent 
(10’ i ) of the qualified taxpay­
ing voters being presented to 
the Commissioners Court or 
Commissioners Courts of the 
county or counties in which 
such an election has failed, 
and in the event that two or 
more counties vote on the 
proposition of the creation of 
an Authority therein, the 
proposition shall not be deem­
ed to carry unless the major­
ity of the qualified taxpaying 
voters in each county voting

thereon vote in favor thereof; 
provided, however, that an 
Airport Authority may be 
created and be composed of 
the county or counties that 
vote in favor of its creation 
if separate propositions are 
submitted to the voters of 
each county so that they may 
vote for a two or more county 
Authority or a single county 
Authority; provide for the ap­
pointment by the Board of 
Di rectors of an Assessor and 
Collector of Taxes in the Au­
thority, whether constituted 
of one or more counties, 
whose duty it shall be to 
assdss all taxable property, 
both real and personal, and 
collect the taxes thereon, 
based upon the tax rolls ap­
proved by the Board of Di­
rectors, the tax to be levied 
not to exceed Seventy-Five 
Cents (75c) per One Hundred 
Dollars ($100) assessed valu­
ation of the property, provid­
ed, however, that the property 
of state regulated common 
carriers required by law to 
pay a tax upon intangible as­
sets shall not be subject to 
taxation by the Authority, 
said taxable property shall be 
assessed on a valuation not to 
exceed the market value and 
shall be equal and uniform 
throughout the Authority as 
is otherwise provided hy the 
Constitution; the Legislature 
shall authorize the purchase 
or acquisition by the Author­
ity of any existing airport fa­
cility publicly owned and fi­
nanced and served by certi­
ficated airlines, in fee or of 
any interest therein, or to 
enter into any lease agree­
ment therefor, upon such 
terms and conditions as may 
he mutually agreeable to the 
Authority and the owner of 
such facilities, or authorize 
the acquisition of same 
through the exercise of the 
power of eminent domain, and 
in the event of such acquisi­
tion, if there are any general 
obligation bonds that the own­
er of the publicly owned a ir­
port facility has outstanding, 
the ‘ame shall be fully as 
sumed by the Authority and 
sufficient taxes levied by the 
Authority to discharge said 
outstanding indebtedness; and 
likewise any city or owner 
•hat has outstanding revenue 
bonds where the revenues of 
the airport have been pledged 
or said bonds constitute a lien 
against the airport facilities, 
the Authority shall assume and 
discharge all the obligations of 
the city under the ordinances 
and bond indentures under 
which said revenue bonds have 
been issued and sold. Any city 
which owns airport facilities 
not serving certificated airlines 
which an- not purchased or 
acquired or taken over as 
herein provided by such Au­
thority, shall have the power 
to operate the same under the 
existing laws or as the same 
may hereafter be amended. 
Any such Authority when cre­
ated may be granted the pow­
er and authority to promul­

Remove ice cream from car­
tons. To do this, we s lit cartons 
with the kitchen scissors. Cut 
each pint of ice cream into 6 
portions.

Divide the peach slices (with­
out syrup) among the parfait 
glasses, dropping them into the 
bottom of each and saving 6 
slices for the garnish.

Add 6 portions of the ice 
cream, packing each down over 
the peaches.

Add the raspberries (save the 
syrup), reserving some of the 
fruit for the garnish.

Add the remaining 6 portions 
of ice cream, packing down if 
necessary.

Spoon the saved raspberry 
svrup over the ice cream and top 
with the saved peach slices and 
raspberries. Add a mint sprig, if 
on hand, to further garnish the 
parfaits. Serve at once. Makes 
6 servings.

Note: When fresh peaches and 
fresh raspberries are available, 
they will make delightful par­
faits. Peel and slice the 
peaches, sweeten to taste and 
flavor with vanilla. Lightly mix 
the raspberries with sugar to 
taste , or leave them unsweetened. 
Use 1 cup each of the peaches 
and raspberries with 2 pints of 
vanilla ice cream for 6 parfaits. 
Laver the fruit and ice cream in 
parfait glasses and garnish as 
suggested in recipe.

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 9, 

Article IX of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended to read as follows: 

“Section 9. The Legislature 
may by law provide for the 
creation, establishment, main­
tenance and operation of hos­
pital districts composed of one 
or more counties or all or any 
part of one or more counties 
with power to issue bonds for 
the purchase, construction, ac­
quisition, repair or renovation 
of buildings and improvements 
and equipping same, for hos­
pital purposes; providing for 
the transfer to the hospital 
district of the title to any 
land, buildings, improvements 
and equipment located wholly 
within the district which may 
be jointly or separately owned 
by any city, town or county, 
providing that any district so 
created shall assume full re­
sponsibility for providing 
medical and hospital care for 
its needy inhabitants and as­
sume the outstanding indebt­
edness incurred by cities, 
towns and counties for hos­
pital purposes prior to the 
creation of the district, if 
same are located wholly with­
in its boundaries, and a pro 
rata portion of such indebted­
ness based upon the then last 
approved tax assessment rolls 
of the included cities, towns 
and counties if less than all

