This is a serious business:
the business of your family’'s
safety. After installing an
alarm and discussing how to
behave in case of fire, be sure
that your family can remember
and follow the plan.

In a real fire you must be
prepared to move rapidly and
carefully, without panic. You
need to make the drill as
realistic as possible, but don’t
rush through it as fast as you
can. The point is to make sure
that everyone knows what to
do, not to win a race.

As your family works out its
escape routine, vary the drill

by calling out different haz-
ards and different fire sources.
For example, one drill might
place a supposed fire in the
kitchen while another might
place it in the family room. Be
sure that everyone under-
stands how the differences in
the fire's location might alter
escape routes.

At the beginning, you might
stay back and coach your
children, being sure that they
check for the hazards that you
describe to them during the
course of a drill.

Don’t warn them of the fire
drill in advance.

Practice is important, but
it's not the only reason to
conduct your fire drills on a
regular basis. The drill keeps
your escape plan up to date
and realistic for all family
members. An escape route
that was impossible for a
four-year-old six months ago
may be easily handled by the
child today.

Never hesitate to change
your plan as needs an abilities
change. After the drill, gather
the whole family to discuss
what took place and how to
improve on performance. You
might decide to have another
drill in two or three weeks,

rather than wait six months.

You must know as soon as
possible who is still inside. If
one of your family is trapped in
a room, it is vital that the fire
department knows where to
look first.

require said Court, as a Board
of Equalization, to inspect,
correct, and equalize assess-
ments made on renditions by
the owner or owners of
property, or made on rendit-
ions by the tax assessor-col-
lector where the owner or
owners may fail to render the
same, and as such Board is
invested with broad powers of
investigation in order o ascer-
tain that the Constitational
requirements are met; and
WHEREAS, by reason of
Article 7212, V.A.T.C.S, this
Court has express statutory
authority to employ an indivi-
dual, firm or company deemed
to have special skill and
experience to compile taxation
data for use by the Court while
sitting as a Board of Equali-
zation, and to pay for such
services out of the proper fund
or funds of the County; and
WHEREAS, the County has
determined that it wouid be
wise and to the best interest of
the County for it to =mploy
experts skilled in the matter of
appraising and valuing certain
hereinafter described property
located within the boundaries
of the County and subject to ad
valorem taxation in said Coun-

ty, and to compile taxation
data relating thereto for use of
the Court sitting as a Board of
Equalization; and
WHEREAS, this Court has
found and determined and
does hereby find and deter-
mine that the Appraisal Firm
has special skill and exper-
ience so as to enable the
Appraisal Firm to compile
such taxation data and that the
Appraisal Firm should be re-
tained by this Court to assist it
when it is acting as a Board of
Equalization by the perfor-
mance of the services herein-
after specified.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE
PARTIES HERETO HAVE
AGREED AND DO CON-
TRACT AS FOLLOWS:

A. “County” shall mean
the Commissioners’ Court of
Wheeler County, Texas, com-
posed of the County Judge and
four commissioners of said
County.

Also in-
cluded within the terms of this
contract are all pipelines,
pump stations, compressor
stations, refineries, gasoline
plants, oil field supply com-
panies, well service com-
panies, public utilities, tele-
phone companies, railroads,
manufacturing plants and
other major industries; such
other major industries being:
(list industries where applic-
able)

The Appraisal Firm agrees as
follows:

(1) That is is well and fully
advised as to the meaning and
application of the statutes and
laws of the State of Texas
relating to ad valorem taxation
and that its appraisals will
comply with such statutes and
laws.

(2) That it will appraise for
the tax year 1981 all of the
above-listed and described
properties located in the
County, for ad valorem tax
purposes, and in the process of
so doing, will gather and
compile as of January 1st of
said year all information and
data reasonably needed and
reasonably available pertain-
ing to the values of such
properties, and furnish said
data and information to the
Commissioners’ Court sitting
as a Board of Equalization for
the purpose of equalizing
valuations of such properties
with other properties in said
County for the year covered by
this contract; said data and
information to be made avail-
able with respect to all of such
properties property and law-
fully coming before the Board
of Equalization for considerat-
ion and equalization upon
renditions made by the tax
assessor-collector where the
owner or owners may fail to
render the same.

