THOUGHT: Our forefathers in 
their wisdom, recognizing the 
importance of education in the 
function and operation of a 
democracy. established the 
public school to make educa- 
tion available to all. 	The 
people of Texas declared, by 
the expressed terms of State 
Constitution, "a general dif-
fusion of knowledge being es-
sential to the preservation of 
the liberties and right of the 
people. it shall be the duty of 
the Legislature of the State to 
establish and make suitable 
provision for the support and 
maintenance of an efficient 
system of public free schools." 
The 1854 School Law provided 
for the first Public School 
System in Texas. 	As the 
years passed our laws were 
strengthened to make sure that 
all children of a school age 
shared in this opportunity for 
public education.

Fifth and ninth graders in the 
Wheeler ISD will join 500.000 
other Texas Public School stu-
dents in taking a test of basic 
skills February 25-29. 

The Texas Assessment of Ba-
sic Skills is a series of three 
subject area tests to be taken by 
students in three different 
grades: 3rd, 5th, and 9th. Test 
subjects are: reading, writing 
(composition) and mathematics. 
The testing program, mandated 
under Senate Bill 350 passed by 
the 66th Texas Legislature in 
1979, will be implemented by the 
Texas Education Agency. 

As mentioned earlier, 5th and 
9th graders will be tested this 
year with third grade students 
being added to the annual se-
quence beginning with the 1980-
81 school year. 

The testing is designed to pro-
vide solid data on the learning 
achievement of students. The 
aggregate and individual results 
will pinpoint specific areas for 
improvement in both curriculum 
and in instruction. TEA and 
school districts will use these 
results—and the accompanying 
data analysis—to design immed-
iate improvements. 

Testing will include such areas 
as use of words, knowing the 
difference between fact and fic-
tion, ratios and percentages, 
measurement, organization of 
ideas, and reading maps. charts, 
and graphs. Around 70 students 
in the Wheeler system will 
participate in the testing. 

Dewey Shepard, Wheeler 
counselor, will be the test coor-
dinator for the Wheeler Testing 
Program. Westinghouse Data 
Score Systems of Iowa City will 
be directly responsible for scor-
ing, analyzing, and reporting test 
results.
