Mrs. Britt, 
who had previously been de-
clared Poet Laureaute in district 
competition , was representing 
the Thursday Review Club of 
Wheeler in both the district and 
state levels of competition. 
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world wars had affected their 
lives and the lives of everyone 
they knew; of how difficult the 
Great Depression was for every-
one; of how the country has 
changed over the years.

They 
remember buying shirts for a 
quarter and overalls for 75 cents 
a pair. Mrs. Lackey enjoyed 
sewing, and made many clothing 
articles for the members of her 
family. 

Her talent with sewing plus the 
success Mr. and Mrs. Lackey had 
with gardens during the Depres-
sion made it easier on them than 
it might have been otherwise. 

They remember buying their 
first car in 1936, a Model A Ford. 
They find interesting the changes 
in automobiles over the years. 

Mr. and Mrs. Lackey well 
remember the Great Dust Storm 
of 1935. They saw it coming, 
they remember, but didn't know 
whether it was a storm cloud or a 
great dust cloud. They took their 
children and retreated to a cellar, 
where they stayed until the worst 
was over. They remember that 
people reacted to the dust storm 
with fear; some thought that the 
world was coming to an end when 
it first developed.

Postmaster Ada Lou Lester has 
announced that the Clerk-Carrier 
entrance examination will be 
Opened to the public July 23, 
1979 at 8:00 a.m. and will close to 
the public July 27, 1979 at 4:30 
p.m., and urged that all those 
interested apply to take the 
job-related test that can lead to 
Postal employment. 

"We have not opened our 
register in quite some time and 
an examination of it has lead us 
to believe that it is out of date, 
and that many of the names on 
the register are people who have 
moved or for some reason are no 
longer available to take postal 
jobs," Postmaster Lester said. 

"I do not want to give the 
impression we will be hiring 
great numbers of people in the 
coming months," the Postmaster 
said. "I anticipate approximate-
ly one vacancy will occur in the 
next two years that will be filled 
by hiring people from our up-
dated job register. We need 
qualified people who will be 
willing to accept employment, 
and we want to offer people in 
the local community the chance 
to compete for these openings by 
signing up for and taking the 
exams." 

Postmaster Lester explained 
those wishing to take the exam 
could, by contacting Postmaster, 
in person. Post Office, Mobeetie 
during the period July 23, 1979, 
8:00 a.m. through July 27, 1979, 
4:30 p.m. 

Starting salaries for Post Office 
Clerk Part-Time Flexible, PS-3, 
is $7.02 per hour to start with 
steps taking rate up to $8.13 per 
hour over an eight year period. 
The great majority of new hires 
are as part-time flexible who are 
paid at these hourly rates. The 
hourly rates are just about equiv-
alent to the annual salaries but 
do not include pay for 9 holidays 
that full time employees get.
