‘“‘Jack Benny'' is a biography
by Mary Livingston Benny and
Hilliard Marks. Jack Benny's
story is more than a rags-to-
riches success—it is the story
behind his famous on-the-air
fued with Fred Allen, and the
story of the Golden Era in
Hollywood, of Frank Sinatra and
Gregory Peck and George Burns

The
Seminoles black slaves, the
pawns of the conflict, become the
Indians allies. It is an epic tale of
the formulative, speculative early
decades of the nineteenth cen-
tury. Itis a love story set against
a background of power, land
greed, and racial strife. It is a
saga of the American past that
speaks to the present.
