Some of the
rural areas in the county remain
without electricity with no pro-
mise as to when service will be
restored.

Both Wheeler and Shamrock

were without water for a time
Sunday due to the lack of power
to run there water wells. The
power to Wheeler's wells was
restored at 1 p.m. and again at
3 p.m. The wells are presently
operating on a temporary Ssys-
tem. The pumps were without
power around seven hours. The
water tower supplied the city
with water until 11:30 Sunday
when the supply was exhausted.

Southwestern Public services
1550 customers in the county; all
were without electricity from 5:09
a.m. until 5:56 a.m. Sunday. The
problem began about 2 p.m.
Saturday when Wheeler suffered
a power failure for an hour. It
was 3:30 a.m. Sunday when the
real problems began for the
company. The local crew has
been working tirelessly to restore
power with Thursday as their
goal for complete restoration of
power.

For Southwestern Public Ser-
vice the storm has meant the loss
of S7 poles, cross arms and
hardware. There is no estimate
on the amount of wire lost.

Immediate attention to cloth- fiber or high percentage natural

ing stained by deodorant, anti-
perspirant or perspiration may
save the garment.

Otherwise, damage due to
odor, yellowing, color change or
fabric deterioration can ruin the
clothing.

To remove a deodorant, anti-
perspirant or perspiration stain,
sponge thoroughly with liquid
detergent and warm water.
Enzyme detergents or pre-soaks
are particularly effective for per-
spiration stains and restoring
whiteness. Then rinse.

If stain remains, threat with
diluted chlorine or an oxygen

bleach appropriate for the fabric, |
and follow produce instructions.
If the deodorant or antiper-
spirant has caused a color -
change, it may help to sponge !

fresh stains with household am-

monia and old stains with white

household vinegar. Any oily

body stains remaining can be

removed by sponging with a’
grease solvenent. Odor will not
remain if the stain has been
removed.

Other points to consider in
controlling these stains include:

Act promptly. Do not allow the
stain to age.

Do.not apply heat in any form
until the stain has been com-
pletely removed. This means, do
not press or dry in the dryer.
Heat permanently sets stains and
they cannot be removed.

Change deodorant or antiper-
spirant brands or forms for
excessive perspiration problems
or see a physician.

Never apply deodorants and/

or antiperspirants directly to a;
garment. Let products dry or set,

before dressing.

Point out and identify stains
when taking garments to a dry-
cleaner. Check these garments
for complete stain removal before
taking them home.

Garments with permanent per-

manent stains, discoloration or’
deterioration should be discarded,

or used only when appearance is
not important.

Antiperspirants differ from'

deodorants in that they reduce,

perspiration by approximately!

one-fourth, while deordorants
control odor. Many antiperspir-
ants also have deodorant propert-
ies.  Therefore, when using
antiperspirants only, garments

will remain dryer but may absorb |

more odor as long as the antiper-
spirant remains effective.

Chemical ingredients of both
products will vary from brand to
brand. Many contain acid salts.

Telephone service to 851 cus-
tomers in the northern part of the
Mempbhis Division was interrupt-
ed last Sunday, February 12,
1978 when a cold front crossed
the area dropping snmow and
freezing rain, J. H. Davis, divi-
sion manager for General Tele-
phone Company said. The
following towns were the hardest
hit by the ice storm: Clarendon,
Hedley, Wellington, Dodson,
Wheeler, Miami, Mobeetie, Pan-
handle, Claude, White Deer and
Groom.

The major portion of the
outages were caused by ice
accumulating on the lines which
caused them to break due to the
extra weight. Ice accumulation
on some of the lines was noted at
up to four inches in diameter.

We also have several tele-
phone lines down throughout the
area due to power lines falling
across our lines, causing the
telephone lines to burn in two,
Davis added.

Employees have been brought
in from as far south as Del Rio to

assist in restoring service to our

customers. We have approxi-
mately 60 people and 40 vehicles
working in these towns to repair
damaged facilities. I could
possibly take as long as Sunday,
February 19, 1978 to restore
service to some remote rural
locations.

Telephone installation has
been hampered due to this storm
and there will be some delays in
establishing new service during
this time period. Priority will be
given to establishing and re-
establishing normal service to all
emergency-type phone installa-
tions, Davis explained.

Emergency generators were
brought in to furnish auxiliary
power to our offices in Claude,
Groom, Panhandle, Miami and
Mobeetie because of commercial
power failure. Our emergency
generator was also used in
Mobeetie to assist in getting the
water supply to people in Mo-
beetie.

FEEDING TIPS

Due to current tight profit
margins in the beef industry,
Wheeler County producers must
give close attention to supple-
mental feeding so that they do
the most good with the least
output.

Here some keys factors for

producers to consider in supple-

mental feeding programs:
1. Provide a good supply of

minerals the year round. Min-

erals should provide salt and 8-12
percent of phosphorus and cal-
cium,

2. Begin protein supplementa-

tion before cows lose a lot of
weight and condition. Feeding
should begin with the first killing
frost. Feeding may also be

necessary during drought condi- |
tions when grass is dry and -

tough.

3. For adequate protein, add a
half to a pound-and-a-half of a 30
to 40 percent protein supplement
to low quality forages daily. This

stimulates digestibility and for-

age intake.

4. To hold supplemental feed-
ing to a minimum, improve hay
quality, control calving seasons
so that high quality forage is
available when cows and calves
need it the most, and have cows
in good condition at the start of
the winter season.

S. When cows get in poor
shape, either feed higher levels
of supplement or be prepared for
a reduced calf crop and lower
weaning weights.

6. Use 1 to 2 pounds of
high-protein, high-energy
supplement that will help cattle
clean up dead grass in the fall.
Then provide good quality hay or
hay plus supplement to keep
cows in acceptable condition.

7. Look ahead and try to stay
out of situations calling for high

levels of supplementation.
