And the best belongs to Wheeler

Until someone tells them other-
wise, the Wheeler Mustangs believe
they posted the best record of any foot-
ball team in Texas this past season.
The tiny Panhandle town never lost a
game, averaged more than 400 yards
offense, finished with a glittering 13-0
record and capped it all off with the
Class B state championship, the
school’s first state title in any sport.

“Unless we hear from someone who
tells us differently, I think we were the
only 11-man football team in Texas to
go undefeated or untied this season,”
proud Mustang coach Preston Smith
beams. "That's high school, college or
pro.”

No doubt, the Mustangs made the
mo..t of every break that came their
way in 1977, perhaps taking out some
of their frustrations accumulating from
the '76 season when they finished with
a fine 9-1 recored, but did not represent
the district in playoff action. That
honor went to Groom, 12-9 winners
over Wheeler.

“I think we had just about as good a
team last season as we did this year,”
Smith observes. “With a little luck, we
could have gone on to the state playoffs
last season, too. We only lost five
players from that team and I think our
kids were all the more determined to
make the playoffs this time around.”

His Mustangs certainly started off
the season that way. Wheeler opened
with a sound 28-0 whipping of Sham-
rock, beat Follett, 53-28, and then
Lefors, 56-0. A 27-7 win over Groom
the following week paved the way for
the Mustangs to enter the playoffs.

“We knew we had to beat Groom for
the district championship. They were a
semifinalist a year ago and that was a
key game for us,” Smith recalls. “We
had a super game against them, one of
our best. After we beat Groom, I think

our players knew t.hey could win it all.
We started analyzing which teams we
thought we'd be lyzcmg in the playoffs.”

True to form, Smith and his staff did
go on to win district and the Mustangs
soundly defeated Ropes, 24-6, in bi-
district action. A 29-20 whipping of
Jayton the following week kept their
state title hopes alive and set up a cru-
cial confrontation with heavily-favored
Windthorst.

“I'm still not convinced Windthorst
was not the best team we played,”
Smith admits. “They had some excel-
lent players, really a fine all-around
team. A lot of coaches told me
Windthorst was as good as several
Class AA schools. But our game with
them was probably our best of the sea-
son. We beat them, 15-8, and it was ex-
citing right down to the final seconds.
People have told us it was a classic
football game.

“But then I believe any of those three
times we played up to that time
—Windthorst, Jayton or Ropes—were
capable of winning the state champion-
ship,” Smith adds. "It was a pretty
evenly matched year for Class B
schools.”

The Windthorst win propelled
Wheeler into the state title game for
the first time, pitting the Mustangs
against Lone Oak. Playing in lowa
Park, the Mustangs had little trouble
in capturing the state crown, 35-14.
Three touchdowns by running back
Marvin Grimes of 11, 15, and 3 yards
and a 17-yard score by back Dell Ford
pushed the Mustangs out front to stay
and a 15-yard touchdown pass from
quarterback Bob Guthrie to split end
Myron Jolley, who caught five touch-
down passes in the playoff games, sea-
led the Mustangs’ undefeated season.

In the game, Wheeler had 405 yards
rushing, most of that provided by
Grimes, with 190 yards, and Ford, with
180. Both were 1,000-yard runners this
season.

“The state championship game with
Lone Oak was really our easiest game

of the playoffs,” Smith notes. “Lone
Oak hag beaten Valley Mills, rated the
top Class B school most of the year.
Since we knew Valley Mills was good,
we thought Lone Oak would be super
and we had to prepare our players that
way. I mean, we were scared to death
of Lone Oak. But our players did pre-
pare themselves well, too,” he laughs.
“By the end of the game, they were
ready to take on Notre Dame.”

The Mustangs’ sparkling 13-0 record
was all the more impressive consider-
ing the fragile condition of Guthrie at
quarterback. Injured even before the
season started in a scrimmage workout,
Guthrie played all 13 games with a
broken bone in his throwing hand.

Also playing a key part in Wheeler’s
winning ways was linebacker Mike
Lee, called by Smith "a' truly vicious
hitter for his small (160 pounds) size,
He had 29 tackles against Groom and
26 against Windthorst.” Lineman Tim
Patterson, a college prospect at 6-3 and
220, made the big play on defense and
opened up huge holes on the offensive
line. "He was the most impressive
lineman I saw all year,” Smith says.
“He dominated the line in every game
we played this season and he. also
kicked our field goals and extra points.
An exceptional player.”

Just how did the Mustangs manage
that unblemished record? Smith him-
self isn’t sure. "I know there was a lot
of luck involved,” he explains. “For one
thing, we didn't have very many in-
juries. We had both of our running
backs healthy all year, which is a big
factor.
