LUBBOCK. TEXAS—"Grain 
sorghum farmers will receive a 
substantial boost in price support 
levels if the proposal passed 
today by the U. S. House of 
Representatives becomes law." 
according to Elbert Harp, Exe-
cutive Director of Grain Sorghum 
Producers Association. 	While 
considering the 1977 farm bill. 
the House voted on a proposal 
introduced by Congressman 
Poage to establish the grain 
sorghum target price levels in 
relation to its cost of production, 
which is a change from the 
present system of setting sor- 
ghum's target price in relation to 
95% of corn's nutritional value. 
"This change would increase 
target levels for sorghum in the 
future program and the 1977 crop 
by at least 50 cents per hundred 
pounds," Harp reported. 

Sorghum's loan rates will con-
tinue to be set in relation to the 
nutritional value of corn, so grain 
sorghum will sell in the market. 
Target prices are the levels that 
guarantee the average price re-
ceived by farmers and are deter-
mined by the national weighted 
average price received during the 
period of October 1 through 
February 28. 	If the average 
market prices received by farm-
ers drop below the target price 
level then deficiency payments 
will be paid to the farmer on all 
his qualified production. ' 

Harp stated that the House 
and Senate Conference Commit-
tee will have to accept this 
provision by a favorable vote on 
the entire farm bill. The bill then 
must be signed into law by the 
President before the provisions 
go into effect. 

"The change in computing 

grain sorghum target prices ori-
ginated in the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture by Secretary Berg-
land and is endorsed by the 
House. We are hopeful that it 
will be adopted by the full 
Congress." Harp said. 

Grain Sorghum Producers As-
sociation has worked throughout 
the last year to get the best 
possible farm bill for the farmers. 
and Harp has been in Washing-
ton. D. C. for the last two weeks 

f working with Congress and the 
Administration on the new legis- 
lation. It is hoped that Con- 
gressional action on the bill will 
be completed before Congress 
adjourns for a summer vacation 
in early August.

Watermelon Season 
Watermelon rind is a favorite 

for pickles and preserves—and 
they're easy to prepare according 
to Frances Reasonover, foods 

4 and nutrition specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. The Texas A & M 
University System. 

Watermelon Rind Preserves 
1 pound watermelon rind 
1 1/2  teaspoons pickling lime 
2 cups sugar 
2 quarts water 
2 tablespoons ginger root 

4 1 /2  lemon, thinly sliced 
Use only white part of rind. 

Cut into 1-inch pieces. 
Soak 31/2  hours in lime water. 

Use 11/2  teaspoons pickling lime 
to 1 quart water. Drain and place 
in clear water for 1 hour. Then 
drain and boil for about 11/2  hours 
in fresh water. Drain. 

Make a syrup of 2 cups sugar 
to 2 quarts water. Drop water-
melon rind and ginger root into 
boiling syrup. Boil for about 1 
hour. As syrup thickens, add 
lemon—and spices if desired. 

When somewhat thick, pack in 
hot canning jars with fruit to % 
inch of top and add syrup to 
1/2 -inch of top of jar. 

Romove air bubbles with a 
knife. Wipe top of jar with a 
clean, damp cloth. Close with jar 
lids. 

Process in boiling water bath 
for 10 minutes.

Rind of 1 (20-pound) watermelon 
1 gallon cold water 
2 tablespoons pickling salt

Sweeten-Metric Cookbook 
Metric cookbooks will speak 

plain English. 
Probably the biggest obstacle 

for the cook will be learning to 
"Think Metric." We can't "Cook 
Metric" and "Think Cups, Pints 
and Tablespoons." 

Meters, liters. kilograms and 
degrees celsius are easier than 
the present system, because they 
have a systematic relationship to 
each other—and our present 
system lacks that. 

not try to adapt recipes. Too 
many things can go wrong. 

Besides, many food products 
and recipes now use both sys-
tems. and all nutrition labeling 
reflects the metric. 

To get ready for the new 
system—and to avert kitchen 
calamities—it is wise to study 
metric tables. 

SAVING TIME & ENERGY 
Kitchen shortcuts help senior 

citizens save time and energy 
when cooking. 

Many older people work with 
various projects and need to 
budget their time and energy. 
Others may have physical prob-
lems that require energy con-
servation and limited activity. 
Using shortcuts makes cooking 
easier. 

Easy-to-prepare frozen dinners 
and canned or frozen main dishes 
and vegetables can give good 
nutritional value for the little 
time and energy needed to 
prepare them. Serve with fruit or 
juices, milk, and fresh or frozed 
baked goods to make a complete 
meal. 

