Emanuel Dubbs wanted to visit 
the area and take pictures to 
show her mother and aunt. Mrs. 
Lantz's mother is 85 and had 
moved from Wheeler County at 
the age of 6; her aunt is 91 and 
was 12 years old at the time of 
the move. 

Miss Sorensen asked Sallie 
Harris to assist in giving the 
visitors as much of the history of 
this area as possible. The tour 
included a tour of "Old Mo-
beetie". "New Mobeetie", and 
the "Old Jail". 

The afternoon was devoted to a 
tour of the place which once 
belonged to Emanuel Dubbs. 
The estimated 1000 acres was 
purchased by Dubbs from a 
squatter. Joe Craig in 1878. 
Dubbs and his wife, newly wed in 
1871, concluded to follow Horace 
Greelie's advice and move west: 
they first moved to Kansas where 
he hunted buffalo until 1874 at 
which time they moved to the 
Texas Adobe Walls area and 
continued hunting buffalo. 

One year after settling down 
on his ranch, Wheeler County 
was organized and Emanuel 
Dubbs was elected the first 
judge. 	Dubbs presided over 
what is presently a 26 county 
area. 

Dubbs built their home out of 
limestone found on the place. 
Lumber at the time cost from 
$255 to $250 per 1000ft. 

The place owned by Dubbs was 
sold in December of 1906 to PI J. 
Sorensen. The Sorensen family 
moved in January in 1907 to the 
ranch located 8 miles east of 
Mobeetie on the north bank of 
Sweetwater Creek. Some mem-
ber of the Sorensen family oper-
ated the ranch for 66 years. 
Esther Sorensen managed the 
operation for 12 years before 
moving to Wheeler. 

Mrs. Lantz and her daughter, 
Mrs. Linda Connolly of San 
Antonio were returning to In-
diana at the time fo their visit.

One of the most profound 
problems wrestled with in the 
Bible is how to reconcile belief in 
a good God with life's inequit• 
ies. Psalm 73 carries us on a 
pilgrimage from faith-into the 
darkness of doubt and skepti-
cisim-and back to faith. "Why 
is it." the psalmist questions. 
"that the wicked thrive and the 
faithful suffer?" 

Justice seems to demand the 
failure of the wicked and the 
success of the righteous. But it 
isn't that way. The wicked have 
no pangs. no struggles. com-
plains the psalmist. Their bodies 
are sound and sleek. Pride is 
their necklace: violence their 
garment. They scoff and speak 
with malice. Their hearts over- 
flow with follies. 	Their eyes 
glisten as they scheme and take 
advantage of unfortunate per-
sons. He paints their protrail of 
arrogance: 	"They set their 
mouths against the heavens and 
their tongue struts through the 
earth." They are indifferent to 
maorality, reflecting a calloused 
indifference to god. They live as 
if there is no God: "How can 
God know?" they ask. "Is there 
knowledge in the Mst High?" 

And what does this get them? 
If God struck them dead: if the

stock market took a plunge and 
brought them to poverty: if they 
were convicted in courts for 
bribery: if they were reduced to 
misery-then we could under-
stand. But, instead, these wick-
edmen "are always at ease" and 
they "increase in rickes." They 
treachery has paid off and the 
righteous man has been left 
holding the short end of the stick. 

Life is filled with inconsisten-
cies which make no sense when 
viewed by themselves. But our 
writer got beyond that. When he 
met God in the sanctuary he 
understood. 

Truth is perceived when man 
lilts up his eyes beyond himself 
to God. It is God alone who sets a 
man on lirm ground. The trials 
may continue. but the psalmist 
sees something which gives cer- 
tainty. 	"Whom have I in 
heaven beside thee?" he erase. 
"There is nothing upon earth 
that I desire beside thee. My 
flesh and my heart may fail. but 
God is the strength of my heart 
and my portion forever." 

Fellowship with God in whose 
company he has lived. and in 
whose love all his longings have 
found their rest, cannot be taken 
away. Ultimate security is found 
in a relationship to God. 

"For 10. those who are far from 
dice shall perish: thou dost put 
an end to those who arc false to.  
thee. But for me it is good to be 
near God; I have made the Lord 
God my refuge, that I may tell of 
all thy works" (ps. 73:27-28(.

Why do children want pets? 
Many parents are puzzled about 
the constant requests of most 
children for a dog. cat or small 
animal. 

By having a pet or being a pet 
owner, he enjoys the companion-
ship. Children learn to care for 
the health needs of an animal, 
such as feeding or changing the 
environment to a clean environ-
ment. 

When children have a pet. 
parents should be aware of the 
necessities that must be provided 
for caring properly for small 
animals. 

A proper shelter, pens that
