The Child Care Licensing 
Act of 1975, effective Jan-
uary 1, F76, provides for 
the registration of fanily 
homes. A familyhome is 
defined as a child care fa-
cility where care is regul-
arly given in the provider's 
own residence for not more 
than 6 children, under 14 
years of age, for less than 
24 hours a day. A family 
home must register with the 
State Department of Public 
Welfare. The number of 
children in care does not 
include the pro vi der's own 
children. After school care 
may be given for not more 
than six addition d elemen-
tary school age siblings of 
the children in ca:- 
However, the total number 
of children given care, .in-
cluding the provider's own 
children, may never exceed 
12. 

When a person registers 
a fanily home with the De-
partment the registrant 
certifies that he or she 
meets and will continue to 
meet the "Minimum Stan-
dards for Registered F anily 
Homes." The Departnent 
requires that the child care 
provider give the parents of 
each child in care a copy 
of the 'Minimum Standards 
for Registered Family Homes." 

The child care provider 
is required to have each  
parent read and Sign a state-
ment, provided by the De-
partment, certifying that 
they have examined the re-
gistered family home Ind are 
satisfied that it meets 'Mi-
nimum Standards ror Regis-
tered Family Homes.',  The 
responsibility for complying 
with the standards rests 
primarily with the parents 
of the children and the pro-
vider However, the au-
thority to make visits to 
child care facilities at any 
time during regular opera-
tion is a part of the Child 
Care I,icensing 'Act of 
197 5 (Section 7). 

Registration of family 
homes offers benefits to the 
community to the provider 
of care, and tothe parents 
aid children in care. The 
Department keeps lists of 
all child care f xili ties in 
each co rrm u ni ty, These 
lists are avail bale to par-
ents seeking child care. The 
Depatment will also provide 
consultation services to 
providers on nutrtitioa. 
health, equipment, disci-
pline and other aspects of 
child care. • All registered 
family homes are on the 
Dep artment mailing list for 
the day care ne wsletter 
which contains current in-
formation on what is hap-
pening State-wide in day 
care. 

Interested persons may 
visit, telephone, or write , 
to the local Department 
licensing office and request 
a copy of the Child Care 
Licenng Act of D75 and 
a copy of the 'Minimum 
Standards for Registered 
Fanily Homes." Following 
certification to these re-
quirements, the day care 
provider will be given a 
"Certificate of Registration. 
This certification is formal • 
acknowledgement that the 
ho me is registered with the 
Deo artrnent to provide child 
care and that the caretaker 
has stated that the home 
meets State standards. •
