At this meeting, in addition to
regular business, the board. re-
viewed the inspection report for
the flood prevention structures on
Gageby Creek. All structures were
in good shape. Although a good
stand of grass is present a satisfac-
tory cover has not been obtained
according to SCS standards. As
soon as the dam and spillways are
satisfactorily grassed they will be
turned back to the sponsoring lo-
cal organizations, being the Whee-
ler County SCD, and the Wheeler
County commissioners court.
