In addition to grade and staple 
tho ‘mike’’ test gives the farmer 
another measure of the quality of 
each bale of his cotton.

This can be used to advantage in 
selling cotton for the best going 
price, according to Mr. Cox.

Farmers wanting this service 
should ask their ginners to apply 
for it, since all or more of the cot­
ton from a gin will be miked.
