Elliott was
located one mile northwest of Old
Mobeetie Jail.

The 4th Cavalry will appear mounted
and in period uniform for the event.
The flag will be raised in grand military
fashion to the sounds of bugle played
by Ed Benz, who is director of the
Hutchinson Museum in Borger. After
the ceremony, achuckwagon feed will
be heldto raise funds forthe Museum.
Adults may eat for $6.00 each.

The flag project is a two phased
preservation project of the 4th Cavalry
unit to create interest in the Mobeetie
Museum and Old Ft. Elliott. The Cav-

alry unit is the official interpretive unit
for the Old Mobeetie Association.
Phase Il will be the stabilization of the
cedar flag pole, repair and painting.
The project is being sponsored by the
4th Cavalry unit. They are one of three
volunteer cavalry units in the Pan-
handle actively interpreting the cav-
alry story of the Red River Wars here
in 1874.

Walt Davis, Director of the Panhandle

Six Counties To Benefit
From Agri. Assistance

Six Texas counties will benefit from
an agriculture assistance request
which the Consolidated Farm Service
Agency (CFSA) granted for the State
of Oklahoma. That request came on
the heels of damages and losses
caused by hail during the month of
April.

The Texas counties are Clay,
Collingsworth, Hemphill, Lipscomb,
Wheeler and Wichita. Twenty two
Oklahoma counties are also eligible
for assistance through this designa-
tion.

The Consolidated Farm and Rural
Development Act allows that contigu-
ouscounties in adjacent states can be
included for assistance where eligible
family farmers may qualify for emer-
gency loan assistance for physical
and production losses.

The designation allows family-size
farm operators inthe designated coun-
ties in all five states to be considered
forlow-interest emergency loans from
CFSA. CFSAwillreceive and process
emergency loan applications through
May 1, 1996, for physical and produc-
tion losses related to this designation.

CFSA has a variety of farm-loan
programs available, in addition to the
emergency loan program, to assist
eligible farmers to recover from peri-
ods of adversity. Additional informa-
tion and assistance is available through
local CFSA county offices.
