A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your
home by lowering its taxable value. If your home is valued at
$50,000 and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption,

your home will be taxed as if it were worth $35,000.
Who qualifies for an exemption?

Anyone who owned a home on January 1st (and used it as their
primary residence on that date) is entitled to a $/5,000
homestead exemption to lower their school taxes this year . .
. and it doesn't matter if your home is a house, condominium,
or mobile home. (Counties, cities, and special taxing districts
may also offer homestead exemptions.)

Are other exemptions available?

If you're disabled—or if you're 65 years old or older—you are
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on
ryour home. And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption,
you're also entitled to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the
school property taxes on your home. (The ceiling does not
apply to county or city property taxes, and those entitics may
offer other exemptions.) The over-65 homeowner's exemp-
tions and school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving spouse,
if the spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of death and
lives in and owns the home. Over-65 homeowners also may .
transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their
former home's over-65 school tax ceiling, to a new home.

Do | have to apply each year?

No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2000
you won't need toreapply for 2001 unless your chief appraiser
requires it. However, if you haven't received an exemption on
your present home—or if you moved to a new home—you'll
need to file for an exemption for 2001. If you are 65 this year,
you may file for the over-65 exemption up to one year after the
date you turned 65. And if you become disabled during 2000
you need to file for the disabled person's exemption.

Facts About Windbreaks
To Helps Cut Fuel Costs

An unprotected home loses much
more heat on a cold, windy day than
a home on an equally cold, still day.
Infiltration or air leakage can account
for as much as one third of heating
losses in some buildings. Cold out-
side air flows through cracks around
windows anddoors, and even through
pores in walls. Well located trees and
shrubs can intercept the wind and cut
your heating loss.

In addition, multiple row windbreak
can:

* Save Money-The amount of
money saved by a windbreak around
a home will vary depending on the
climate of the area, location of the
home, and what the house is made
of.

* Save Fuel-Studies of windbreaks
show that windbreak can reduce win-
ter fuel consumption by 10 to 30 per-
cent.

* Insulate-Up to one third of the
heat loss from a building may escape
through the walls and roof by conduc-
tion.

* Reduce Wind-Studies of three
row windbreaks, wheretrees were 25
feettall, show thatwind velocities and
the wind chill index were effectively
reduced.

* Filter Air-The height and density
of windbreak trees determines the
amount of air filtration they will pro-
vide. Windbreaks of two to five rows
of trees and shrubs generally provide
good filtration. Evergreen trees pro-
vide the best filtration year round.
Low branching, deciduous tress can
significantly filter the air and reduce
wind speed during spring, summer,
and fall months.

* Protect-Windbreaks will reduce
wind velocity significantly for a dis-
tance 10times the height of the trees.
Thus a windbreak 30 feet high pro-
tects an area extending as far as 300
feet downwind. Maximum protection
is provided within adistance fivetimes
the height of the trees.

Emergency Farm Loans
Are Available Locally

Applications for emergency farm
loans for losses caused by drought
and excessive heat occurring July 1,
2000, and continuing are being ac-
cepted at the Farm Service Agency
(FSA,) offices located in Wheeler and
Clarendon.

Wheeler County is one of fourteen
contiguous counties in Texas recently
named by Secretary of Agriculture
Dan Glickman eligible for loans to
cover part of actual production losses
resulting from the heat and drought.

Larry J. Goetze, Farm Loan Man-
ager said farmers may be eligible for
loans of up to B0 percent of their
actual losses or the operating loan
needed to continue in business,
whicheverisless. Forfarmers unable
to obtain credit from private commer-
cial lenders, the interest is 3.75.

“As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent
loss of production to be eligible for an
FSA emergency loan,” Mr. Goetze
saild. Farmers participating in the
Federal Crop Insurance program will
have to figure in proceeds from those
programs in determining their loss.

“Applications for loans under this
emergency designation will be ac-
cepted until July 2, 2001, but farmers
should apply as soon as possible.
Delaysin applying could create back-
logs in processing and possibly go
over into the new farming season,”
Goetze said.

FSA is a credit agency of the U.S.
Department of Agriculture. Itis autho-
rized to provide disaster emergency
loans to recognize farmers who work
at and rely on farming for a substan-
tial part of their living. Eligibility is
extended to individual farmers who
are U.S. citizens and to farming part-
nerships, corporations or coopera-
tives in which U.S. citizens hold a
maijority interest.

The FSA offices in Wheeler and
Clarendon are open from 8:00a.m. to
5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.
The Wheeler office is located at 114
West Oklahoma and the Clarendon
office is located at 321 Sully.
