era veterans have applied 
for G.l. loans a t the Waco 
Veterans Admmi stration 
Office, Jack Coker, Manager, 
reported.

Some 23,000 have applied 
for educational benefits und­
er the G.l.  B i l l .

Stepped up e ffo r ts  are be­
ing made by the VA and the 
Department of Defense to 
brief returning servicemen 
on veterans benefits, but 
some servicemen, Coker 
pointed out, tend to th ink  of 
veterans bensfits  as some­
thing for older veterans.
Home loans and educational 
allowances, he observed, are 
examples of the types af 
benefits that are of special 
interest to young ex -se rv ice ­
men and women.

These benefits, plus 
most other types of benefits, 
were extended last year to 
a l l  veterans w ith  at least 
181 days ac t ive  service, p ro­
vided some of it was after 
January 31, 1955.

Coker said that the Reg­
ional o f f ice  in Waco is s ta f f­
ed w ith  trained personnel to 
a ss is t  veterans and their 
dependents about ava i lab le  
veterans benef i ts. Those

Ma ior Moore po in ts  out 
that by increasing the speed 
from 65 to 75 miles per hour

motorist r sks a 50c'c increase 
in acc ident i nvolvement and 
a t  80 miles per hour the r isk 
lumps to 90?c.

The fast driver r isks even 
more at night, the Regional 
Comma nd er exp lai ns. A cc i­
dent s ta t is t ic s  show that a 
driver is more l ik e ly  to be­
come involved in an accident 
at any speed at n igh t and at 
55 miles per hour the Occi­
dent rate is nearly two and 
one half times as great as 
dr iv ing  at the same speed in 
the day ti me.

Nightime d r ive rs  are more 
than three times as l ike ly  
to become involved in an 
accident at 65 miles per 
hour than af the same speed 
in day l igh t

Research also shows that 
whi l e a  dr i v er tryi ng to mai n- 
ta in  80 miles per hour through 
traff ic on typ ica l rural high­
ways can cut about 30 per­
cen t from the time required 
for the tr ip at legal speeds, 
h is chances of gett ing k i l le d  
in an automobile mishap in­
crease by at least 400 per­
cent.

In hopes of encouraging 
drivers to stay w ith in  legal 
speed l im its , the DPS is 
p lac ing more patrolmen on 
the roads ond more radar 
units beside highways to 
c lock  the per si stent speeder 
in an e ffo r t  to control speed.

Sorghum • A mite, ca l led  the 
Banks grass mite has moved 
into Vest Texas th is  year.
The Rio Grande V o lley  has 
reported in festa t ions by th is 
mite for the post two years. 
Recent cool weather has 
slowed them down a l i t t le ,  
but several South P la ins  
Counties have reported heavy 
populations.

If heavy populations of 
mites are present during the 
milk or dough stages, econ­
omical I os s can occ ur d ue to 
poorly developed grain. The 
decision to spray to control 
these mites w i l l  depend on 
the number of mites and dam­
age present and the stage of 
the qrain. If the grain has 
50*0 less moisture you ' l l  
probably not lose much grain 
even though there’ s o lo t  of 
mites present. Watch your 
fields c lo  sely. Don Rummel, 
our Area Entomologist, re­
ported that he saw stalks 
appearing to die and dry out 
and fa l l  ing down in some 
fie lds.

Midge Damage; La te  maize 
bloomi ng now or that wi II 
bloom later w i l l  suffer midge 
damage. Producers who have 
la te  maturing grain should 
conduct on automatic spray 
program if top y ie lds  are 
desired. The f i r s t  app l ica t ion  
should be made when approx i­
mately 70*c of the heads hove 
emerged from the boot. Sec- 
cond appl ication should be 
made 3 to 4 days afte r the 
f irs t .  Sevinand toxaphene 
are two effective in s e c t ic i ­
des that may be used.
