The production of crude oil 
and natural gas in 1974 con­
tinued to have a significant 
impact on the economy o f 
Wheeler County, with the 
estimated value o f the countv’ s 
production, royalty payments, 
and state severance taxes 
reaching new highs.

Vlheeler was an of the 197 
counties—an increase af four 
from 1973-which produced ail 
and gas valued in excess of 
$133.000 m a year which saw 
the total value af state pro­
duction jump from just over 
So.7 billion to almost $11.4 
billion. i

The county ranked 91st in 
the state in the total value o f 
petroleum produced-$19.9 
million-with S7. 5 million 
of that coming from the sale 
of 1.1 million barrells o f 
crude o il; $12.4 million from 
the sale of 4 26 million MCF 
of netural gas.

This study by the Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil and Gas 
Association shows also that 
the county’ s petroleum pro­
duction last year resulted in 
the payment of $2. S million 
to roydty owners.

“ Thesefigures, whether 
considered statewide or 
individually in almost 80 
percent o f Texas’ 254 
counties, emphasize the im­
portance o f a healthy petio- 
leum industry in the nd ion ’ s 
No. 1 energy state,”  said 
Shetman Hunt, A Dallas 
independent oil man who is 
president of Texas Mid- 
Continent.

state,”  Hunt said.

The survey also shows 
that the State of Texas re­
ceived $1.3 million in pro­
duction taxes from county 
wells, with $354,003 coming 
from crude o il output aid 
$929,000 from natural gas 
production.

Oil aid gas developers 
and producers spend an esti­
mated $2.1 million drilling 11 
wells in the county last year, 
with 39.1 percent o f that 
figure lost in five dry holes. 
The total drilling yielded one 
oil well and five  gas wells. 
The exploratory effort in the 
county included the drilling 
of six wildcat wells seeking 
new oil and gas fields.

According to the Texas 
Employment Commission,
259 oil and gas industry 
employees wotked in the 
county in 1974 aid shared a 
payroll totalling $26 mill­
ion.

Processing plants also 
added to the county’ s petrol­
eum-related economy: The
Oil and Gas Journal*' 

lists one carbon black 
plant and two natural gaso­
line processing plants, with
a d a ly  capacity o f 27 
million cubic feet.

stored properly.
The nsin point to remember 

is  that cold foods should be 
kept cold, hot foods hot.

Several layers of news­
papers serve as an excellent 
insulator for both hot and 
cold foods. Leakproof con­
tainers wrapped in several 
thicknesses of newspaper 
and tied or taped to secure 
the ends and prevent heat 
or cold from escaping will 
keep well for three to four 
hours.

Without sai insulated bag or 
wide-mouthed vacuum jar, it 
is  probably best to take a- 
long foods that do not need 
to be kept hot. Hot main 
dishes prepared with meet, 
fish, eggs or mayonnaise 
must be kept hot to prevent 
spoilage and food poisoning.

Sandwiches can be prepared' 
in advance and individually 
wrapped or the Viakings’ 
carried in plastic containers 
to make the sandwiches just 
before eating.
