The Old Mobestie Texas Associa-
tion is sponsoring an art contest to
select two pieces of art work.

rial United States Postal Service
stamp cancellation for Hidetown Sta-
tion that will be open for one day only
onJune 29, 1996, at the Old Mobeetie
Texas Association Jail Museum. A
second selection will become the
cover of a historical booklet that will
be available on June, 29, 1996 dur-
ing Wheeler County Heritage Day--
"Hidetown, The Turning Point." The art
work chosen will commemorate
Hidetown, a camp that served as a
central meeting place for buffalo hunt-
ers to gather for shipping their buffalo
hides to Dodge City for sale and to
acquire provisions for hunting trips.
Established on the Sweetwater Creek
in the early 1870s prior to the estab-
lishment of Fort Elliott, hunters
brought buffalo hides to be dried,
baled and picked up by wagon freight-
ers and merchants like Robert Wright,
Charles Rath, W.M.D. Lee, and P. G.
Reynolds, Dodge City entrepreneurs.
As many as 150,000 hides were
claimed to have been bought by the
Hidetown merchants. The art work
must be black and white, pen and ink,
and 5 x 7 inches in size. The subject
matter should reflect the life and pur-
pose of Hidetown which was to ac-
commodate the buffalo hunter who
faced danger from the environment
and Native Americans as they pur-
sued the United States policy of rid-
ding the Plains of buffalo in order to
accommodate the settlement of the
region by cattlemen and farmers.

All entries must be received by
March 25, 1996. Each entry must be
accompanied by name, address and

telephone number. Proof of age may
be required. Eligible entries must be
the original creation of the entrant and
must not have been published previ-
ously. All art work must be signed by
the artist.

TAX DEFERRAL
AVAILABLE FOR
ELDERLY TAXPAYERS

Texans age 65 or older can postpone paying delinquent or
current property taxes on their homestead residence by sign-

ing a deferral affidavit.

This special form of tax relief can also halt a lawsuit already:
filed to collect delinquent property taxes if the owner files
the deferral affidavit with the court in which the suit 1s pend-

ing.

Once a homeowner files an over-65 tax deferral affidavit with
the appraisal district, no taxing unit can initiate or pursue a
suit for delinquent taxes as long as that person lives in that

l homestead.

While tax deferral postpones paying delinquent taxes on a
homestead, it does not cancel the taxes nor keep delinquent
interest from building up. When the elderly taxpayer no longer:
owns or lives in the home the accrued amounts become due.
Taxing units can then sue to collect all tax and interest.

While a penalty may not be imposed during the deferral pe- §
riod, the filing of the deferral affidavit does not forgive pen- §
alties already due. Also, an additional penalty associated with
referring the account to a delinquent tax attorney may be
charged if taxes remain delinquent more than 90 days after

the deferral ends.
