Stress Awareness Month 
You're probably thinking, every month is Stress Awareness 

Month. In this time and world we live in it's quiet easy to be 
stressed. Stress was created to help the human body get through 
life's turbulence. When danger is sensed, the body's natural 'light 
or flight" response kicks in, as a way to prepare itself for battle. 
The adrenal glands kick into action, flooding the bloodstream with 
high doses of adrenaline to give the body energy. 

Heart rate quickens and blood flow increases, giving the body's 
major organs and muscles more oxygen. Endorphins are released 
to work as natural painkillers.
