As Veterans' Day nears, Novem-

ber 11, 2001, I find myself thinking of 
the many veterans, who have been 
overlooked and/or forgotten. How 
many of us personally, express our 
appreciation for the price they paid 
for our country's freedom? (Yes, I 
know the federal holiday is Novem-
ber 12.) 

I read an interesting act the other 
day. The VFW article said, "Of 
America's 24 million veterans, ap-
proximately one out of every three is 
now 65 years old or older." Another 
fact according to a state agency, is 
that one does not have veteran sta-
tus as long as one is active in the 
military service. 

I looked up facts in a couple of en-
cyclopedias at our public library the 
other day about Veteran's Day. I'm 
computer illiterate, and don't care. 
This is what I found and already 
knew. Some don't seem to know, so 
read on. 

Veteran's Day honors men and 
women, who have served in the 
United States armed forces. It is a 
legal federal holiday throughout the 
United States. 

In 1919, President Woodroe Wil-
son proclaimed November 11 as Ar-
mistice Day to commemorate the 
signing on November 11, 1918, of the 
armistice that brought an end to 
World War I. This was to be a re-
minder to Americans of the tragedies 
of war. 

A law adopted in 1938 made the 
day a federal holiday. In 1954, Presi-
dent Dwight D. Eisenhower signed an 
act of Congress changing the name 
to Veteran's Day to honor all United 
States Veterans. 

New legislation enacted in 1968 
changed the date of the federal holi- 
day to the fourth Monday in October, 
effective in 1971. Thus from 1971 
through 1977, Veteran's Day was cel-
ebrated on the fourth Monday in Oc-
tober. 

I am very proud of the Veterans 
Memorial on the courthouse square.

Our family moved from Hammon 

to Forgan when Forgan was the end 
of the railroad. It was a bustling, busy 
town. 

Mary and Bernard Savage, my 
parents, had only three children then: 
Lorena, Eugene and Glena Belle. 
Later additions were Iris, Lew, Mary 
Nell, Ted and Marge. 

We three young children were on 
the train with our parents, on the way 
to Forgan from Hammon. We were 
sitting in the train seat with Papa. 

When we were at home Mama had 
a big chair that just fit us all for story 
time. Glena Belle was on Mama's lap, 
Eugene perched on one arm of the 
chair and I on the other. But the train 
ride was special. Mama was resting, 
tired from getting us all ready for the 
long train trip from Hammon to 
Forgan. 

As soon as the train got going we 
got hungry. 

"Let's eat some chicken. Mama put 
some chicken in that shoe box for our 
lunch." 

"Your mother wouldn't want you to 
eat so soon," Papa answered. 

"My stomach is growling so loud," 
spoke up Eugene, who was always 
hungry. 

"How would you like to divide an 
apple'?" 

"I'd rather have chicken!" Eugene 
answered. 

"The chicken is strictly for supper. 
It's an apple or nothing." 

"If that's the way it is—give me an 
apple." 

"Remember to say please." 
"Yes sir!" 
Pioneer children were taught good 

manner and respect for the elders. 
We stopped in Woodward, In the 

train station they have a new fangled 
toilet. The water was in a water bowl 
way up high. You pulled a long strong 
string to make it flush. It made a ter-
rible noise. Eugene and I had fun 
pulling the string and listening to the 
water roar. 

In those early pioneer days it was 
not the custom to "eat out." Every re-
spectable housewife fed her family 
three squares a day, even if it were 
salt pork and white gravy. 

When the family traveled Mama 
always prepared a good lunch. And 
the favorite food was fried chicken. 
Usually carried in a shoe box. Papa 
stood up in the wobbly train and took 
his pocket knife out of his pocket. We 
watched him peel the apple for we 
had never seen him peel an apple at 
home. Men did not do kitchen work 
at this time. 

The big red apple smelled good. It 
had come from our store in Hammon 
and was as pretty as the ones the 
news butch had in his basket. 

It was fun to watch the news butch 
walk down the aisle and sell his 
wares. He had little glass trains filled 
with red hots. Papa said they were to 
expensive for us. 

Papa peeled the apple and let curls 
of apple peeling fall on the floor. They 
looked pretty. 

Then he carefully sliced the apple, 
held the slender, thin slice in his hand 
and offered a slice to each child, 
much like a Papa bird feeds his ba-
bies. 

"Yum! Yumn! good!; Even the 
chicken won't be this good, said 
Lorena. 

"How many pieces of apple can I 
have?" asked Eugene. 

"Don't be a pig," Papa said in a 
stern voice. 

Five minutes later all of us children 
threw our left over apples on the floor, 
half eaten. 

Papa was cross. 
"You children have eaten only half 

of your apples. Some day you'll be 
hungry. Pick up your left over apple 
and go to the wash room. Rinse your 
apple. I'll save it for you until supper 
time." 

He put the washed apple back in 
the paper sack carefully.
