Mayor Wanda Herd called the 

regular meeting to order at 6:45 
P.m, 

Claudine Finsterwald adminis-
tered the oath of office to Mayor 
Wanda Herd and Council mem-
bers Jay Randels and Bob McCain. 

Walter Simmons made motion 
seconded by Bob McCain to ap-
prove the minutes of previous 
meetings as written. The motion 
carried unanimously. 

Jay Randels made motion sec-
onded by Bob McCain to pay the 
bills as presented. The motion 
carried. 

Scott Honeyfield of Parkhill 
Smith and Cooper discussed fund-
ing possibilities for a well to be 
drilled on the land in which Mr. 
Clepper had given the City the 
water rights. Jay Randels made 
motion seconded by Barbra 
Koelzer to apply for a grant in the 
amount of $250,000.00 from the 
Texas Community Development 
Block Program. The motion car-
ried unanimously. 

Bob McCain made the motion 
seconded by Walter Simmons to 
apply fora low interest loan through 
the Texas Water Development 
Board to fund the construction of 
the well and pipelines on the 
Clepper Place. The motion carried 
unanimously. 

Frank Clymer reported on the 
activities of the City employees. 
He stated that according to TNRCC 
intruder-resistant fences with lock-
able gates must be contructed 
around the water storage tanks. 

Charles Kuntz presented re-
ceipts and disbursements and dis-
cussed same. 

The matter of the water bill for 
Britt Field was discussed. Charles 
Kuntz stated that it had been taken 
care of. 

Ellis of Canyon and the Rev. David 
Myer of Groves officiating. Ar-
rangements are by Wright Funeral 
Home.

Walter Simmons made the mo-
tion seconded by Bob McCain to 
approve the agreement providing 
for subdivision regulation by the 
municipality with the extraterrito-
rial jurisdiction of the municipality 
with Wheeler County. The motion 
carried. 

Jimmy Hill made the motion sec-
onded by Jay Randels to appoint 
Ken Daughtry as Emergency Man-
agement Coordinator for the City 
of Wheeler and Wheeler County. 
He will be required to obtain 180 
hours of schooling which is paid by 
FEMA including transportation and 
motel expenses. The Council ap-
proved a $25.00 per diem for 
meals, plus agreed to pay him 
$10.00 per hour for his time and 
effort getting things set up. The 
costs will be shared equally be-
tween the county and the city. 

The meeting was adjourned at 
8:12 p.m.

Harral. To leave what I had worked 
hard to establish in Wichita was a 
difficult decision, but I'm anxious 
to follow a life-long dream by open-
ing my own practice in a smaller 
town." 

Lobaugh began his military and 
medical careers simultaneously. 
"Due to my deep religious convic-
tions, I look at medicine as a min-
istry." He attended medical school 
through the Air Force's Health Pro-
fessions Scholarship Program. 
Upon graduation he had a four-
year Air Force e commitment, 
which he served at McConnell 
AFB, Wichita, Kansas. During his 
tenure, he was deployed in sup-
port of Operation Desert Storm to 
Germany for 2.5 months and later 
deployed to the King Khalid Medi-
cal Complex (a tent city triage cen-
ter) to assist in evacuating stable 
casualties to the German facility. 
He also had the unique experi-
ence of evacuating nearly 30 Iraqi 
POWs whose injuries were not 
severe, but whose nutritional sta-
tus and morale were in ruins. 

"The whole experience was in-
teresting. As we prepared to leave 
for Desert Storm, I realized my 
whole life boiled down to three 
military "A" bags." On their way to 
the war zone, the medical person-
nel landed in England. Ironically, 
while the group stood at the road-
side, an out-of-control car nearly 
ran them down. "We were almost 
killed before even getting to the 
war," said Lobaugh. 

Lobaugh began his Kansas Air 
National Guard in 1995. At the 
same time he entered the Guard, 
he began his obstetrics residency, 
joining the staff of the Wichita Clinic 
upon completion in 1998. He made 
the career change because he 
found the whole reproductive 
growth process to be fascinating. 
"The unique part of obstetrics is 
you have a role in preventative 
primary care, as well as deliveries 
and surgeries." 

The Air National Guard has been 
very supportive of Lobaugh's civil-
ian practice, and has allowed him 
the flexibility to attend to his unpre-
dictable civilian schedule. He en-
joys parenting Christa 20, Lizzy 
18, and Kurt 17. He looks forward 
to a long future serving the needs 
of the Pampa community.

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Property Tax Protest and 
Appeal Procedures 

The law gives property owners the right io protest 
actions concerning their property tax appraisals. You 
may follow these appeal procedures if you have a 
concern about: 

• the market or special appraised value placed on 
your property 

• the unequal appraisal of your property 
• the inclusion of your property on the appraisal 

roll 
• any exemptions that may apply to you 
• the qualification for an agricultural or timber 

appraisal 
• the taxable status of your property 
• the local governments which should be taxing 

your property 
• the ownership of property 
• the change of use of land receiving special ap-

praisal 
• any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal 

district or appraisal review board that applies to 
and adversely affected you.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board 
It you can't resolve your problem informally with the 
county appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have 
your case heard by the appraisal review board (ARB). 

