There are about 
88,000 personalized plates on the 
road in Texas today, making it the 
state's most visible specialty li-
cense plate. 

"Personalized plates display 
unique messages about the driv-
ers who own them," said Mike 
Behrens, TxDOT executive direc-
tor. "Their popularity contines to 
grow." 

The personalized plate now fea-
tures a new colorful design con-
taining a state flag at the top of the 
plate and the slogan "The Lone 
Star State" across the bottom. They 
are produced using a diginal manu-
facturing process. 

Personalized plates are avail-
able through TxDOT or county tax 
off ices for $40 per year, in addition 
to regular registration fees. Other 
specialty, organizational and 
collegiate plates can also be per-
sonalized. 

Money raised from the sale of 
these plates goes to the state's 
General Revenue Fund, where it 
is used for various state services 
and programs. In a one-year pe-
riod ending on August 31, 2002, 
personalized plates accounted for 
approximately $3.5 million of that 
fund. 

Personalized license plates, 
accommodate up to six alpha or 
numerical characters. Motorists 
can purchase a set of personal-
ized plates at anytime, regardless 
of when vehicle registration ex-
pires.

Insect and mite pest problems 

have been virtually nonexistent in 
the 2002-2003 wheat crop. Only 
an occasional greenbug, army 
cutworm and bird cherry-oat aphid 
have been reported. However we 
are at that time of year when green-
bug can rapidly increase and army 
cutworm become more obvious. 
Heavy greenbug infestations of-
ten occur in March which is also 
the time army cutworm can reach 
their maximum size of 1 to 1 1/4 
inches. 

Check the underside of lower 
leaves for developing greenbug 
populations. Damage symptoms 
develop as off-color, yellow or red-
dish spots with a field. As green-
bugs increase infested leaves turn 
yellow and then brown and gradu-
ally die. 

Army cutworm feed on leaves 
but on sunny days, they conceal 
themselves in the soil and under 
debris in the field. The economic 
threshold for army cutworm in small 
wheat is 4 to 5 worms per square 
foot. Vigorous, well tittered wheat 
where growing conditions are good 
can tolerate higher infestation lev-
els.
