Applications for assistance in the
disaster stricken counties will be ac-
cepted by Farmers Home until 11-28-
92 for physical and production losses.

FmHA loans covering actual physi-
cal and production losses may be
used to replace Installations, equip-
ment or buildings (including homes)
lost through this disaster. Funds may
be used to buy fee, seed, fertilizer,
livestock or to meet interest and de-
preciation payments on current real
estate and chattel debts.

“Funds can be used for essential
operating and living costs,” John D.
Wolf, Il Said.

Applicants that certify that other
credit is not available may receive
loans covering actual losses at an
interest rate of 4.5 percent and are
scheduledforrepayment as rapidly as
feasibly consistent withthe applicant’s
ability to pay.

To be eligible for an emergency
loan, an applicant must have suffered
losses from the disaster.

FROM THE MINISTER’S DESK:
Franklin D. Roosevelt, the thirty-
second President of the United States,
was the son of a prominent family who
lived in Hide Park, New York. He
attended the finestschools in New York
and became ahighly sophisticated man.
After a fine political career, he was
elected President of the United States
in March of 1933. He served as Presi-
dentuntil hisdeathin April of 1945. He
was the first man to ever be elected to
more than two Presidential terms.

During anews briefing inone ofhis
four terms as President, his aide was
asked by anewspaperreporter whatthe
name of the President’s favorite song
was, The imitated and harassed aide
thoughtlessly replied: “’Home on the
Range’, I think." But “Home on the
Range” was not the favorite song of the
sophisticated President. Yet it was re-
ported by newspapers throughout the
nation that it was.

As a result when President
Roosevelt would make a public ap-
pearance during his Presidency, the
orchestra would often play his “favor-
ite song”, “Home on the Range”. Presi-
dent Roosevelt would enthusiastically
thump his cane on the floor and laugh,
enjoying a conception that was falsely
believed about him.

This little historical story can be
used to illustrate an important obliga-
tion that disciples of Jesus have. Since
Jesus said: “—Youshall know the truth,
and the truth shall make you free—"
His disciples seek to learn and to prac-

tice truth. For this reason, it is impera-
tive that they are able to distinguish
between truth that Jesus taught and the
traditions that are taught by men.

To make this distinction, it is nec-
essary that the disciples of Jesus
expositionally study the Bible not
impositionally. When  they
expositionally study, the disciples of
Jesus strive to learn what the Bible
truly says. They do not study to reaf-
firm their preconceived beliefs and
prejudices. They study to learn truth.

In such a study there are two guide-
lines that disciples of Jesus should
follow. These two guidelines are: —

1. Several good translations of the
Bible should be studied before a com-
mentary is studied. A commentary is a
good and usefulresource in Bible study,
but is should always be a secondary
resource. When a commentary is the
primary resource in Bible study, pre-
conceived ideas can be easily devel-
oped which will distort truth.

2. The Bible should be contextu-
ally studied. When it is not contextu-
ally studied, Biblical texts will be-
come pretexts, teaching almost any-
thing imagineable.

Like newspaperreporters, disciples
of Jesus should seek to learn. Then
they can “—contend earnestly for the
faith which was once for all delivered
to the saints”, rejecting the traditions
that are taught by men.
