Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers
to pay property taxes based upon the “production value”
of their land rather than on market value. This “productiv-
ity appraisal” means qualified land is taxed based on its
ability to produce crops, livestock or timber—not on its
value on the real estate market. And it can mean substan-

When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you
are a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal
district by April 30 to take advantage of this benefit on your
2005 property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you
have a good reason and ask for it by April 30. If you miss
this deadline, you may still be able to apply, but you will
pay a penalty. Check with your appraisal district office.

Do you need to reapply annually?

If your land already receives agricultural or timber pro-
ductivity appraisal, you normally don’'t need to reapply
unless the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new
application is required, the appraisal district will notify

Each year Top O' Texas
CattleWomen honor a farming/
ranching family during Ag Week. A
week is set aside as Ag Week
each year to call attention to the
contributions of our family farmers
and ranchers who contribute to
the well-being of our national
economy and stability of food and
fiber in our communities.

We rely on agriculture for the
necessities of life. From beef and
pork to cotton and corn, agricul-
ture is working harder than ever to
meet the needs of Americans and
others around the world. Ameri-
can agriculture is doing it better
and more effectively.

One family who is doing this and
has for a long time is the John
Spearmanfamily of Pampa, Texas.
The Spearman family ranching
operation began in 1911 by John
R. Spearman IIl. That year, he
came to Grey County to work the
wheat harvest and stayed. He be-
gan renting landto farm for himself
until he purchased the original
home place in 1928. He raised
Hereford Cattle and farmed wheat
and red top cane.

John Spearman IV began oper-
ating the farm and ranch after his
father's death in 1944. John mar-
ried Angela Duncan in 1952. An-
gelaisfromanotherlongtime Gray
County family. Her grandfather,
J.N. Duncan, was the first mayor
of Pampa. John and Angela have
4 children: John R., Margaret,
Melinda, and Jay. John and all of
his children are graduates of Texas
Tech University. All of the children
and their families live in Pampa/
Miami area except Margaret who
lives in Wyoming with husband
Steve Horne.

At present, John, John R., and
Jay areinvolved in the family busi-
ness. Thebusinessesinvolved are:
Spearman Ranch, Spearman
Cattle Co., and J.&J. Farms. Their
operation has grown through the
years and they have continued to
purchase and lease land. They
operate land in Gray and Roberts
counties. The original home place

Is approximately halfway between
Pampa and Miami and the center
of the families operation.

They run a diversified operation
with cow/calf, stocker cattle, as
well as feedlot cattle. They also
grow wheat, milo, soybean, cot-
ton, and hay. They are involved in
no till farming practices, crop rota-
tion, and pasture rotation. Some
pastures are not grazed during the
summer to improve the grass. In
the cow/calf operation the calves
are weaned and wintered on wheat
and moved to grass for the sum-
mer. They retain ownership of

raised cattle fed in commercial
feedlots for about 120 days. They
purchase 4501to 500 pound steers
and summer them in commercial
feedlots. These days they use 4
wheelers as often as they do their
horses to gather the cattle. They
have 2 registered brands. Oneis a
3 which has been used on the
ranch since 1945, The otheris a -
S.

Everyone participates in this
farming/ranching operation. John
R, and Jay each have 2 sons and
onedaughter. The sons arevitalin
helping work the land and cattle
and were driving tractors long be-
fore they had driver's license.

The Spearmans are active in
water conservation. John, Sr.,
served on the board of directors of
the Panhandle Groundwater Con-
servation Districtfor 28 years, serv-
ing as president many of those
years. John R. is currently serving
on the board of directors. John
drilled his first irrigation well in
1956. Currently all their irrigation
is through center pivot systems.

They have belonged to the
Texas Southwest Cattle Raisers
Association since 1949. They are
also members of the Texas Cattle
Feeders Association. John's
mother, Ruth Spearman, was a
charter member of the Top O
Texas Cowbelles (which later be-
came Top O'Texas CattleWomen).
Angela, daughter Melinda, and
daughters-in-law Janis and Lisa
arealsomembersof Top O' Texas
CattleWomen,.

In 1995, John, John R., and Jay
were honored at the Ft. Worth
Stock Show by the Fort Worth Star
Telegram as "Texas Best in Corn
and Other Feed Grains".

All of John and Angela's nine
grandchildren areclosein age and
the best of friends.
