Richard Smith

Richard Smith was born in
Beckenham, Kent, England in
1971. One day, at the age of five,
Richard was watching his father
fingerpick "Down South Blues” (an
Atkins-Travis recording) on his
guitar. The boy begged his dad to
show him howto play it, and finally
he did. Despite the fact that Rich-
ard is left-handed and his dad's
right-handed guitar was not de-
signed fortiny hands, by the end of
that day, Richard learned and
played both the chords and the
melody. Within no time, the tod-
dleroutstripped his dad’s six-string
prowess and it was clear to allwho
saw or heard him play that Richard
was one of those rare phenomena
— a child prodigy.

Concentrating initially on the
music his father loved —the coun-
try picking of Chet Atkins and Merle
Travis — young Richard digested
everything he heard, learning even
the most complicated of these
tunes with ease, and confounded
everyone with his dexterity. It
seemed that, not only did the boy
possess amazing physical skill,
but a photographic musical
memory as well. Often, a single
hearing was all it took to get a
piece under his fingers.

Richard first met his hero, the
‘Godfather” of finger style guitar,
Chet Atkins when he was only
eleven and was invited by Chet to
play with him on stage at Her Maj-
esty Theatre in London in front of

@ an audience of about a thousand.

He played Chet's arrangement of
“Whispering”, and Chet played
along with him. Then the audience
went mad and Chet asked him to
play another one. Before Richard
could decide what to play, some-
one shouted “Little Rock Getaway”,
and Richard played Chet's ar-
rangement of it while Chet, not
playing this time watched him in
amazement playing to a stunned
and appreciative audience. By the
time he reached his early twen-
ties, both Chet Atkins and Jerry
Reed began to refer to Richard
Smith as their "Hero” — and still
do.

There seems to be no limit to
Richard's ability to quickly master
whatever guitar style captures his
fancy. The complex styles of many

Any child who will be five years
old on or before Sept. 1, of this
year is eligible to attend kindergar-
ten. Any child who will be 4 years
old on orbefore Sept. 1 of this year
may attend pre kindergarten at
Wheeler ISD.

The State of Texas requires
these things for a child to be
registered in Public School: 1.
Copy of Child's Official State

card for record keeping purposes.

Registration packets forchildren
who will be attending the Wheeler
ISD Pre K or Kindergarten during
this school year are available and
may be picked up in the hall out-
side the Superintendent’'s Office
on business days.

The esti-
mated length of time needed to

Summer Heat Can
Be Hard On Tires

Summer heat can be hard on
vehicle tires

It may be summer time, but the
"living" is not easy for your tires.
Motorists should use caution dur-
ing the summer to make sure their
vehicles are in shape.

According to a 2004 study con-
ducted by the Rubber Manufactur-
ers Association, only 16 percent of
Texas drivers properly check their
tires - leaving 84 percent who are
asking for trouble.

Research sponsored by the tire
industry group shows that 32 per-
cent of drivers in Texas wrongly
believe that the best time to check
their tires is when they are warm
afterbeing driven for at least a few
miles. Actually, tires should be
checked before you hit the road.

TxDOT is reminding motorists
that underinflated tires combined
with hotweatherand afully-loaded
vehicle can lead to tire failure.
Underinflated tires generate ex-
cessive heat, which can be dan-
gerous.
