“It is an
ideal way to irrigate a garden Yo
lose no water by evaporation and you
do not have to stir the soil after each
irrigation.

Too rapid water
ing has the same effect as not wat
ering enough in surface irrigation.

Buy your seed in bulk
from a reliable In this
way vou can plant again if the gard-
en is destroyed, as well as make two
or three plantings

Plant varieties that do well in this
section of the state. The following
were suggested last year, were tried
out and found to be very good: Gi-
ant Southern curled mustard, Sho-
goin turnips are best resistant,
Lucillious chard, Hansen and Icebergs
for head lettuce and Black Seeded
Simpson for later bunch kind.

Plant three varieties of cabbage to
have cabbage all the time, Stein’s
Flat Dutch, Early Jersey Wakefield
and Copenhagen Market; common
Pinto beans for hardiness. For a bet-
ter product use Burpee's stringless
green pod and Refugee or 1000-to-1.
Use Detroit Dark Red for the best
beets, but Eclipse and Crosby's Egyp-
tian are earlier.
