The J. C. Wooldridge Lumber com-
pany plant in Shamrock suffered a
loss of approximately $25,000 Tues-
day afternoon, when fire of unde-
termined origin wiped out the yard
and contents. Nearby buildings were
seriously threatened with total de-
struction, but strenuous efforts of
fire fighters held the damage to a
minimum.

A large number of volunteers
joined the fire department in an ef-
fort to prevent the flames from
spreading throughout the north part
of Shamrock. The fire started about
3:30 o’clock.

Flames broke out on one of the
gasoline pumps of the B. C. D. Ser
vice Station, east of the lumber yard,
but the fire was put out before seri-
ous damage was done to the station.
The Baptist Church, across the
strcet north of the yard, was badly
damaged on the outside. Other
buildings north of the yard that
were damaged were occupied by
Wheeler County Hatchery, Justice
of Peace Bigler and Gulf Auto Sup-
ply Company.

Telephone communication was in-
terrupted over the entire city im-
mediately after the fire started. The
Southwestern Bell Telphone Com-
pary office is located less than a
block from the yard.
