Briscoe Youth Victim
of Firecracker Blast

12-year-old Son of Mr. and Mrs. L. V.
Sivage Loses Sight of
Right Eye

Olaf, 12-year-old son of Mr. and
Mrs. L. V. Sivage, who live four
miles west of Briscoe, suffered ser-
ious injury in a holiday accident at
the family home about noon Wed-
nesday, losing his right eye from a
missile projected by a firecracker.

Young Sivage was celebrating the
holidays by shooting firecrackers in
the yard. He had placed the tin lid
of a shoe polish box over a 'cracker.
The explosicen hurled the sharp edged
piece of metal into his face. It struck
in such manner as to split the eye-
ball open. He was hurried to the
Wheeler hospital for emergency
treatment. Later he was taken to
Pampa, where Dr. Wilson, an eye
specialist, examined the injury. Re-
moval of the eye was declared the
only relief.

Olaf was brought back to Wheel-
er, where an operation was per-
formed late Wednesday evening by
Dr. Wilson, assisted by Dr. H. E.
Nicholson. The young man with-
stood the ordeal nicely and is re-
ported to be making satisfactory im-
provement. It is believed that, un-
less complications should develop,
he will be able to return to. his
studies in the Briscoe schools within
four to six weeks.

National Farm Census
Will Stg!_.lanuary 2

Complete Survey Will Cover Every
Phase of Nation's Agri-
cultural Activities

An army of 25,000 enumerators
will eanvass every farm and ranch
in the United States during January,
1925, in connection with the census
of agriculture. The Fifteenth Decen-
nial Census act, approved June 18,
1929, directed the census bureau to
make this farm enumeration. The
reports will be for the calendar
year 1924. This farm census is in
many respects the most important
one ever to be taken. Following as
it does a year of extreme distress in
a large part of the country it must
necessarily provide timely and ac-
curate data concerning the present
agricultural resources of the na-
tion: It is known that the dry area
in 1934 was extensive. It is also
known what states and counties are
included in this area, but In deter-
mining the relative severity of the
drought in the various counties af-
fected there is only a general idea.
Definite figures concerning the
yields of the various crops and the
numbers of the different classes of
livestock will be of unusual value at
the present time.

The census enumerators when
they call at the farms during Janu-
ary will obtain actual figures as te¢
acres of the different crops raised,
yield of crops, number of various
classes of livestock, farm values and
other important data. However,
every report will be absolutely con-
fidential and will not be used as a
basis for taxation nor communicated
to any tax official.

The co-operation of all farmers
and ranchers is necessary to the suc-
cegs of this census, and they can do
much towards speedy enumeration
and tabulation of the statisties by
procuring and studying a sample
copy of the schedule in advance of
the enumeration,

Copies of the schedule may be ob-
tained from C. C. Gibson, district
supervisor, Amarillo, or from the
Bureau of Census, Washington, D. C.

The first census district of Texas
is composed of 28 Panhandle coun-
ties, including Wheeler county, with
district headquarters at Amarillo.

Director William L. Austin of the
census bureau asserts this is the
most important farm census since the
inception of farm statistics in 1840.

The survey is designed primarily
for the benefit of the farmer, in the
belief that information compiled will
provide a more complete knowledge
of farming conditions.

Austin points out that accuracy
is desired in figures supplied enum-
erators and states that such facts
will be handled confidentially. Every
farmer is assured that his report
will not be used as a basis for tax-
ation nor communicated to any tax
official.

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That Chicago Trip

Trip Awarded Me by the Santa Fe
Railroad to National 4-H Congress
in Chicago.

(Editor's Note: The follow-
ing story of his trip to Chicago
by J. A. Morgan, winning
Wheeler county 4-H club boy by
his outstanding achievements,
was written as a part of the
club work requirements).

We left Pampa on the Santa Fe
railroad about 10:30 o’clock on the
evening of Friday, Nov. 13. This
was the award offered the boys win-
ning the trip to Chicago by the San-
ta Fe railroad, all expenses being
paid by that company.

We arrived in Kansas City, Mo.,
at 1:30 the next day and the traln
waited there for four hours. Dur-

ing this layover we went to the show
and toured the town as much as pos-
sible. We left for Chicago about
4:30 that evening.

We arrived in Chicago at 6:30 on
Sunday morning. We went straight
to the Congress hotel and got our
rooms. We were all very tired, so
we went to our rooms and cleaned
up and got ready to go out and see
the city.

We got on a motor car and made
a 50-mile tour of the city. During
this tour we went to all the inter-
esting places, such as Lincoln Park,
Ghetto, Chinatown, University of
Chicago, Washington Park and many
other historical places. At 8:15 we
attended Sunday services at Good-
man theatre.

The next day, which was Monday,
we went to the International Live-
stock show. Here we saw stock from
all over the United States. I was
greatly surprised at the stock be-
cause I never dreamed stock could
be so fine. At 12:15 we were given
a banquet by Sears, Roebuck & Co.
When the banquet was over, the
Texas boys had their pictures made.
That evening we were entertained at
the Wilson auditorium and at 6
o'clock were served dinner by the
same company. After the banquet
we returned to the Internatfonal
Stock show. The entire club dele-
gation put on a parade in the arena
and during this event we sang ‘““My
Country 'Tis of Thee.” After the
parade we returned to the hotel for
the night.

The next day was Tuesday, Dec.
4. We assembled at the auditorium
in the hotel at 7:10 a. m. We then
caught a special train for Rocker-
town and the stock show yards. We
ate breakfast at the Swift general
office. After breakfast the man-
agers of the company explained pro-
cesses of "curing meat and exactly
the profit they made on the product
by the pound.

We left here and went on an edu-
cational tour of the entire plant of
Swift & Company. During this tour
we saw them Kkilling, dressing and
curing the hogs; this was also true
of cattle, sheep and goats. I was es-
pecially impressed with the cleanli-
ness which prevailed throughout the
entire inspection. Everything was
absolutely as clean as they could
possibly have been. In 1933, Swift
& Co. had handled 1,886,030 cattle
and calves, 7,187,745 hogs and 2,-
800,000 sheep. Trainloads of Swift
products go to all parts of the world
every day.

At 11:30 we caught the train for
the stockyards station. We had
luncheon at the Colle International
Livestock Marketing association, and
left at 12:30 on a tour of the Mer-
chandise Mart building. This is one
of the largest buildings in the coun-

try and its floor space covers over
92 acres. Estimated cost of the
building is around $32,.,00,000.

After this tour all of the club boys
attended a banquet in the grand ball
room of the Stevens hotel. After the
banquet we retired, as the day had
been one of rushing from one place
to another and we were tired and
anxious for a new day to come.
