The legislature would
have the authority to determine just
who and just how liquor is to be
sold. This could be
monopoly or through private chan
nels. The legislature would have
the authority to regulat
ing local option elections.

If the amendment ‘is adopted all
counties, cities and precincts that
were dry in 1919 statewide
prohibition was adopted would be
dry now-——at least until local option
elections held to determine
otherwise.

It is well to remember, Secretary
Mann points out, that there will be
an election next year in Novembel
to determine whether the state shall
gell liquor through a state monopoly
system. If the repeal amendment is
adopted in August the state MAY
establish a state control and monopo
ly system. If the repeal amendment
is defeated in August, it will in ef-
fect be submitted again in Novem
ber, 1936, in the state monopoly
amendment which says the state
SHALL have a liqguor monopoly. To
retain the present dry status both
the August 24 amendment and the
November, 1926, amendment must
be defeated.

When it was learned early this
week that Carl Chaudoin, superin-
tendent of the Mobeetie schools for
the past three years, had resigned

his positton to atcept a position as
head of the consolidated school at

Quail in Collingsworth county,
genuine regret greeted the news.
While patrons of the Mobeetie

schools feel a real loss in the depart-
ure of Chaudoin, yet because of the
advancement and greater remunera-
tion offered in the new position, they
do not blame him for accepting the
offer.

His going, however, has more than
mere local significance. The loss is
shared by the educational system of
the entire county.

This morning's Amarillo News, in
a special to that paper, had the fol-
lowing to say about the Quail con-
solidated school, to which Chaudoin
is going as superintendent:

The school is the largest consol-
idated rural school in Texas and
probably the largest in the United

States. The school comprises 168
square miles with a possibility of

area. It embodies all the western
part of Collingsworth county.

Between 20 and 25 teachers will
be used this year. Chaudoin was
selected from a list of approximately
