It has since come to my attention
that drip gas is being sold through
the service stations in Wheeler
County. I have the Texas Railroad
Commission and the State Comp-
troller Assisting me in stopping
this problem.

I hope the above information I
have shared with you will help to
solve this problem, to save pro-
secution in our own country.
