Business Establishments to New Ownership---Building Program Gains Added Impetus!

Many Rural Schools 
Now Standardized

Ten N e w One* Get C ertificates 
During Cast Week—Only 

Two Not Listed

Steadily pressing forw ard on a 
program  instituted for ru ra l schools 
of the county shortly a fte r he took 
office, Supt. B. T. Rucker takes 
special delight in the achievements 
along that line during the past year. 
Ju s t a few days ago his office re ­
ceived from the s ta te  departm ent of 
education certificates of standardiza­
tion for 10 more county ru ra l schools.

They are: Rock, No. 3; Gracey, No. 
4; China Flat, No. 7; Pakan, No. 24; 
Benonine, No. 28; Union, No. 29; 
Plainview, No. 30; Tw itty, No. 31; 
Center, No. 33, and M ountain View, 
No. 36. Two more, Heald and Corn 
Valley, expect their certificates which 
have not been issued because of 
m inor difficulties in arranging neces­
sary requirem ents.

This excellent standardization rec­
ord is due largely to the 10-point 
educational program  set up by 
Rucker. Its  first point was to  stand­
ardize all ru ral schools in W heeler 
county. The second point was to  
m ake possible a t  least an eight 
m onths term  for every school. This 
has been done, w ith the exception of 
one school and it is expected tha t 
efforts now being made will a tta in  
th a t goal next year.

O ther points of the program  are  as 
follows:

3. To provide transportation  facili­
ties whereby every boy and girl in 
the county may secure a high school 
education.

4. To operate every school on a 
budgetary b a s i s  thereby placing 
them  on a  sound financial basis.

5. To establish a regular payday 
for teachers in all ru ral schools.

6. To install a county-wide circu­
lating library for ru ra l schools.

7. To install a  county-wide perm a­
nent record system; not complete as

WORK PROCEEDS

I'nderream ing 8 14-inch Continues at 
Porter No. 1—Increasing 

In terest Noted

W i t h  developments somewhat 
| shrouded in m ystery and many wild 
I l-umors in circulation concerning the 
■ P o rter No. 1 oil test well, 6 Vi miles 
south of W heeler, it has proven dif­
ficult this week to sift the false from 
the true.

So far as The Times has been able 
to ascertain, there is little  reason for 
undue excitem ent a t this time. How­
ever, indications are  good th a t some­
thing startling  may happen there at 
most any time.

Substantially, the facts are: Under­
ream ing the 8 -inch continues. This 
process today, according to report, 
had reached a depth of 3,693 feet. 
Total depth of the hole is given as 
3.789. It therefore appears th a t near­
ly 100 feet of hole Ls yet to be reamed 
in order to let the pipe dow-n to a 
footing. A fter th a t is done, baling 
the hole will show w hether cementing 
is necessary; and such is generally 
believed to  be the next step.

When the hole is definitely emptied 
of its w ater content and cleaning 
completed, then "drilling in” may be 
expected, say those fam iliar with oil 
development. Only then will it be 
proven if the pay level has been 
reached.

Well, if indications count for any­
thing, th a t super-brainstorm er, Prof. 
Rex Tugwell (he who would ban all 
advertising as useless or worse) has 
stirred  up a hornet’s nest through­
out the Panhandle. Below is re­
printed the more trenchant portions 
of an editorial condemning Tugwell’* 
machinations. I t  appeared in the 
Amarillo Sunday News and Globe 
and reads;

"A most dam nable advantage of a 
suffering area has been taken by a 
W ashington bureau.

“To get funds for the R esettlem ent 
adm inistration. Prof. Rex Tugwell 
has made a  film 'The Plow That 
Broke the P lains.' I t  is untrue be­
cause it tells only a part of the tru th . 
I t  shows only selected scenes. I t de­
picts only a small num ber of the 
Plam s people. But it labels the whole 
area.

“Tugwell showed his film to con­
gress. He won his funds. He m an­
aged to slap a t the WPA. He gained 
a tem porary length over H arry  Hop­
kins and Secretary Ickes, in the mad 
race tha t has been under way among 
the three, for the most czarish power 
among the W ashington bureaus.

"But to accomplish this purpose by 
giving a black eye to one of the best 
area* of the country' is not only un­
fair it is so un-American th a t even 
the strongest party  m em ber will 
shudder.

“The film made for this purpose 
was shown in preview a t a  local 
theatre  Saturday  morning and is 
ready for release to the general pub ­
lic. In its present form it is danger­
ous, damaging and libelous to this 
country. Shown here it will make 
people mad, perhaps point out a mis­
take  they have made and certainly it 
should unite them  against the propa­
ganda which this country m ust fight.

