Hot Contest* In S tate, D istrict and 
County Races Brings Out 

E lectorate

l Election Flashes
WORLEY SW EEPS FIELD

Saturday’s Democratic primary, 
marked by pertinent issues through­
out the state and holding many hotly 
contested battles for party favor, 
brought out a record vote in Wheeler 
county. Total number paying poll 
taxes were 3,679. Added to this was 
some 200 or 300 ‘overs” and "unders” 
not of record, yet entitled to vote. 
Of the approximately 3,979 qualified 
voters, a maximum vote of 3,590 was 
recorded. This gives what is said 
to be the highest percentage of votes 
cast in recent years.

Craig Leads County Field
Among the county candidates, F. j 

B. (Dick) Craig, asking a second 
term as county clerk, led the county 
field with 3.538 tallies to his credit, j 
A close second was Miss Hattie Wo­
mack, candidate for re-election as 
county treasurer. She garnered a 
sheaf of 3,536 votes as a testimonial 
of her rating with Wheeler county 
electors. Holt Green, up for his sec­
ond term as district clerk, was a close 
third with 3,525 perfectly g o o d  
counters. Then A. B. Crump, willing 
to again accept the responsibilities of 
county chairman of the Democratic 
executive committee, found satisfac­
tion in the 3,365 ballots of approval 
accorded him. Neither of the above 
four had opponents this year.

Among the major county positions 
where contests obtained, John H. 
Templeton received the highest num­
ber of votes, 2,237.

As will be found in the tabulated 
official returns elsewhere in this issue 
of The Times, contested races result­
ed as follows:

Homer L. Moss for county attorney 
over A. C. Wood.

Raymond Waters, second term for 
sheriff, over Claude Hiltbrunner.

D. G. Sims and W. W. Adams to 
run-off primary for commissioner 
Precinct No. 1, eliminating Ed Wat­
son.

Jim Trout for a second term, Pre­
cinct No. 2, over H. H. Walser.

C. W. Wells and Tom Montgomery 
to run-off primary for commissioner, 
Precinct No. 3, eliminating E. A. 
Derrick and the incumbent, R. W. 
Griswold.

G. W. Hefley' for third term as 
commissioner, Precinct No. 4, distanc­
ing his three opponents, W. A. Nel­
son, Curtis M. Willoughby and Wal­
ter Williams, the latter a write-in 
candidate.

D. A. Hunt, re-nominated as jus­
tice of the peace for Precinct No. 1 
over J. F. Carter and W. B. Wofford.

D. J. Bulls shelved his opponents, 
E. W. Poole and T. E. Powell, for 
nomination as constable in Precinct 
No. 4.

Thus county or precinct run-off 
battles are limited to the two com­
missioners districts. And with simi­

Wheeler county’s 4-H Club Live­
stock team placed with the high five 
teams of the state in the livestock 
contest held at the Agricultural and 
Mechanical college, July 20-25, in­
clusive. Forty-nine teams took part 
in the livestock contest and the five 
highest teams will return to College 
Station Sept. 1 for another contest 
to determine the state team which 
will represent Texas at the Centen­
nial and International shows this 
fall.

The local livestock team, which is 
composed of J. C. Erskine and L. E. 
Erskine of Lela community, James 
Passons, Wheeler community, and 
Clifford Austin, Briscoe community, 
had done some hard work in prepara­
tion for the contest and they wel­
comed the keen competition given by 
the many other club boys in the 
county who tried for the team. After 
six weeks of continuous drilling they 
entered the contest with only one 
point variation between the top and 
bottom boy’s average grade; this 
gave each member of the team confi­
dence in the other members’ ability 
and the right frame of m ud for some 
royal team work, which they demon­
strated in the contest.

The boys placed 12 classes of live­
stock, composed of four animals in 
each class; four classes of dairy 
cattle, two classes of draft horses, 
two classes of hogs, two classes of 
beef cattle, and two classes of sheep.

The team will continue practice 
beginning on Thursday of this week 
in preparation for the contest in 
September to complete for s t a t e  
honors. The club boys and sponsors 
wish to thank the citizens for fine 
co-opieration and kindness in letting 
them use their livestock in practice 
judging, which is the only way pos­
sible for the boys to get the neces­
sary training. Thanks are extended 
O. T. Nicholson for his active interest 
and handsome donation to the live­
stock team members. The money 
was appreciated very much, as each 
member on the livestock team paid 
his own expense to and from Short 
Course. The boys have done a good 
job and now seek an opportunity to 
win the state honor.

