Shelter Important 
For Dairy Animals

COLLEGE STATION — Many 
natural advantages for dairying 
are found in Texas. Due to these 
advantages many Texas dairymen 
have been led to believe the North 
would be put out of the dairy 
business. Set, says A. M Meekma, 
extension dairy husbandman, 
Northern and Mid-West dairymen 
are not only still in the dairy busi­
ness, but are supplying milk to al­
most every major milk market iu 
the state.

Meekma says that Texas dairy­
men have taken literally the term 
"natural advantages.”  Too long the 
barbell wire fence has been con­
sidered sufficient shade and shelt­
er. Texas dairymen do not require 
the elaborate, expensive arrange­
ments o f the North, but adequate 
arrangements to provide protec 
tion for dairy animals should be 
provided to protect them from the 
cold winter ruins and the summet 
heat. In Meekma's opinion dairy 
cattle should be protected from the 
summer sun even more so than 
winter cold.

A pole-type, open shed, which is 
very inexpensive as construction 
costs go today, will do an excel­
lent job. The shed should provide 
50 to 70 square feet per cow. 
Well-fed dairy cows do not need 
warm or elaborate quarters. They 
thrive when housed in open sheds, 
protected from prevailing winds 
ind summer heat. Meekma adds 
that son»e protection should be 
provided, at least more adequate 
than the barbed-wire fence.
