I he 
irrigated area in June 1959 was 
7,140,443 acres. Similar surveys 
in 1957 and 1955 showed an irri­
gated area o f 6,902,234 and 6,- 
208,022 acres, respectively. The 
data in each survey was compiled 
from information furnished by 
county agents from each Texas 
county, according to Wayne Keese, 
extension agricultural engineer-ir­
rigation.

Reports from the counties show 
that some irrigation is practiced in 
239 o f the State’s 254 counties. 
An estimated 6,445,155 acres are 
irrigated by surface methods and 
695,288 by sprinkler systems. Ir­
rigation is u>ed on 48,110 farms, 
and ground water supplies obtain­
ed from 60,708 wells are used on
