Many yeara ago Eastern
nrwapa|>rrs carried advertise­
ments inviting people to settle 
in a newly-founded middle- 
western town wlitre churelief 
were prohibited. It aeenicj 
that the town would prosper. 
The residents were relieved not 
to be' plagued by church hells 
and pestered hy long-faced re­
ligionists. This spiritual re­
bellion grew out of the atmos­
phere which existed in some 
sections of our nation in early 
days. Laws were passed which 
required citizens to attend 
church services, to have their 
babies christened, and to pay 
taxes to support the state estab­
lished church. •
