So says the l \  S. D epartm ent of 
L abor on the basis of a detailed 
study, ju s t released, o f the early 
work experience of high school 
dropouts and graduates who te r ­
m inated their school ng between 
1952 and 1957. Four thousand 

| youths were interview ed in seven 
com m unities across the nation.

1 Secretary  of Labor Jam es P.
Mitchell said there were am ong the 

! facts revealed ;
Young people who drop out of 

J high school earn  less than gradu- 
| ates, have to take less skilled jobs,
{ and have higher rates o f unem ­
ployment. D ifferences in earnings 
tend to become g rea te r as years 
ou t of school increase reflecting 
the better baste education aptl pro 
motion potential o f graduates.

When interviewed, 15 percent 
of the boy dropouts were earning 
less than $4*) a  week, as compared 
with only 3 percent of the g rad u ­
ates. A weekly salary of $80 or 
more was being earned by 31 per 
cent of the g raduates but by only 
20 percent of the boys who had 
qu it school before completing 
their high school studies.

A similar pa ttern  of wage dif 
j ference existed among the girls.
N early 41) percent of the girl drop ! 
outs earned less than $40 a week, 
compared with 14 percent of the 
graduates. N early half the girl 
g raduates were in the $5o to  $79 
wage b rarket, while only 16 per­
cent of the dropouts were in this 
category.

Unemploym ent among t h e  
| boys was th ree tim es g rea te r for 
dropouts than for g raduates, and 
among the girls it was fou r times 
greater.

The proportion of boy g rad u ­
ates in skilled and semiskilled jobs 

; w as much g rea te r limn for drop- 
over j outs, many of whom were em ploy­

ed as service or unskilled workers.
The m ajority  o f girl g raduates 
found jobs in offices, w hereas girl 
dropouts were more likely to be 
employed as w aitresses or in other 
unskilled work.

Accord ng to  the study, g radu ­
ates advanced a t a  sw ifter ra te  
into more highly skilled jobs.

The new Iztbor D epartm ent

which follows an e a r ­
lier and le-. detailed report pub­
lished this spring by the B ureau of 
Labor S tatistics, noted th.nt dis­
satisfaction with school, (includ­
ing botedom w th schp il subjects, 
dislike of teachers, am) other gen­
eral com plaints t v es the single 
m ajor reason ■ ivi-n by b >tli girls 
anil hoys for dropping nit of high 
school. The -econd mo- im portant 
reason for g.rls was in. tr iag e ; for 
boys it Was *' to  go t > work.”

Mr Mitchell said industrial and 
technological advancem ent today 
and in the next decade calls for 
more skill and tra in ing  on the part 
of w orkers. But many young peo­
ple will not be sufficiently  trained 
for the kind of work tha t society 
needs to have done. He said the 
study found th a t a great m ajority  
of both graduates and dropout.- 
hove no plans for fu tu re  educa­
tion or s|M‘ciali/.ed training. When 
asked w hat kind of work they 
would most like to do, they nten- 
to n e d , with few exceptions, jobs 
which were already within reach.

Better Broiler 
Care Is Urged

Factor* th a t influence t h e  
wholesomeness of broilers were 
discussed recently by E ast Texas 
poultry’ industrym en and county- 
agents.

Ben Wornteli, extension poultry 
husbaadm an, reports th a t four of 
the many factors discussed were 
singled out fo r special emphasis 
this w inter.

One of the fac to rs to be pushed 
is the use of a disposal pit. Such a 
pit is an im portant p art o f any 
sanitation program , and is also 
part o f a good neighbor policy. 
The chances of free-fly ing bird.- 
beeoming infected by a disease 
outbreak and carry ing  it to  neigh­
boring flocks are  cu t considerably 
by the use of disposal pits.

A nother fac to r in the select four 
is proper housing, continues the 
specialist. The broiler house should 
be constructed so tha t It can pro­
vide protection against w inter wea 
ther or opened to  provide ample 
ventilation during the w arm er 
days.

A dequate heat and floor space 
in the brooder house are  also 
am ong the factors to  be emphasiz 
ed. Brooding equipm ent adequate 
to supply sufficient heat in the 
coldest w eather, and a t least ten 
square inches of floor space under 
the hover for each chick should 
be available. Some means of fu r ­
nishing supplem ental heat to raise 
the brooder house tem peratu re  
w ithout creating  a fire  hazard 
should be helpful on cold days, 
W ormeli continues.

The f nal fac to r to  receive spec­
ial emphasis is the m aintenance 
of d ry  litte r. Because of it# im­
portance, Wormeli says, poultry- 
men should always make sure the 
litte r is dry. This can usually be 
accom)dished by chunging the lit- 
kgr a f te r  each brood, replacing 
tea t i-lWr, imovidiiBr idequm e 
floor space and util zing proper 
ventilation.

Wormeli concludes by em phasiz­
ing tha t broilers continuously pro­
tected from chilling tem peratures 
and d ra fts , wet li tte r  and stale a ir 
will have the proper environm ent 
fo r developing into healthy and 
wholesome birds by m arket time.
