Husbands, for the most part,

In-
dustry has learned that house-
keeping is vital in preventing ac-
cidents. Most employers make ev-
ery effort to have employees leave
for home at the end of each day’s
work safe and sound.

You may be startled by some
statistics offered by Miss Smith.
Did you know, for example, that
for every worker killed on the
job, two are killed by accidents
off the job? In other words, a
man is twice as safe on the job as
he is at home!

“Death punches no timeclock!”
asserts Miss Smith. “Industry’s ef-
forts are cancelled out if the vigi-
lance is not continued throughout
the remainder of the day in the
home. That's why an accident pre-
vention program in the home is
every bit as important as accident
prevention in the plant. Many a
home is fairly teeming with acci-
dents in the making.”

home accidents as remedy is only
possible when one knows what is
wrong. The most frequent home
accidents, according to the acci-
dent prevention department of
Employers Mutuals of Wausau,
Wis., which Miss Smith represents,
are falls and burns.

Most burns, as one would ex-
pect, occur in the kitchen. Prac-
tices that aid in preventing pain-
ful or fatal burns include turning
the handles of cooking pans so
that they cannot be reached by the
children; using non-flammable
and non-toxic spot-removers and
cleaning fluids, and disconnecting
the iron or other electrical appli-
ances when not in use. And re-
member this: Tots of pre-school
age are the most frequent victims
of tragic or disfiguring burns in
the home.

The majority of home falls do
not occur in the “most likely
places,” — such as on stairs or in
the bathroom. They occur most
frequently in the bedroom.

A major cause for falls in this
part of the house are small rugs
not tacked down. When one steps
out of bed half-asleep, it is easy
to lose footing on a sliding rug
piece. Next to the bedroom, the
most frequent scene for home falls
is the livingroom. Then, comes the
stairways. Falls are the most com-
mon cause of home accidents to
people 65 or over.
| In preventing accidents in and
around the home, Mizs Smith lists
a few of the most important pre-
| cautions:

INSIDE THE HOUSE:

| 1. Keep medicines, poisons, in-

secticides and cleaning fluids in a

safe place, ocut of reach of chil-

dren.
