Social Security 
Trust Funds 
Show Increase

Income to the two trust funds 
out o f which social security bene' 
fits are paid exceeded outgo 
$648 million during the year end 
ing Dec. 31, 1960, according 
R. R. Tulley, Jr., district manager 
o f  the Abilene social security of­
fice.

“ The 2lst annual report of the 
trustees o f the two funds also 
gives fiscal and calendar year esti 
mates for the following 5 years, 15 
years, and for the longrange fu 
ture up until the year 2025,”  Tuley 
said.

These figures, based on provis­
ions o f the present social security 
law, show that income to the two 
funds during the 1960’s and on in 
to the long range future will be 
sufficient to cover all outlays for 
benefits.

Income to the old-age and sur­
vivors insurance trust fund during 
calendar yanr 1960 exceeds outgo 
by $184 million. Total disburse­
ments for the year amounted to 
just under $11.2 billion. Total in­
come for the year was close to 
$11.4 billion. At the end of the 
year, the fund stood at $20,324, 
000,000.

Total income to the disability 
insurance trust $und during 1960 
exceeded outgo by $464 million. 
Disbursements totaled $604 mil 
lion, and income totaled $1,068 
million. At the end o f the year, as­
sets o f  this fund totaled $2,289,- 
000,000.

‘ ‘The estimates for the 5 years 
following 1960,”  Tuley said, 
“ show that under present law, tot­
al income to the old-age and sur­
vivors insurance trust fund over 
the 5-year period will amount to 
$70.8 billion.”  Total outgo during 
that period will come to $67.0 bil­
lion with a total excess o f income 
over outgo amounting to $3.8 bil­
lion. At the end o f December 1965, 
the assets o f the old-age and sur­
vivors insurance trust fund ure ex­
pected to amount to $24.2 billion.

During these same 5 years, the 
assets o f  the disability insurance 
trust fund are expected to grow 
from the present $2.3 billion to 
$2.7 billion. Total income over the 
5 years is estimated at $6.9 billion 
and total disbursements at $5.5 
billion.

‘By the end o f December 1970' 
Tuley said, “ the trustees estimates 
are that the old age and survivors 
insurance trust fund will h a v e  
grown to $46.6 billion. On the 
same date, disability insurance 
trust fund assets are estimated at 
$4.1 billion.”

Dividends M ay 
Be Taxable 
States IRS

Dividends received by taxpay­
ers during 1960 may be subject 
to special tax saving rules when 
filing federal income tax returns, 
Arthur K. Fogle Jr., Administra­
tive Officer Internal Revenue Ser­
vice, Abilene, said today. *

Taxpayers with questions on this 
subejet may get Document No. 
5060. Investment Income, by con­
tacting the IRS office.

“ One check or money order does 
the job. Two checks or money or­
ders confuse Uncle Sam,”  Fogle 
reminded taxpayers paying self-em- 
ployemnt tax that this tax is a 
part of their total tax and should 
be paid in one remittance with 
their tax returns.

Computation o f self-employment 
tax is made on separate Schedule 
C or separate Schedule F, which 
with attached Schedule SK should 
be filed with taxpayers’ individual 
income Ux returns.

Fogle also said that some ex­
penses which you incur or pay us 
an employee are deductible on 
page one of Federal Tax Forms 
1046 or 104(IW . , . some are de­
ductible on page two . . . still oth­
ers are not deductible at all. He 
admits that special rules covering 
employee business expenses on tax 
returns for 1960 are not simple.

The IRS office 951 N. Third 
Street in Abilene, has a free book­
let that covers the waterfront on 
this subject, however. It’s Docu­
ment 5014, “ Employee Expenses.”
