It was good to see familiar
faces in Austin this week. | was
able to visit with folks from
every county in my district as
they came to Austin on business
or pleasure. You are always
welcome, and | encourage
everyone from the district to
come by my office on the third
floor in the west wing of the
Capitol. Now is a good time for
school students to visit their
State Capitol too. A visit to
Austin while the Legislature is
in session is a lesson in history
and government

Three bills to stop the impor
tation of beef into Texas were
introduced this week. One of
them called for labeling all
imported meat. It is a good
idea, but the Farm Bureau has
its doubts that anything will
come of the bills because they
found that imported meat
comes into the U.S. under
international treaty which takes
precedence over federal and
state law. According to this
treaty, meat loses its identity
after passing required inspec
tions for imported meat, and
must be treated as domestic
meat

The Legislature has voted to
spend an extra $18 million on
public junior colleges. Twelve
million will go for vocational
programs and $6 million in state
aid for general academic cour
ses. Both Cisco Junior College
and Ranger Junior College will
get their proportionate shares of
these emergency funds. Like
everyone else, colleges have
been hurt by inflation, and need
the emergency money to keep
afloat

The House voted 95-45 1o
send back to the Transportation
Committee a bill extending until
April, 1977, the Texas Highway
Commission authority to reduce
the maximum speed limit to 55
miles per hour. A group of far
West Texas members are
planning to introduce a new bill
that would limit the fine for
driving between 55 and 70 miles
per hour to $5. It also would
prohibit insurance penalty
points for traffic tickets for
speeding within that range. If
Texas did decide to raise the
speed limit above 55, it would
lose $606 million in federal
funds