the territory thereof is includ­
ed within the district bound­
aries; providing that after its 
creation no other municipality 
or political subdivision shall 
have the power to levy taxes 
or issue bonds or other obli­
gations for hospital purposes 
or for providing medical care 
within the boundaries of the 
district: providing for the levy 
of annual taxes a t a rate not 
to exceed seventy-five cents 
(75c) on the One Hundred 
Dollar valuation of all taxable 
property within such district 
for the purpose of meeting 
the requirements of the dis­
trict’s bonds, the indebtedness 
assumed by it and its main­
tenance and operating ex­
penses, providing that such 
district shall not be created 
or such tax authorized unless 
approved by a majority of the 
qualified property taxpaying 
electors thereof voting at an 
election called for the pur­
pose; and providing further 
that the support and mainte­
nance of the district’s hospi­
tal system shall never become 
a charge against or obligation 
of the State of Texas nor 
shall any direct appropriation 
be made by the Legislature 
for the construction, mainte­
nance or improvement of any 
of the facilities of such dis­
trict.

Provided, however, that no 
district shall be created ex­
cept by act of the Legislature 
and then only a fter thirty 
(30) days’ public notice to the 
district affected, and in no 
event may the Legislature 
provide for a district to be 
created without the affirm a­
tive vote of a majority of the 
taxpaying voters in the dis­
trict concerned.

The Legislature may also 
provide for the dissolution of 
hospital districts provided that 
a process is afforded by sta t­
ute for:

(1) determining the desire 
of a majority of the qualified
voters within the district to 
dissolve it;

(3) satisfying the debts and 
bond obligations, if any, of the 
district, in such manner as to 
protect the interest of the 
citizens within the district, in­
cluding their collective prop­
erty  rights in the assets and 
property of the district, pro­
vided, however, that any grant 
from federal funds, however 
dispensed, shall be considered

obligation to be repaid

be held more often than once 
each year. In such connection, 
the statute shall provide 
against disposal or transfer of 
the assets of the district ex­
cept for due compensation un­
less such assets are transferred

cing such district and using 
such transferred assets in such 
a way as to benefit citizens 
formerly within the district.

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday a fter the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

"FOR the constitutional 
amendment providing the 
method and manner for dis­
solution of hospital dis­
tricts.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for 
the election and this amend­
ment shall be published in the 
manner and for the length of 
time as required by the Con­
stitution and laws of this 
State.

NUMBER EIGHT ON THE BALLOT
PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 8, 1966. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 24 proposing an 
amendment to Article VI of 
the Constitution of the State 
of Texas by adding a new 
Section thereto, Section 2a, to 
provide for voting on electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent, and on all state-wide of­
fices, questions or proposi­
tions by persons qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
meeting county or district 
residence requirements, and to 
provide for voting on electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent by otherwise qualified 
United States citizens who 
have moved into or out of the 
State preceding a presidential 
election.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. Article VI of the 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas is amended by adding 
a new Section thereto, Section 
2a, to read:

“Section 2a. (a) Notwith­
standing any other provision 
of this Constitution, the Leg­
islature may enact laws and 
provide a method of registra­
tion, including the time of 
such registration, permitting 
any person who is qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
the residence requirements 
within a county or district, as 
set forth in Section 2 of this 
Article, to vote for (1) elec­
tors for President and Vice 
President of the United States 
and (2) all offices, questions

or propositions to be voted on 
by all electors throughout 
this State.

“ (b) Notwithstanding any 
other provision of this Con­
stitution, the Legislature may 
enact laws and provide for a 
method of registration, includ­
ing the time for such regis­
tration, permitting any person
(1) who is qualified to vote 
in this State except for the 
residence requirements of 
Section 2 of this Article, and
(2) who shall have resided 
anywhere within this State at 
least thirty  (30) days next 
preceding a General Election 
in a presidential election year, 
and (3) who shall have been 
a qualified elector in another 
state immediately prior to 
his removal to this State or 
would have been eligible to 
vote in such other state had 
he remained there until such 
election, to vote for electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent of the United States in 
that election.

“ (c) Notwithstanding any 
other provision of this Con­
stitution, the Legislature may 
enact laws and provide for a 
method of registration, includ­
ing the time for such regis­
tration, permitting absentee 
voting for electors for Presi­
dent and Vice President of the 
United States in this State by 
former residents of this State 
(1) who have removed to an­
other state, and (2) who meet 
all qualifications, except resi­
dence requirements, for voting 
for electors for President and 
Vice President in this State 
at the time of the election,

so granted shall be only :

such period of time as would 
permit a former resident of 
this State to meet the resi­
dence requirements for voting 
in his new state of residence, 
and in no case for more than 
twenty-four (24) months.” 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November. 
1966, a t which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment permitting per­
sons qualified to vote in this 
State except for the resi­
dence requirements in a 
county or district to vote 
for Presidental and Vice 
Presidential Electors and 
for all state-wide offices, 
questions or propositions, 
and permitting citizens of 
the United States recently 
arrived or departed from 
the State to vote for Presi­
dential and Vice Presi­
dential Electors.”
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment permit­
ting persons qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
the residence requirements 
in a county or district to 
vote for Presidential and 
Vice Presidential Electors 
and for all state-wide offi­
ces, questions or proposi­
tions, and permitting citi­
zens of the United States 
recently arrived or departed 
from the State to vote for 
Presidential and Vice Presi­
dential Electors.”
Sec. 3. The Governor of 

Texas shall issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment 
shall be published in the man­
ner and for the length of time 
as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws of this State.