(3) That it will meet with the
Commissioners’ Court sitting
as a Board of Equalization at
its preliminary meeting when
the values shall be compared
with the rendered values of the
above-mentioned properties
and to assist the Board of
Equalization in such manner
asit may desire in determining
whch persons, firms or
corjorations owning any of the
aboe-mentioned  properties
shal be cited to appear at the
fina meeing of the Board of
Equlization.

4) That it will meet with the
Bard of Equalization at its

final meeting and when neces-
sary and desirable will present
testimony as to the value of the
above-mentioned properties,
and will assist the Board of
Equalization in equalizing the
taxable values of properties
subject to taxes in said Coun-
ty, in such manner as the
Board of Equalization may see
fit, and it will, generally, assist
the Board of Equalization until
final action is taken, fixing and
equalizing the values of the
above-mentioned properties
for taxation for the year 1981.

(5) That the Appraisal Firm
will furnish and pay for all
supplies needed for the proper
execution of this contract.

(6) It is understood by both
parties to this contract that
Appraisal Firm will frunish
expert testimony defending
their values, at no additional
cost to County, in the event of
any court action resulting from
such valuations.

The County agrees as follows:

(1) That it will employ the
Appraisal Firm to perform the
services as outlined herein-
above for the year 1981 and in
consideration for the perfor-
mance of these services by the
Appraisal Firm, the County
agrees and obligates itself to
pay the Appraisal Firm out of
the proper fund or funds of the
County, as provided in Article
7212, V.A.T.C.S, and approv-
ed by the Supreme Court of
Texas n.r.e., in White, etal, v.
Pickett, et al, 355 SW 2d 848, a
sum of money equal to FIVE
AND ONE-HALF (.05%)
CENTS on each One Hundred
(100.00) Dollars of assessed
value as finally fixed and
determined by the Board of
Equalization of the County on
the properties subject to the
terms of this contract for the
year 1981. Payment in the
form of warrants legally drawn
against the proper fund or
funds of said County shall be
made on this contract as
follows: Upon completion of
work.

To provide for the payment
of such amount of money there
is hereby set aside and appro-
priated out of the monies in, or
which shall come into, proper
fund or funds of the County for
the year 1981. For the purpose
of paying the amount to be-
come due the Appraisal Firm
under the terms of this con-
tract during the year 1981
there has been levied for the
year 1981 a tax against all
taxable property in said Coun-
ty, at a rate sufficient to
produce such an amount as
provided in this contract, and
the tax thus levied shall be
collected along with the other
County taxes levied and to be
levied for said year.

(2) That it will, at any time
same may become necessary,
pass and enter of record such
orders as may be proper and
necessary to legalize and
facilitate the payment of all

sums due the Appraisal

(3) By mutual agreerf“nt
between the County and the
Appraisal Firm each will lend
every assistance to the other in
the effective performance of
this contract.

(4) It is distinctly under-
stood and agreed between the
parties, any language contain-
ed herein which might be
construed to the contrary pot-
withstanding that if any word,
phrase, sentence, paragraph,
or provision of this contract
shall be for any reason declar-
ed or adjudicated to be invalid
such decision or adjudication
shall not affect the validity of
the remaining portions hereof.

(S) All parties to this
contract agree that in the
event Appraisal Firm perfof®as
‘any or all of its services herein
contracted by use of electronic
data processing equipment, all
punch card, tapes, programs,
or other software of any kind
or nature is and shall remain
the property of Appraisal Firm
and will not be delivered to the
taxing jurisdiction at any time
during the term of this ¢&n-
tract or at the termination
thereof.

The execution of this con-
tract is authorized by proper
resolution duly adopted by the
Commissioners’ Court of the
County and duly entered upon
the minutes of such Commis-
sioners’ Court.