Meal preparation is less tiring 
when some of the food is partly or 
fully prepared in advance. For 
instance, make dry mixes for 
quick breads. cakes, and pud-
dings ahead of time. They keep 
well and can be measured out 
and used conveniently. 

Another time-saver is to corn-
bine canned or packaged foods 
with other foods to make easy-to-
cook appetizing dishes. 

Here are some combinations 
that can be changed to suit foods 
on hand: 

Use canned tomato soup. un-

diluted, as a sauce over meat-

balls or with quick-cooking rice to 
make Spanish rice. 

Melt processed cheese over 
asparagus or brocoli. or blend 
cheese with a white sauce (sea-

"soned with a little mustard) and 
serve on toast or crackers. 

From canned corned beef hash 
into patties, top with a slice of 
pineapple, and grill. 

Combine ground meat, tuna. 
cut-up cooked chicken or ham. 
dried beef, or frankfurters with 
canned macaroni and cheese or 
with spaghetti in tomato sauce. 
Bake to blend the flavors. 

Add chopped onion and green 
pepper to tuna or chicken and 
combine with condensed chicken 
soup, undiluted. Top with an 
unbaked baking powder biscuit 
and bake until heated through or 
biscuit is brown. 
, 
easier. As a rule, food in the 
oven takes less watching than 
food on top of the range—often 
an entire meal can be cooked at 
the same time. 

If you have a freezer or a 
frozen food compartment in your 
refrigerator, keep commerically 
frozen food on hand or freeze 
your own food-uncooked or cook-
ed—for later use. 

Shortcuts in serving save time 
and energy, too. If setting a 
table for one or two seems too 
much trouble, look for ways to 
make eating time comfortable 
and interesting—with the least 
possible effort. 

Use pretty placemats—they've 
less bother than a tablecloth. 
Lightweight trays in convenient 
sizes are step-saving. Use a tray 
to collect silver, food, and other 
things that go on the table. A 
cart or small table, mounted on 
casters, is another worksaver. 

Or, put a mat on a tray and 
serve the meal on the tray. 
Meals on trays can be carried to a 
table or chair by the window, by 
television, or out on the porch or 
lawn where you are more likely to 
eat slowly and enjoy your meal.

CATTLE GRUB CONTROL IS 
DUE 

Cattle grubs cost the Texas 
livestock industry several million 
dollars each year. Losses occur 
at all levels in the production and 
marketing chain. The cow-calf 
producer is concerned about 
reduced milk production and 
resulting reduced weaning 
weights of calves. The feeder 
suffers losses as a result of 
reduced gains and lower prices 
for "grubby" animals. The 
packer who buys and slaughters 
"grubby" animals realizes hide 
losses, carcass trim, and lowered 

• carcass value. 	Cattle grub 
control Should be a concern of 
the entire beef industry. 

This pest begins to annoy 
cattle in late winter and early 
spring as a heel fly. 	The 
egg-laying activity of the heel fly 
causes a "gadding" response in 
cattle. The eggs deposited on the 
animal hatch in 2-6 days and the 

• small larvae penetrate the skin 

and begin to migrate through the 
body of the animal, first to the 
esphageal tissues and, eventual-
ly, on to the back. After reaching 
the back, the larvae cut breathing 
holes in the skin and continue 
their development to mature 
larvae (grubs) resulting with 
warbles in the backs of infested 
animals. Upon reaching matur-
ity, the grubs emerge from the 
animal's back, fall to the soil to 
pupate, and emerge a few weeks 
later as adults. This cycle takes 
approximately one year. 

Cattle grubs can be effectively 
controlled through the use of 
systemic insecticides. These sys-
temics can be administered as 

• dips (Co-Ral (R) or Ruelene (R) ). 
sprays (Co-Ral (R), Ruelene (R). 

Prolate (R), or Neguvon (R), ). 
pour-ons (Co-Ral (R), Ruelene 
(R), Warbex (R), Tiguvon (R), 
Prolate (R), or Neuvon (R) ), 
spot-ons (Spotton (R). mineral 
mixes (Rid-En (11) ), and Feed 
mixes (Trolene (R or Famphur 
Feed Premix (R; ). Best results 
are obtained when animals are 

• treated as soon as possible after 
termination of heel fly activity 
and when grubs are small. This 
time occurs in late May and June 
in most areas of Texas. 

Before purchasing and using

Pant legs tend to be narrow 
and straight from the hip, so 
flared legs from the past many 
need modifications. Pants and 
shorts come in many lengths this 
season, so many possibliities for 
those "too short" pants are 
available. Cut to mid-claf length, 
to the knee, to mid-thigh. or to 
short shorts. 