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that 
reviews problems with appraisals or other concerns 
listed above. It has the power to order the CAD to 
make the necessary changes to solve problems. If 
you file a written request for an ARB hearing (called 
a notice of protest) before the deadline, the ARB will 
set your case for a hearing. You'll receive written 
notice of the time, date and place of the hearing. If 
necessary, you may request a hearing in the evening, 
Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you may 

ask to review ihe evidence the CAD will use to 
uphold their determination. The CAD may ask you 
for a copy of the evidence you plan to present. The 
hearing will be informal. You or a designated agent 
may appear in person to present evidence or you 
may send notarized evidence for the ARB to re-
view at your hearing. The CAD representative will 
present evidence about your case. You may cross-
examine the CAD representative. The ARB will 
make its decision based on the evidence presented. 
The CAD has the burden of establishing the 
property's value by a preponderance of the evi-
dence presented. You can get a copy of a protest 
form from the appraisal district office at 402 South 
Main in Wheeler. 

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB members 
outside of the hearing. The law requires ARB 
members to sign an affidavit saying that they 
haven't talked about your case before the ARB 
hears it. 

Review by the District Court 
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you 
a copy of its order by certified mail. If you're not 
satisfied with the decision, you have the right to 
appeal to district court. If you choose to go to court, 
you must start the process by filing a petition within 
45 days of the date you receive the ARB's order. 

Tax Payment 
If you appeal and your case is pending, you must 
pay the lesser of the amount of taxes due on the 
portion of the taxable value not in dispute or the 
amount of taxes due on the property under the order 
from which the appeal is taken.

You can also get a 
pamphlet describing how to prepare a protest from 
the appraisal di strict or from the State Comptroller's 
Property Tax Division at P.O. Box 13528, Austin, 
Texas 78711-3522. 

Deadline for Filing Protests 
with the ARB* 

Usual Deadline 
On or before May 31 (or 30 days after a notice of 
appraised value was mailed to you, whichever is 
later). 

Late protests arc allowed if you miss the usual 
deadline for good cause. Good cause is some reason 
beyond your control, like a medical emergency. The 
ARE decides whether you have good cause. 

Late protests are due the day before the appraisal 
review board approves records for the year. Contact 
your appraisal district for more information. 

Special Deadlines 
For change of use (the appraisal district informed you 
that you are losing agricultural appraisal because you 

changed the use of your land), the deadline is 
before the 30th day after the notice of the determi-
nation was mailed to you. 

For ARB changes (the ARB has informed you of a 
change that increases your tax liability and the 
change didn't result from a protest you filed), the 
deadline is before the 30th day after the notice of 
the determination was mailed to you. 

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB should 
_ have sent you a notice and did not, you may file a 

protest until the day before taxes become delin-
quent (usually February I). The ARB decides 
whether it will hear your case based on evidence 
about whether a required notice was mailed to you. 

*The deadline is postponed to the next business day if it falls on a weekend or holiday.

Avoiding ticks best way to pre-
vent diseases they carry 

The weather is warm. The days 
are long. Both animals 

and people are in the country-
side. 

It's tick time in Texas. 
Ticks are often found in the same 

spots that people like to visit -
wooded, brushy and grassy ar-
eas. And they often land on ani-
mals as well. 

A bite from an infected tick can 
cause illnesses such as Lyme dis-
ease, Rocky Mountain spotted fe-
ver, human ehrlichiosis and tula-
remia. With prompt medical atten-
tion, these illnesses can almost 
always be successfully treated. But 
if people do not recognize the 
symptoms and seek treatment, the 
illnesses can be serious, even fa-
tal. 

The tick most likely to carry dis-
ease in Texas is the lone star tick, 
common throughout the south and 
central United States, according 
to Jane Mahlow, a veterinarian 
and director of the Zoonosis Con-
trol Division at the Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH). "This tick, 
which is about the size of a water-
melon seed, will readily feed on 
human blood," she said. 

Other tick species prefer attach-
ing to animals and staying there. 

The most frequently diagnosed 
lick-borne problem in the country 
is Lyme disease, a bacterial infec-
tion that can cause skin, joint, heart 
and nervous system problems. 
Named after the town of Lyme in 
Connecticut where it was first de-
scribed in 1976, the disease usu-
ally begins with flu-like symptoms 
such as fatigue, headache, fever, 
stiff neck and joint pain. Occasion-
ally there may be skin lesions or 
rashes, usually around the site of 
the tick bite. 

Untreated, Lyme disease can 
result in severe damage to joints, 
the heart and nervous system. 
Studies show that from 1 percent 
to 2 percent of ticks in Texas carry 
the organism that causes the dis-
ease. From 1990 through 2000, 
more than 2,200 possible cases of 
Lyme disease were reported in 
Texas. Of these, 732 cases were 
confirmed. 