“O utside the area involved it will 
cause dam age to  this country which 
cannot be offset in a lifetime because 
it tells only a p art of the story. The 
film should not be perm itted general 
distribution because of the dam age it 
will do.

“Why should any governm ent de­
partm en t have to  lie its way to  a 
needed appropriation?

“Can it be th a t o ther pictures and 
other storied have no more basis of 
fact than this p icture?

“Is it possible th a t only half the 
tru th  has been told about o ther proj­
ects and o ther parts of the country?

“W hat is a person to believe if this

is a sample of the propaganda going 
about the cou n try ?’’

Commenting further, the article 
discloses that Ben H. Stone has elect­
ed to  defend the Great Plains area. 
The opening paragraph of a le tte r 
w ritten  to Congressman M a r v i n  
Jones by Stone doesn’t quibble in 
these words:

“I don’t know tha t I have ever 
seen a more dam nable lie, slander 
and libel upon any great section and 
upon the property of the people of 
that section than this film portrays 
by the clever ruse of fractional 
tru th s.”

Stone concludes his protest with 
this statem ent:

"Marvin, I feel a great bitterness 
over the futility  of it all and do wish 
to God that the government could 
proceed in its operations, restricted 
in influence by tha t honor and 
honesty which is demanded of its 
citizens.”

A night club in a large western 
city featured a "flame dancer." The 
decorations of the club were of in­
flammable m aterials. In the course 
of the flame dance the perform er 
swung lighted oil-soaked torches.

The exhibition went on night after 
night. And then one night recently 
when the club was crowded, the in­
evitable happened—the decorations 
were ignited by the torch. In the 
resulting conflagration, four persons 
were burned to death.

The captain of police in the city 
announced that it was crim inal for 
such a dance to have been put on 
under the circumstances. The local 
fire m arshal agreed, and promised 
swift prosecution of those respon­
sible. But, as a newspaper observed, 
“They are  up to the old business of 
solemnly closing the barn door after 
the departure of the horse.” All the 
indignation in the world and all the 
court trials and punishments, won’t 
bring those four charred bodies back 
to life.

There is a lesson in this for every 
community and tha t lesson points to 
the hideous dangers tha t cannot be 
avoided unless towns have adequate 
fire-preventative ordinances, rigidly 
enforced. Such ordinances are  as es­
sential to the protection of life and 
property as are laws against bandit­
ry. confidence games, or crimes of 
violence. Some of the most hideous 
fires in the history of this country 
could have been prevented by the 
passage of a simple law, plus ade­
quate enforcement by zealous offi­
cials.

Thousands of school children have 
been crem ated alive because towns 
lacked proper laws concerning exits 
and o ther hazards, or did not enforce 
their laws. Sc have thousands of 
adults, in theatres, public buildings 
and various places of entertainm ent. 
This recent d isaster in the western 
night club should focus national a t­
tention on a problem th a t can be 
literally  term ed "burning.”

MURDERS BUYING POWER

Laws which would artificially  in­
crease the cost of carrying on a 
merchandising business by causing 
a wider spread between the price 
paid the producer for a commodity 
and the price charged the consumer, 
would strike a direct blow a t every 
retail outlet in the land--b ig  chains 
and little  chains, big independents 
and little  independents.

T hat opinion is based on a survey 
of the consumer co-operative move­
ment in the United States.

The consumer co-operatives are 
made up of groups of persons who 
buy all m anner of commodities in an 
a ttem pt to reduce prices, and are 
not to be confused with the agricul­
tural selling co-operatives which have 
an entirely different purpose. The 
consumer co-operatives have grown 
relatively slowly in this country, for 
the reason that the efficiency of our 
commercial merchandising systems 
makes it impossible for such groups 
to substantially reduce prices. Con­
sumer co-operatives develop where 
there is unreasonable spread between

cost of production and final selling 
price.

Under natu ral competitive condi­
tions, such an unreasonable spread 
cannot be long last ing if one m er­
chant is "sticking” the buyer, another 
m erchant will move in, reduce prices 
and get the business. But if we p e r­
mit the passage of either s ta te  or 
national laws tha t tax or prevent this 
na tu ra l competition, thus increasing 
the "spread" between producer and 
consumer, we will be making the 
consumer co-ojierative a v irtual nec­
essity. The corner grocery, the  one- 
man dry-goods store all will suffer, 
and many will be destroyed.

The printing industry, so fa r as the 
sm aller shops a re  concerned, saw the 
ill effects of artificial price fixing a 
few months ago when the unlam ented 
NRA was in full flight. If printing 
prices in small shops had conformed 

! stric tly  to the Blue Eagle "code,” 
the little  fellows wouldn’t have had 
any business very long, w ith sales 
falling off 50 i>or cent or more. Then 
the “big boys" would have had a 
clear field, which might have been 
one of the objectives of the whole 
visionary scheme.