Fifteen club boys and eight farm­
ers went to Short Course from 
Wheeler county. They all enjoyed 
the educational programs offered at 
Short Course, and enroute home 
some visited Galveston and others 
the Centennial at Dallas. The trip 
has social and educational advan­
tages seldom offered at such low 
cost. Outstanding agricultural lead­
ers appeared on various programs.

Commenting on the disposal of 
various issues in the recent primary 
election, John C. Kay, writing in the 
Wichita Falls Record News, says of 
the sales tax proposition:

‘ The sales tax was made an issue 
in the campaign and was given a 
quiet and decent funeral by the 
voters. No matter what specious or 
plausible arguments may be made 
about it, the sales tax is a levy upon 
those least able to bear a tax, al­
though the most numerous body of 
our people. The sales tax is a t­
tractive to many who feel that it 
would lessen other forms of tax and 
furthermore it is easiest of all forms 
of taxes to*collect and is paid in cash.

"It is a great temptation to politi­
cians who feel that they, like Moses, 
can strike this rock and that a stream 
of revenue will gush forth instantly. 
Unfortunately, this is the sort of 
question that will bob up serenely at 
future elections and will always be 
dangerous.

“It is fair, I think, to conclude 
from the returns that Texas has set 
its face against state income tax 
which is well. In the first place 
this field has been occupied by the 
federal government and has been 
cultivated thoroughly. The people of 
Texas know from the history' of the 
federal administration of income tax, 
that the uniform tendency has and 
is to increase the rate from year to 
year and that it can easily be made 
unbearable.

"Perhaps this particular remedy 
w ill not be again offered to the voters 
of this commonwealth for some time 
to come."

The Times predicts that some of 
these days a clever and astute poli­
tician or political organization will 
father a feasible movement to reduce 
or completely abolish some of the 
multitudinous taxes that now beset 
the weary masses. Sponsors of such 
a move, when shown to be acting in 
good faith, will meet with the hearty 
approval and signal success warran­
ted by the undertaking.

Distinct gains toward the elimina­
tion of objectionable trade practices 
in the distribution of food products 
have been recently achieved through 
voluntary agreement.

One party to the agreement is the 
National Co-operative council, which 
represents 4.(XX) incorporated farm­
ers' associations with a membership 
of 1,500,000. The other party is the 
Food and Grocery Chain Stores of 
America. Inc., representing leading 
food chain retailing concerns of the 
nation The chain store groups have 
pledged themselves to taboo merchan­
dising practices long frowned upon 
by the agricultural groups, and they 
have urged that all other food trade 
associations adopt similar standards.

Speaking for the National Co-op­
erative council, Robin Hood, secre­
tary, said: “Both the farm groups and 
the distributing groups have been 
working independently toward the 
development of a program of ethical 
trade practices. We are hopeful that 
in the future we may co-ordinate 
these efforts so that agriculture may 
accomplish as much, or more, through 
this type of negotiation as it might 
through statutory compulsion.”

It is inevitable that in the growth 
of any industry, practices will de­
velop which are afterwards found to 
be objectionable. Usually the indus­
try in question is the first to wish 
to do away with such practices and 
to co-operate with other interests in­
volved. The agreement reached be­
tween the co-operatives and the chain 
stores is a splendid example of the 
reasonable and amicable way to settle 
honest differences.

SEX AND DEATH SENTENCES

In Chicago on July 16, the first 
woman, in the history of Cook coun­
ty, was sentenced to the electric 
chair, having been found guilty of the 
murder of her husband.

The arrogant presumption of the 
woman was exemplified in a state­
ment she made during the trial: 
"They just don't convict women who 
kill their husbands in Cook county.”

She depended too much on an ap­
peal to the sympathies of the jury. 
Heretofore, such has been the power 
exerted by such appeals that she was 
justified in expecting acquittal, even 
for murder.

Much as we deplore the death of 
any human being, it is encouraging 
to observe that no longer does a 
woman receive acquittal simply be­
cause of her sex. There has been too 
much one-sided justice in the past. 
Wife slayers get the chair, almost 
without exception. It is time that 
women who kill receive the same 
treatment for taking the life of an­
other, despite all the sob stories and 
appeals to the sympathy of the juries 
that they make.—Pampa Press.