Styles may be cuffed or un-
cuffed.

LAUNDRY HINTS 

Garment colors get "staying 
power" from easy--but careful 
laundering steps. 

Color loss is a leading cause of 
damaged garments due to incor-
rect laundering, ignoring care-
labels, mislabeling by manufac-
turers or dye problems, but 
wearers can overcome many 
color "snags" with watchful 
laundry-room tactics. 
Garment Care Starts With Label 

Before buying a garment. 
check the permanent care label 
for warnings such as "wash 
separately" or "no bleach." If 
they cannot become part of the 
regular laundry routine, it is best 
to make another selection. 

Color Tests Avoid Problems 
To answer "fading" questions 

about a garment, test it before 
laundering. 

Submerge it briefly in a small 
amount of water like the recom-
mended wash temperature. Look 
for any change in the color of the 
water. 

If still in doubt, take a few 
minutes to duplicate the actual 
wash. 

Clip a small piece of each 
fabric or trim used in the 
garment from seam allowances 
or facings. 

Place in a pint jar with one cup 
of water similar to the wash 
temperature. Add a teaspoon of 
detergent. Shake and let stand 
tern minutes. Check the water 
for any color change. 

Rinse the clippings and again 
check for any color loss in the 
rinse water. Let the clippings 
dry, then compare them to the 
original garment. 
laundry Care Saves Most Colors

will minimize color damage:

There is no bargain if 
produce stays on the shelf or in 
the freezer. 

Purchase from a dealer who 
carries fresh produce and gives 
you your money's worth. 

If possible, pick your own 
produce—it is the best assurance . 
of garden-fresh produce. 

Select produce at farmers' 
markets and roadside stands very 
carefully—for freshness. Check 
stem ends, firmness of the flesh. 
odor, and appearance. When in 
doubt, don't buy. 

In general, before preserving. 
'consider the costs carefully. The 
cost of canning a quart of 
tomatoes can be as little as 41/2  Its 
cents if jars are on hand and the 
tomatoes free—or up to 51 cents 
if both jars and tomatoes are 
purchased. Researchers esti-
mate that the freezing cost of 
tomatoes is over 22 cents per 
pound. 

Home canning and freezing 
are excellent means of preserv-
ing fruits and vegetables for later 
use, and it can be economical k  
with a careful look at costs and 
quality. 

There are a number of can-
ning, freezing and drying pub-
lications available free to the 
public from the County Extension 
Office, Box 505, Wheeler, Texas 
826-5243.

AUSTIN—Wheeler County 
received 54,867.000 of the state's 
55,306,118.000 travel receipts in 
1975, a national study commis-
sioned by the Texas Tourist 
Development Agency has dis-
closed. 

In addition to gross receipts. 
the study found that Wheeler 
County had 205 of the state's 
207,676 travel-related jobs, with 
an annual payroll of $973,000. 

It also estimated $189,000 in 
State and $41,000 in local taxes 
were paid by visitors. 

The study was done by the U. 
S. Travel Data Center in Wash-
ington, D. C.. an independent 
travel research organization 
funded jointly by public and 
private sectors. 

It was based on the Center's 
Travel Economic Impact Model, 
which for the first time, breaks 
out a state's share of the national 
travel market on a county-by 
county basis. 

The model measures the eco-
nomic impact of all travel involv-
ing overnight trips away from 
home, and day trips at least 100 
miles or more from home. Thus 
it includes travel by Texans as 
well as out-of-state visitors, for 
all purposes. 

It includes estimates of the 
traveler's spending at home in 
preparation for the trip, his 
spending en route, and that at his 
destination. 

Basic data for the model comes 
from the National Travel Survey, 
conducted everyfive years by the 
U. S. Census Bureau, and from 
the Centers' own National Travel 
Expenditure Model. 

It was the latter which, last 
year, estimated that Texas had 
dislodged New York for third 
place in the nation's 575 billion 
travel industry. Only California 
and Florida now outrank Texas, 
the Center said. 

"We're pleased that travel 
research techniques have finally 
developed to the point that states 
can determine where, within 
their boundaries, travel dollars 
are spent and travel-related jobs 
exist," said Frank Hildebrand, 
executive director of the Texas 
Tourist Development Agency. 

"Now we can trace travel's 
considerable economic impact on 
a county-by-county basis, ob-
serve changing patterns annual-
ly. and help direct the rapid 
growth of this burgeoning in-
dustry."