Symptoms of Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever and human 
ehrlichiosis include headaches, 
muscle aches and high fever. A  

measles-like rash also may be 
present. 

Tularemia is a bacterial disease 
affecting animals and humans, 
usually transmitted through a bite 
from an infected tick. It also can be 
spread through contact with blood 
or tissue from infected animals or 
by handling or eating undercooked 
rabbit meat. 

Symptoms of tularemia include 
fever, an ulcerative skin sore and 
painful swollen lymph glands. If 
the organism is ingested, the per-
son may have a threat infection, 
abdominal pain, diarrhea and vom-
iting. 

Antibiotics are used to treat tick-
borne diseases. 

"Avoiding ticks is always the best 
prevention for any of these dis-
eases," Mahlow said. "Keep fleas 
and ticks off pets and discourage 
unwanted animals such as rats, 
mice and stray dogs and cats 
around the home," she said. 

To protect yourself from ticks: 
x If you are in an area with 

ticks, check your body carefully for 
them every few hours. Ticks are 
small and easy to miss. They can 
attach to any part of the body -
head to toe. 

x Stay on trails outdoors; avoid 
areas of overgrown brush and tall 
grasses. 

x Wear light-colored clothes to 
easily spot ticks. Protect skin from 
tick bites by wearing a hat, long-
sleeved shirt and long pantstucked 
into boots or socks. 

X Use insect repellent contain-
ing DEET (chemical name, N, N- 
diethyl-meta-toluamide) 	or 
permethrin (follow package direc-
tions). 

If you find a tick on your skin, 
remove it right away. To remove 
an attached tick, use tweezers to 
grasp the tick at the skin surface. If 
tweezers are not available, use a 
tissue to protect fingers from pos-
sible exposure to the tick's body 
fluids. With a steady motion, gen-
tly pull the tick straight out. Do not 
crush the tick's body. Have pa-
tience; it may take time to remove 
the tick properly. Ticks should be 
removed from pets using the same 
technique or by using a tick dip. 

Using petroleum jelly or touch-
ing the tick with a hot match may 
be common practices but are not 
the best procedures, Mahlow said. 

Live ticks may be submitted for 
identification and testing to the TDH  

laboratory. They should be put in a 
small container such as an old pill 
bottle with the captightly on. Never 
mail ticks loose in an envelope. 
Call the TDH laboratory at 512-
458-7615 for information on the 
proper way to submit live ticks. 

People with flu-like symptoms 
following contact with a tick should 
get medical attention as soon as 
possible.

Ranch Estate Planning 
Seminar August 4-5 
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"A properly drawn estate plan 
may save many ranch families over 
$200,000 in estate taxes." This 
statement made by Wayne A. 
Hayenga, Texas Extension Econo-
mist and Attorney, assumes a lot 
of information: a married couple 
who "like each other" and want to 
care for each other, who have a 
ranch worth $1 million or more, 
and want to pass it on to their 
children. 

This is an eye opening fact for 
many ranchers. In fact, many 
people only worry about estate 
planning if they hear of a friend's 
"problem" in selling a ranch to pay 
estate taxes. "But," Hayenga con-
tinued, "for many families the es-
tate tax savings are not as large as 
income tax savings if they have a 
properly prepared estate plan." 

A11/2 day seminartalking about 
these complicated tax topics will 
be held at College Station on Au-
gust 4 and 5, 2002, at Texas A&M 
University in conjunction with the 
Annual Beef Cattle Shortcourse. 

The seminar is structured to help 
ranchers learn how to lower their 
tax burden and ease administra-
tive burdens that affect passing 
their estates to their loved ones. In 
addition to discussing estate plan-
ning systems, tax savings possi-
bilities will be discussed using cor-
porations, partnerships and trusts 
when family members are involved 
in the business. 

Making gifts to avoid estate taxes 
will be discussed also. "There are 
three problems with making gifts--
the first is dying poor; the second 
is the adverse income tax conse-
quences the gift can cause the 
recipient; the third is when some-
body other than your intended 
beneficiary ultimately gets the 
gifted property." 

Two problems that affect family 
operations--planning for inflation 
and growth needs of the business 
will be discussed. Another topic, 
how to be fair among all children 
when one child is interested in the 
ranch and others are not, will be 
addressed. 

The speaker, Wayne A. 
Hayenga, is a Professor and Ex-
tension Specialist with Texas Co-
operative Extension. An agricul-
tural economist and attorney, Dr. 
Hayenga works extensively with 
farmers, ranchers and family-
owned firms in financial, business 
and estate tax planning. He is a 
member of the Texas and Ameri-
can Bar Associations and the 
American Agricultural Law Asso-
ciation. He is active in the Agricul-
tural Law Committee of the State-
Bar of Texas. 

Dr. Hayenga is an excellentcom-
municator. He delivers atop-notch 
educational program, emphasiz-
ing key points with an entertaining 
style, illustrating estate and income 
talelaw provisions with practical 
examples that make learning a 
pleasure.