Labor circles seem to have aw aken­
ed to the dangers hidden in various 
pending congressional bills purport­
ing to promote so-called "fair trade 
practices."

In a very strong editorial, the 
Labor World recently analyzed the 
potential effects of such legislation, 
and said: “There is already a big
stir in labor circles over these bills 
and Congress will hear from  labor, 
because at this time, when there  are 
almost thirteen million people out of 
employment and more than tw enty 
million on relief, it is the height of 
insanity to increase the cost of living. 
Labor will not stand for it.”

The burden of any law designed to 
either increase living costs, or make 
reductions in prices impossible, will 
most certainly fall heaviest upon the 
poor. To persons of large means, a 
ten per cent jump in the grocery bill, 
for example, would hardly be notice­
able- to a person of small means it 
might mean genuine hardship. It has 
been reliably estim ated th a t if one 
of the bills now before congress is 
made into law, the cost of food alone 
will be increased $750,000,000 a year.

Labor knows that private initiative 
and industry has built up perfectly 
legitim ate distribution system s tha t 
serve the consumer and allow a small 
profit margin for the operators. These 
organizations, knowing they have no 
"pork barrel" to depend upon for 
deficiencies due to bad managem ent 
or o ther causes, conduct the ir activi­
ties in a business-like m anner, free 
a.- possible from the graft and cor­
ruption that m arks politically con­
trolled enterprises under government 
patronage.

Farm ers and truck growers should 

w atch their vegetables very close, as 
well as their crops, as insects usually 
come along with season. Moisture at 
this time is favorable to incubation 
of all types of insects, and are  likely 
to appear in g reat numbers. We are 
prepared to  assist in combating in­
sects a t all times.

Those few farm ers who have not 

signed up are reminded of the fact 
signup limit on the work sheets un­
der the new program  is June 10, and 
they can sign up a t the office any 
day.

Sweet potato slips should be dipped 
in a solution of 1 oz. of bichloride of 
m ercury to 8 gallons of w ater before 
setting  out. H eat a gallon of w ater 
and add 1 oz. bichloride to dissolve 
this m aterial, and dilute to a total of 
8 gallons. This will protect the sweet 
potatoes against such diseases as dry
rot, stem and root rot, etc.

• • •
Existing wet w eather conditions 

are favorable to bring foliage diseases 
on tomatoes, such as leaf spot, bac­
teria l spot, and other t o m a t o  
troubles. W ith the first appearance 
of brown or black spots on the foliage 
and a slight discoloration, get busy 
and spray the plants thoroughly with 
1 lb. bluestone and 2 lbs. hydrated 
lime to 12 gallons of water.

Do not wait until this trouble 
shows up over the entire garden or 
tom ato patch. "An ounce of preven­
tion is worth a pound of cure." Toma­
toes are now selling in the field at 
4c per lb. A normal yield a t this 
price will m ake a good supply of 
ready cash for the growers.

Report Shows Lmpio)menl Provided 
for 120,000 Persons at a 

Cost of $3,404,635

Sponsors and the federal govern­
ment expended $3,404,635 on 766 
projects first reported completed 
from the 20 W orks Progress admin­
istration  districts, S ta te  A dm inistra­
tor H. P  Drought disclosed in a re­
port th is week. At the same time 
he estim ated tha t more than 1,500 
projects have been finished and said 
he expected to receive completion re­
ports on the rem ainder shortly.

Federal expenditures of $2,253,396 
on these completed projects were 
closely followed by contributions by 
sponsors of $1,151,239.

"Counties, cities, i n d e p e n d e n t  
school districts and s ta te  depart­
ments, actively sponsoring these proj­
ects, have displayed an eagerness to 
assist in our work," said Drought. 
“Their large financial participation 
indicates a gratifying faith in the in­
tegrity  of this program ."

The s ta te  adm inistrator said more 
than 3,000 projects have been oper­
ated throughout Texas in providing 
employment f o r  120,000 persons, 
form er occupants of the s ta te ’s relief 
rolls which now are  largely display­
ed.

"It is significant," Drought con­
tinued, " th a t $1,445,073 of the WPA 
expenditure on these completed proj­
ects went to workers in the form of 
semi-monthly security w a g e  pay 
checks. This is the gratifying figure 
of the analysis. O ur job has been 
that of keeping this stream  of small 
b u t  all-im portant checks moving 
steadily into thousands of homes in 
order th a t destitu te  Texans m ight be 
able to provide for themselves and 
for the ir families.

"Stim ulation of trade by the pur­
chase of m aterials and equipment 
and the construction of perm anent, 
worthwhile public improvements are 
essential by-products of this program, 
but we have not lost sight of the 
fact th a t the giving of employment 
to persons form erly on relief rolls is 
our fundam ental objective.”