The weather continues extremely 
h o t  and dry- The thermometer 
registered 108 above Saturday and 
109 Sunday, according to John T.

"We have never before experienced 
so long a period of unbroken hot 
weather in the Panhandle as we are 
having now.”—Miami Chief.

Mouth care is an integral part of 
the nation-wide public health pro­
gram and the dentists of America are 
keenly aware that strong teeth of the 
citizens of tomorrow are dependent 
upon health education of today. Dr. 
Edward Taylor, director of the dental 
health division of the State Depart­
ment of Health said recently upon his 
return from San Francisco where he 
was among ten thousand dentists 
from Canada, Mexico and the United 
States attending the annual meeting 
of the American Dental association.

Dr. Taylor heads a division of the 
Texas Health department that was 
established in March and he has 
formulated a program to be launched 
at the beginning of the school year.

"We are beginning our work in 
Texas at an opportune time,” Dr. 
Taylor said, "for there is universal 
recognition just now that no public 
health program is well balanced that 
does not include dentistry. Strong 
emphasis was placed by the associa­
tion president, Dr. George W. Win­
ters, on dental education in his ad­
dress and it was urged that more 
attention be paid to dentistry for 
children, a field which has been 
neglected in the past."

Plans for a dental health program 
in Texas contemplate work in the 
public schools and free examination 
of the mouths of school children.

"It will be our aim,” Dr. Taylor 
said, "to give every school child in 
Texas a reasonable knowledge of the 
part a healthy mouth plays in the 
growth, advancement, and general 
health of the individual. We will 
encourage early correction of what­
ever mouth defects are found. The 
Texas school survey likewise will in­
clude children who will enter school 
next year. Along with our school 
program will go a plan of education 
for the general public through the 
use of newspapers, radios, motion 
pictures, and public addresses. We 
bespeak the co-operation of the pub­
lic in this work.”

P H IL IP ’S MISSIONARY LABORS
Lesson Text: Acts 8:26-40.

(Helps: Acts 8:5-25). Devotion­
al Reacting: Matt. 13:31-9.

Approach
Where else could one find a clearer 

example of complete submission to 
the will of God? Philip did not fol­
low the wisdom of the world when 
he left that great work in Samaria 
to go "towards the south” on a lone 
missionary journey to a place he 
knew not; and to whom he knew not. 
He was led of the Spirit. The in­
structions were clear and he could 
make no mistake by following them.

But it was not merely to one man 
God sent him. He was used as a 
key to open the door to the nation 
of Ethiopia. Here is also a lesson 
of details. God knew just when this 
high official of Ethiopia would reach 
the crossroads. He also knew just 
when Philip could reach that place 
if he started at noon. So He timed 
that journey. So they met, and God’s 
work was done.

Christians today should be so fully 
submitted to the will of God that 
they, too, may come under His com­
plete guidance. Here is the word: 
"We walk by faith and not by sight.” 
(2 Cor. 5:7). That walk is expressed 
again in these words: “Walk by the 
Spirit and ye shall not fulfill the 
lust of the flesh.” "But if we are 
led by the Spirit . . .  if we live by the 
Spirit, by the Spirit let us also walk.” 
(Gal. 5: 16. 18. 25).

Because Christians are thus to be 
fully submitted to the will of God 
and led of Him in all things, they 
must be diligent students of the Word 
of God. God's work is a living word, 
made active and powerful (Heb. 4:12) 
because of the presence of the Spirit. 
He who submits himself to that lead­
ing must know His word. For God 
speaks only through t h e  written 
Word and it is "inspired ('Spirit- 
breathed’ is the meaning of that 
word) of God is also profitable for 
teaching, for reproof, for correction, 
for instruction which is in righteous­
ness: that the man of God may be 
complete, furnished completely unto 
every good work” (II Tim. 3:16, 17).

Historical Netting
The time of this lesson was some­

where near A. D. 35. Philip was in 
Samaria. After this special mission 

i he preached in all the cities from 
| Azotus to Caesarea. The Ethiopian 
worshipped in Jerusalem but was re­
turning to his country. The place 
where these two met when "Philip 
opened his mouth, and began at the 
same scripture, and preached unto 
him Jesus” and where the eunuch 
was baptized is not known.