Next largest WPA expenditure on 
these completed projects, $307,794, 
was for equipment used by workmen. 
About one-third of this equipment 
cost was in the form of wages to 
truck operators, many of whom came 
from Texas relief rolls, it was pointed 
out.

M aterials were procured a t a cost 
of $301,536.

Non-relief workers, including proj­
ect superintendents, field workers, 
and o ther supervisory personnel, re­
ceived $183,667, the analysis discloses.

“The body of the housefly is easily 
loaded w ith germ s,” said Mrs. W ar­
ren, "causing the food it travels over 
to be germ  infected also.

We have 
also built garage, shop, cistern, dug- 
out and toilet, and filled in the yard, 
cleaned out brush in front of the

150 quarts fruit, 100 quarts tomatoes, 
40 quarts corn, 10 quarts peas, 12 
quarts okra, 25 quarts meat, 25 
quarts mince meat, 12 quarts pickles, 
20 quarts preserves and jelly, 600 lbs 
cured pork, 1 beef, a few chickens, 
150 lbs. dry beans, 2 bushel popcorn, 
10 bushels potatoes and plenty of 
milk and butter.

The field was considered an old 
worn-out field when we moved there, 
though there was 55 acres of pasture 
land which we broke up the second 
year. We have built up the old field 
by planting peas until it makes bet­
te r cotton than the new field. We 
think tha t late listing also helps to 
build up the field, as it tu rns under 
so much vegetation. We did not list 
until late last year and made the best 
crop wo have ever made on the 
place. Really we think it made a 
good crop for sandy land in a dry 
year. Made 12 bales of cotton on 37 
acres of cotton; some in the old field 
making more than a half bale to the 
acre. Made 14,000 bundles on 38 
acres and about 27 tons of maize on 
70 acres.

We have learned quite a lot about 
keeping records and fear we still have 
a lot to learn. The record of the 
money we received is accurate, as we 
began to keep tha t record the first 
of the year, but the record of the 
expense for the first few m onths is 
estim ated.

P A T T E R N S OF 
WOLFPEN

PRELUDE
Viewed from  the valleys of Vir- j 

ginia, the jagged line of the Cumber- j 
land m ountains is a prodigious row i 
of black dominoes toppled over on I 
one another by the finger of God I 
brushing about in the blue. This j 
g rea t wall of purple and green is j 
neither inviting nor forbidding; it is ' 
j u s t  inescapably and beautifully j 
there, removed from the ambitions | 
and worries of men. In the morning 
the notched shadows craw l obliquely j 
up its northern slope; they linger a! j 
noon on the faulted uplifts; and then j 
hurry obliquely down the darkening i 
south slopes in the early evening.

A hundred miles to the north lies j 
the the Ohio valley, flat and fertile i 
between its borders of lower hills, i 
The w illow-fringed river sweeps in a 
long leisurely curve around the south­
ern-most tip of Ohio, receives the 
w aters of the Big Sandy at the cor- j 
ner of W est Virginia and Kentucky , 
and then bends languidly on toward j 
the Mississippi. I t is both inviting 1 
and forbidding; inescapably a n d  
beautifully there in the midst of the 
ambitions and worries of men. The ; 
spring rains swell it to the limits of ' 
its ample banks, and send it muddy ! 
and churning toward the west. The 
summer droughts relax it into a som- j 
nolent stream  of limpid green tra n ­
quility.

Between the river and the moun­
tain range lies the Big Sandy valley 
Its  hills rise slowly from the squat 
bluffs on the Ohio to the blue peaks 
of the Cumberlands; its valleys widen 
progressively from the precipitous 
canyons of the Breaks on the south 
to the sweeping flat lands on the Ohio 
to  the north. And the Big Sandy 
river w ith its forks and its tributary 
creeks veins the whole region like the 
ribs in a pawpaw leaf.

Guarded on the south by the Cum­
berland ridge, protected on the north j 
by the lure of the g reat river and 
its level bottoms, fenced in on the i 
west and on the east by row upon 
row of rugged hills, the Big Sandy 
valley pocket preserved its isolation 
until the encircling te rrito ry  was j 
conquered a n d  cleared. Traveling 
westw ard through t h e  E ighteenth 
century, the im m igrants sta rted  at ; 
the  great barrie r of the Cumberlands, j 
and continued the easier road down 
the Clinch river into Tennessee, leav- ) 
ing the m ysterious beyond to the 
desperate Indians, struggling against 
dispossession. Paddling down t h e  
Ohio, the pioneers peered up the 
bright highway of the Big Sandy, 
bending into the unknown, and con­
tinued down the easier road toward 
the rolling blue-grass country, leav­
ing the legend-haunted pocket to  the 
frightened wild game fleeing extinc­
tion.