THE HEART OF THE LESSON 
Introduction

The Oriental custom, when read­
ing to one’s self, is to read aloud. 
Christ's order is to "Search the Scrip­
ture.” Paul taught Timothy to “Give 
attention to reading (the Scripture) 
"(I Tim. 4:13). This high official of 
Candace was searching the Scripture. 
God took account of it (though this 
man did not know that) and ordered 
a work that would give him under­
standing of the quest of his heart. 
How wonderful is God "and His ways 
past finding out”!
The Golden Text

"Therefore they that were scat­
tered abroad went e v e r y w h e r e  
preaching the word.” Acts 8:4.

This text couples every Child of 
God with the example Philip gave us. 
He was not a privileged person. God 
will use all His submissive redeemed 
souls exactly so. But too many of 
us are “dull of hearing.” We do not 
hear the voice of God. "Angels of 
Jehovah encampeth round a b o u t  
them that hear Hun" has no bear­
ing on our dulled sensibilities. To 
us, God is afar off. He has no direct 
connection with our ways and mode 
of living, and therefore, we lean 
upon the “arm of flesh”—a spear that 
wounds us. "Underneath are His 
everlasting arms" to some, but to us, 
we rest on "mother earth" and have 
no confidence in such poetic words. 
No wonder we cannot, as the eunuch, 
go on our way rejoicing.
Acts 8:26-28

Philip's mission was completed in 
Samaria. “An angel of the Lord” 
gave him a new mission. "Toward 
the south” really means "at noon.” 
See margin in Revised Version. Thus 
Philip was told just when to start. 
He must go over the road that leads 
to Jerusalem-Gaza highway. "Which 
is a desert” refers to the fact that 
the city of Gaza was deserted. The 
old city had been destroyed by Alex­
ander the Great about 332 B. C. and 
the new city was built nearer the 
sea coast about B. C. 57. God di­
rected Philip to the old site where,

evidently, he was to meet this dark- 
skinned Ethiopian, w h o s e  leisure 
moments were occupied with God’s 
Word.

Intake Office for 
WPA to Open Here

New Setup to Become Effective 
Auguat T—TR< Will Make 

Referrals of C»»e*

Intake otfices for referral to WPA 
will be opened in Wheeler county, 
August 7, according to A. W. Long, 
district relief administrator of Dis­
tricts 16 and 17 which consist of 35 
counties in the Lubbock, Plainview, 
Amarillo and Pampa territories. In­
take offices in other towns in the two , 
districts will be opened as soon there- j 
after as possible. Long states that 
all offices will be opened before Aug­
ust 10.

The act creating the 1936-37 WPA 
program requires that referrals to 
WPA be made by some public welfare 
organization. The Texas Relief com­
mission has agreed to accept this 
responsibility. Eligibility for referral 
is based upon one thing only: that j 
basis is need. The only restriction 
other than that of need is in the 
case of an illegal alien who is not 
eligible. This new ruling eliminates 
the requirements calling for former 
relief status.

Administrator Long emphasizes the 
fact that the Texas Relief commis­
sion does not make the actual cer­
tification or the placement. T h e  
procedure to be followed is that when 
a person in need makes application 
at the intake office all facts neces­
sary to determine the applicant's 
actual needs are developed. The in­
formation required is in detail. Fol­
lowing this a case worker makes a 
home visit to the home of the appli­
cant, obtaining such other informa­
tion possible. Collateral visits to 
references given are also made. After 
completing this information an ade­
quate budget is developed for the 
particular family in question.

No two families, even of the same 
size and same apparent conditions, 
have the same requirements* For 
this reason trained workers are nec­
essary for the handling of these ap­
plications. After the budget is de­
veloped, income and resources are 
considered. From this information 
the need is determined. Applications 
are then either rejected or referred 
to the WPA. Whether the referral 
is accepted or rejected, the Texas Re­
lief commission has absolutely noth­
ing to do with the actual placing of 
the applicant on a WPA job.

Texa> quota on WPA at present is 
81,000 persons, while there are 135 - 
000 now certified. It is estimated 
that an additional 50,000 will be ac­
cepted under the modified ruling. 
This makes a total of 185.000 eligible

with onl> 8i 100 available jobs. As 
there is practically no possibility of 
applicants obtaining jobs immediately
ar.d as some little t'me is required 
Im we* n the date of application and
u ual referral is completed, the re­

lief office are requesting that people
do not rush to the intake offices.