But its protection was not perm a­
nent. The solid-looking wall of the 
Cum berlands proved not to be un­
broken when assaulted by a few 
daring men who were determ ined to 
explore it. One by one they spied 
out the four gatew ays to the north: 
the canyon-like w ater-gaps a t the 
heads of the Tug river and Dry Fork; 
the thousand-foot gorge in the Breaks 
of Sandy; and the tw enty-five hun­
dred foot wind-gap in Pine mountain. 
Each gatew ay proved to be an Indian 
tra il from  north  to south; a tu rn ­
pike creek which led, fork by fork, 
to the full stream  of the Big Sandy 
a t Louisa, and then like a broad high­
way into the Ohio. Fork by fork— 
the E lkhom  to the Russell, the Rus­
sell into the Levisa, then the Levisa 
joins the Tug and becomes the Big 
Sandy. The m ysterious pocket was 
open at both ends to those who would 
risk its perils.

The perils were menacing. The 
Shawnees held on to the Big Sandy 
valley a fte r  all o ther hunting grounds 
were captured from them. I t was 
both a gam e preserve and a colossal 
fortification, w ith a moat on the 
north which they could strike at the 
whites on the Ohio and posterns on 
the south through which they could 
raid the rich settlem ents in Virginia. 
They held on until 1795, while the 
im m igrants filled up the outside flats 
and encamped against the walls su r­
rounding it. Then the Indians were 
trapped and defeated, and the valley 
was taken.

It filled up quickly w ith white se t­
tlers. Riffraff squatters w'ashed in 
near the m outh of the river and oc­
cupied the low-lands; inhospitable, 
lazy people who allowed cockleburs 
to  overrun the patches of corn and 
entangle and destroy the fleece of 
the ir few sheep But at the Cum ber­
land end of the Big Sandy and its 
forks, hardy, industrious s e t t l e r s  
from Virginia toiled through the gaps 
and took posession of the fertile bo t­
toms.

A few brave souls had already 
looked a t the land and established 
claims. Saul P a tte rn  had explored 
the  country in the late spring of 
1785, crossing the mountains from 
Tazewell county, Virginia, and follow­
ing the Indian trail through the

Breaks to the m outh of Gannon Fork, 
as it was afterw ard  named. There 
he was halted by fresh signs of w ar 
and scalping parties littering  the 
tra il. He had to re trea t. He left the 
Big Sandy and returned southw ard 
by way of Gannon Fork which bends 
to the southeast, and then parallels 
the Big Sandy. T hirty  miles above 
its mouth, he saw a great bare pin­
nacle of yellow sandstone protruding 
from the trees above the creek, and 
overlooking the valley. He toiled up­
ward through the underbrush, and 
there, standing on a ju tting  ledge, he 
had his first comprehensive view of 
the finest district in the en tire  coun­
try.

Gannon creek, nearly as large as 
the Big Sandy river, came in sweep­
ing curves through the rich valley 
which held the chain of hills from 
five hundred feet to a fifth of a mile 
apart. It lay there  virginal and un­
disturbed in its prim eval quietude, 
surrounded by endless acres of forest. 
As far as his eye could see into the 
blue mists on the horizon, undulated 
the tim ber land, folded and wrinkled 
by the contours of the creeks and 
hollows.

At the foot of the Pinnacle began 
Wolfpen Hollow, making with Gan­
non creek a Y in the hills. It was 
only a little more concentrated than 
the valley of the Gannon Fork. Ris­
ing in a rock spring near the hilltop 
a few miles up the hollow, the little 
stream , only ten feet wide in repose, 
fingered its channel toward the great 
Pinnacle and merged w ith the w aters 
of Gannon. The two valleys made a 
wide flat place among the hills for 
a man to rest on and take root.

Saul P a tte rn  was not given to emo­
tion. But as he stood there  on the 
rock looking up and down Gannon 
creek and a t the flat bottom s up 
Wolfpen. he felt a glow of pride and 
an eagerness to possess it. W ith some 
four thousand square miles of moun­
tain wilderness to choose from, he 
selected these bottoms at the mouth 
of Wolfpen. crying aloud to the deer 
and the wild turkey: "God Almighty, 
what a place for a man to LIVE in!"

Five >ears la te r he came back with 
his fifteen-year-old son Barton and 
built a rude cabin up the hollow on 
the Wolfpen Fork of the Y. The 
country seemed quiet and ready for 
a pioneer. But one evening toward 
the close of the sum m er of 1790, just 
as the dark  began to tum ble into 
Wolfpen, Saul came back to the 

I cabin with a turkey he had shot while 
i out surveying the land. The cabin 
was deserted, and Barton was not in 
sight. Saul found him on the bank 
at the m outh of the creek where the 
Indians had left him for dead with 
his throat cut but his head unscalped, 

i Saul pulled the wound together and 
liound it with guncotton. Barton lay 
in a delirious fever for long days in 
the cabin hovering precariously be­
tween life and death. Then, m iracu­
lously, he began slowly to  mend, and 
by the first snowfall he was able to 
travel back to Virginia. Saul P a t­
tern bore w ith im patience the next 
five years while the Indians were be­
ing overmatched. At last in the 

1 spring of 17% when life was reason­
ably safe, he came back to the chosen 

j spot with his wife and children and 
a Virginia paten t for four thousand 
acres of land as surveyed by himself 

[ in 1790. This tim e he did not return. 
He planted the bottom s with corn 
and beans, fattened his stock on the 
Wolfpen meadows, built a g r e a t  

j  room in front of the old cabin which 
was still standing, and became the 
first se ttle r on Gannon creek. And 
all through the upper region of the 

; Big Sandy valley through tha t year 
and those tha t followed, came strong 
men and fertile women to plant them ­
selves on the flat pockets between 
the hills, and to build cabins on the 
sheltered spots in the wide mouths 

, of numberless hollows. It was a 
moment unique in the history of man; 
a clean sla te  before them, a virgin 
district a t their feet; what would 

! they not make of this new land!
"Great God, w hat a place for a man 

! to live in!”

CHAPTER I

On an afternoon a t the beginning 
of the spring of 1885, Cynthia P a tte rn  
sat on the Pinnacle of sandstone, 

j studded w ith s tra ta  of w hite pebbles, 
! and looked down upon the fourth and 
: fifth generations of P a tte rn  men still 
, making something of the new land.

A century of life, of m aking things 
of these bottom s in the Kentucky 
mountains, separated C ynthia from 
her G reat-G reat-G randfather Saul 
who first strode through the w ilder­
ness on his long legs spying out the 
land. During th a t century, wave 
a fte r wave of change and reform, 
sweeping over the Republic and bear­
ing it on into the W estland, had 
broken against the m ountain walls, 
leaving the valleys within almost un­
touched. The way of life which 
Cynthia P a tte rn  from the brown Pin­

nacle saw in the valley below her 
was the indigenous fru it of an unbro­
ken tradition of family life developed 
without benefit of the world beyond 
the wide horizon of the Big Sandy 
hills If there were surviving any­
where in America in 1885 anything 
resembling a native culture, it was 
represented by the life of the P a t­
terns now in their fifth generation on 
their six thousand acres of hills and 
valleys surrounding Wolfpen Bot­
toms. But a new steam m ill would 
not be indigenous.

Cynthia had slipped away from the 
weaving-room of the big farm house 
and gone around the palings of Julia 's 
garden, and under the grape arbor, 
and through the p e a c h  orchard, 
across the creek and up the steep 
path  which led her through the y e l- . 
low girdle of the poplar forest, 
through the dark  belt of pine-trees, 
into t h e clump of rhododendron 
where the rock pushed out of the 
black leaf-mould to look at the val­
leys and the undulating expanse of 
untouched timber-land.

S itting at the loom she h a d  
thought; "Daddy and the boys have 
been down at the mill all morning 
and this evening they'll s ta rt the new 
engine. I'd like to see him s ta rt it 
but womenfolk can’t hardly ever go 
anywheres like tha t when all the 
menfolks on the creek gang about 
and M other wouldn't even think 
about going down there. But if 1 
was on the Pinnacle I could look 
right down on the mill and watch 
just like I was one of the buzzards 
or a hawk or a crow and see them 
without them  taking any notice of 
me.”

Cynthia sat on the ledge watching 
Sparrel P a tte rn  while he converted 
to modern steam -power the old w a­
ter-wheeled mill her g randfather had 
built. The mill gathered up for her 
the romance of a family tradition 
and became the symbol of progression 
for the generations of her men. She 
had played there  on sum m er a fte r­
noons w ith Jesse among the meal- 
scented barrels and along the mill 
race and by the pond. She bad sat 
on the Pinnacle watching the arc 
of the g reat wheel loaded w ith w ater 
spin w ithout effort in the sun, re­
volving to the m uted rum ble of the 
stones within the log mill. I t turned 
her thoughts into the past where in 
imagination she recreated the lives of 
her grandfathers. They were not 
dead and forgotten; they had built 
themselves into the place and looked 
out at her from the barn, the house, 
the bottoms, the old mill. The life 
span of one man does not perm it the 
fashioning of a culture from  a raw 
wilderness; his vision m ust be carried 
on by his sons and his grandsons. 
G randfather Saul was sorely pressed 
during the first hard years in the 
mountains; he had to be content with 
the tem porary m akeshift of a hand- 
mill. The wooden bench on which it 
was mounted was decayed, but the 
two little  stones no larger than a 
milk crock were preserved in one 
corner of the present mill. Cynthia 
would often look at them, lift them 
and imagine G randfather Saul carv­
ing them before the log fire in the 
big cabin which now, 85 years later, 
was the kitchen of the house.

They seemed little beside the great 
stones G randfather Barton had fash­
ioned for the horse-mill he had built 
on the level spot below the barn. The 
top fram ework of rough-hewn wood 
was gone, and the skillfully carved 
stones were moved to the water-m ill; 
but the weathered central axis, the 
two thick wooden wheels which rolled 
on the ground, and the channel worn 
by the mule as it tram ped endlessly 
round and round were right where 
her great-grandfather had put them 
in 1810. The dimensions of the rude 
contraption made more real for Cyn­
thia the legends of G randfather B ar­
ton’s giant strength. He emerged 
from oblivion and took form for Cyn­
thia in all his 230 pounds when she 
looked a t his millstones, and heard 
her father, Sparrel, explain t h e  
mechanism of his horse-mill, and tell 
of his own boy's job of keeping the 
moving parts greased w ith soft soap 
to ease the shrieks which otherwise 
would be heard all the way to Pike- 
ville.

That mill, which she was looking 
down upon from the rock, was built 
by her own G randfather Tivis in 
1825. It seemed to Cynthia a natural 
part of the landscape of the valley. 
Wolfpen Creek came down the hollow- 
through the bottom to the foot of 
the Pinnacle, and then broke into a 
rapids as it fell over a smooth rock 
channel into Gannon creek. At the 
head of the rapids, Tivis P a tte rn  
felled willows across the creek, piled 
stones against them and filled in with 
a layer of clay. Then he wove a m at 
of cane stalks on the upstream  side, 
plastered it with clay, and formed 
the mill pond; in 55 years the dam 
had not leaked or washed aw ay in 
the spring floods.

And still before Cynthia was born, 
her fa ther Sparrel had improved the 
mill by widening the conduits from 
the dam and enlarging the size of 
the wheel to speed production. For 
the m ountains were filling up with 
people, and each year more of them 
came to Sparrel's mill.

"Such a gang of menfolk," looking 
down at the crowd moving about on 
the creek bank and in the mill-yard, 
"as a body wouldn't see nearer than 
the public square at Pikeville on a 
court day. It 's  a wonder they’re not 
swapping mules, only they’re so taken 
up by Daddy's boiler and saying it 
won’t work."

She could see where many of them

came from merely by turning her 
head. The old families were branch­
ing out, filling up the bottoms, reach­
ing fa rth e r up the cramped hollows 
back among the hills. Silas Bouney’s 
nine children, all grown and all m ar­
ried save G arner, were living on 
separate  farm s of their own, divided 
from the old place, and bringing up 
new families. Calhoun H art's  chil­
dren had stayed on the land, divid­
ing and redividing the original 3,000 
acres until among them  they had p a r­
celled out all the bottom -lands and 
most of the b e tte r hollows.

A few new people were still com­
ing in w herever they could find 
enough flat land to build a cabin on. 
She had heard her fa ther ta lk  about 
the grow th of the m ountains and 
wondering w hat would happen when 
there  was no more land, wondering 
w here it was all leading to. It 
seemed to  him tha t it led firs t of all ■ 
to a steam -m ill that would run all 
the year round apd grind their corn 
a little faster. And there he was 
below her, tall and calm of manner, 
greeting his neighbors, studying the 
diagram  in his hand, speaking direc­
tions to his three sons, and ordering 
the complicated process as though 
it were a common thing for a man to 
be setting  up the first steam -m ill in 
the hills of a new country th a t had, 
for a hundred years, got on-very well 
w ith its native devices and handi­
work.

“The way he’s been the last year ; 
about a steam -engine is the way I 
guess it was w ith G randfather B ar­
ton m aking a horse-mill and G rand­
fa th e r Tivis m aking a w-ater-mill. 
Only they made theirs and Daddy i 
had to buy most of his. They never 
1 e t well enough alone. M other's ! 
loom and churns and cook-stove and 
things are just like they always were, 
but the menfolk always keep chang­
ing from one thing to another."

Of course the old mill of stone and 
wood was wearing out and needed 
repairs badly, and since people came I 
to it all the year round now but 1 
could not be served if the season was 
too dry. he ought to improve it. When 
tfie good days of F ebruary  came ; 
round, he took the Finem are and rode i 
down to Greenup to visit his sister 
and to see a steam -driven mill ac- ' 
tually  at work. He was so taken  with 
the mechanism and the quick trickle 
of yellow meal pouring into the sacks, S 
tha t he decided forthw ith to have one 
for himself. I t came up from  C in­
cinnati by boat, was transferred  a t 
C atle ttsburg  to  the Cando which 
bore it up the Big Sandy river and 
set it off a t the P a tte rn  Landing.

Now it was finally set up and ad­
justed, this evening it would bet set ! 
in motion, and Cynthia was there on 
the ledge, by the overhanging bushes, 
to witness the trium ph of her father.

She was near enough to hear the talk 
of the onlookers who knew th a t this 
mad contraption of Sparrel's couldn’t 
possibly work, and even if it did 
which it wouldn’t)  the meal wouldn’t 
be so good.

One group was particularly  in­
terested in the boiler where Jesse 
and Abral were w-orking. She w atch­
ed a strange man, hunched over the 
post of his saddle, ride around the 
boiler, inspecting and pointing.

"He sure ain’t aim in’ to tu rn  them 
big grist stones w ith tha t puny black 
lard k ittle  now you don’t reckon.”

"Don’t look near big enough.”
"Who ever heard of a feller workin’ 

a mill w ith a k ittle  of b’iln’ w a te r? ”
“It sure beats me how it could."
“W hat do you fellers know about a 

steam-engine when you never saw one 
in your lives, I don’t reckon," Doug 
Mason said.

- Cynthia recognized Doug’s voice, 
liked him more because of the way 
he had spoken.

If one s ta rts  
into business with the sense and 
means of success, th a t one will settle  
his procedure by establishing a sales 
policy. Will the new business sell 
low-priced, medium-priced, or high­
er-priced m erchandise? The class of 
patronage it desires and feels it can 
best serve will determ ine the sales 
policy.

If people of means and tas te  are  to 
be served then the store will carry 
such m erchandise as this class will 
desire. If the new business is to 
reach people of medium or average 
means, average-priced merchandise 
will be handled. If, on the other 
hand, it is to ca te r to people of small 
m e a n s  it will advertise bargain 
prices, easy term s, etc. Yes, that 
new successful enterprise “will aim 
a t w hat it hits."

Since it is a fact then that society, 
even our boasted tw entieth  century 
sort, is still divided into classes (and 
clannish, sometimes), it is hard for 
a C hristian to live and operate as 
such among his fellow-beings and not 

.p a r ta k e  of th a t clannish attitude 
even when he is giving the gospel 
of the Son of God out to the world. 
But he must forget about such classi­
fication of his countrymen (howso­
ever necessary it is in business) and 
deal w ith them  all as one class of 
lost souls bound for eternity.

Is it your fortune as a Christian to 
be poor in this world's goods ? What, 
then, is your a ttitude toward the 
less fortunate  who have the burdens 
of "gold and silver?" Or, on the 
o ther hand, are  you endued w ith the 
ability of success financially and 
have g reat possessions? Just how

do you, as a Christian, feel toward 
those who are  destined to be laborer 
and farm er, cobbler or tent-m aker?

Remember, the gospel of God is 
a glad message of salvation to all 
lost men and women whether poor 
or rich, bond or free, wise or unwise. 
Jesus, the Saviour of man, made only 
o n e  classification - th e  lost. "He 
came to seek and save the lost.” 
Those who are saved become identi­
fied with Him. If you are a saved 
sinner, you must become identified 
with the Lord Jesus Christ in your 
attitude toward all lost people.

Did you notice how Jesus went into 
the homes of the rich and the poor 
alike? The then present leaders of 
religion were astonished th a t He 
went into the homes of the sinners 
and ate with them  just as he did 
when visiting the righteous.

F. W. Fischer of Tyler, who is ru n ­
ning for governor of Texas on the 
platform  of paying old age pensions 
in full, is spreading his philosophy of 
taxing natu ra l resources from one 
end of the s ta te  to the other.

“A new source of revenue means a 
new deal for Texas,” he says. He 
thinks prosperity  can be returned 
through taking the tax  off of land 
and putting it on oil, gas, sulphur, 
etc. This new source of revenue 
w o u l d  provide means of helping 
schools, highways, the agricultural in­
terests and the Texas consumers of 
gasoline who are now having to pay 
a tax of 4 cents a gallon.

Fischer, an  oil atto rney  who gained 
fame as a constitutional lawyer in the 
legal squabbles over the East Texas 
oil field, dealt the first death blow 
to NIRA when the United S tates 
Suprem e court upheld his contention 
against Section 9 (c) the oil provision 
of the NIRA.

Fischer was born in W est Virginia, 
spent his boyhood riding bronchos in 
southw estern Oklahoma, and later 
studied law on the farm. He is a 
Mason, a Methodist and a member 
of the American Legion.
